Absztrakt 
Szu cs Ilona ko lto i munka ssa ga to bb szempontbo l kulcsfontossa gu . A szerzo  egyre szt egy 
olyan reforma tus to rpefalu szu lo ttje, amely egy ege szen eldugott borsodi helyen van, s 
kultura lis ero forra s hia nya ban turisztikailag – a kiva lo  terme szeti adottsa gai ellene re – 
egyre keve sbe  vonzo , ra ada sul a lakossa g sza ma dinamikusan cso kken. Itt szu letett Szu cs 
Ilona, egy ke sei alkoto , aki poe zise mino se ge oka n me lta n tarthatna sza mot a korta rs 
irodalomto rte net e rdeklo de se re, s akinek teljes, imma r nyolcko tetes (sic!) e letmu ve nek 
tematika ja t meghata rozza Hegymeg, annak vila ga, a telepu le sen e lo k mindennapjai, 
erko lcse, hite; a ko zse g gyo nyo ru  adottsa gai ismerszenek fel a ta jleí ro  ko lteme nyekben. 
Jelen tanulma ny egyik ce lja szociolo giai szempontbo l jelente keny: a ko lto  munka ssa ga t 
egy borsodi reforma tus to rpefalu legfontosabb (majdhogynem egyedu li) kultura lis 
ero forra sa nak tekinthetju k, amelynek mint telepu le s-fenntarthato sa gi projektnek, aka r 
egy ha tra nyos helyzetu , lassan kiu ru lo  ko zse g u jrafelfedeze si strate gia ja ban 
kulcsfontossa gu  szerepe van.

I. Bevezete s 

Jelen tanulma ny egy Hegymegen szu letett korta rs í ro - e s ko lto , Szu cs Ilona 

e lete nek fontosabb a lloma sait mutatja be, ku lo no s tekintettel alkoto i 

teve kenyse ge re, í gy megjelent ko teteire, azok fogadtata sa ra e s tova bbe le se re. 
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Kora bban megjelent cikkekben, ro videbb í ra sokban ma r igyekeztem 

megjelení teni e letmu ve nek fontosabb epizo djait (Barna 2022; Barna 2023a; 

Barna 2023b; Barna 2023c; Barna 2024a; Barna 2024b), az azo ta eltelt ido ben 

Szu cs Ilona azonban olyan aktí v alkoto i perio dust tudhat maga mo go tt, amely 

indokolja e cikk megszu lete se t. Jelen tanulma ny terjedelmi korla tai miatt nem 

va llalkozhat egy-egy mo dszer/szempont mente n to rte no  szorosabb irodalmi 

interpreta cio ra vagy az eddigi e letmu  holisztikus (u jra)olvasa sa ra, horribile 

dictu nem lehet ige nye a munka ssa g beilleszte se re a dinamikusan va ltozo  

korta rs irodalmi ka nonba. Azonban Szu cs Ilona í ra sainak poe tikai mino se ge 

miatt elengedhetetlennek tartja legala bb bemutatni a vonatkozo  kiadva nyokat, 

tova bba  – mivel me g nem szu letett a ko lto ro l publika lt e letrajz – 

kulcsfontossa gu  feladata nak tartja ko zkinccse  tenni a szerzo  saja t maga a ltal 

ko zo lt biogra fia ja t. Mindezt olyan stí lusban kí va nja megtenni, amelyet maga 

Szu cs Ilona va lasztott, hiszen az e letrajzban szubjektí v mo don megfogalmazott 

szo veghelyekbo l ke t dolog is felismerszik: egyre szt finoman kirajzolo dik egy 

1950-es, 1960-as e vekbeli szubjektí v, gyermekkori fanta zia val is a tszo tt (vo . 

Farago  2021:33) telepu le ske p Hegymegro l, amely telepu le sszociolo giai 

szempontbo l is igen jelente keny (ekke pp ja rulhatnak hozza  a szo vegek a ko zse g 

telepu le sto rte nete e s -jellemzo i egy ido szaka nak a leí ra sa hoz). Ma sre szt 

plauzibilisen implika lja a ko lto  egy szubjektí v, a m helyi perspektí va bo l a 

faluhoz, va roshoz, csala dhoz, gyermekkorhoz, alkota shoz, erko lcsi e rte kekhez, 

a szu ko lko de shez kapcsolo do  viszonya t (ez uto bbit nem gondterhesen, hanem 

eufemisztikusan í rja meg: „nem szenvedett hia nyt semmiben”), ami egy ke so bbi 

szo vege rtelmeze si munka hoz esszencia lis alapot nyu jthat. 

II. Ce lok 

Szu cs Ilona eddigi, imma ron nyolcko tetes munka ssa ga t (Szu cs 2016; Szu cs 

2019a; Szu cs 2021a; Szu cs 2023; Szu cs 2024a; Szu cs 2024b; Szu cs 2025a; Szu cs 

2025b) a magyar irodalom me g nem fedezte fel maga nak, azonban va ltozatos 

e s megleheto sen szí nvonalas irodalmi e letmu ve kitu ntetett figyelmet 

e rdemelne. A dolgozat teha t elso sorban – leí ro  mo don – egy ro vid biogra fia t 

ko zo l, a Hegymegen szu letett mu ve sz e lete nek fontosabb a lloma sait emeli ki, 

miko zben az o sszes megjelent ko tete t is sza mba veszi, valamint Szu cs 
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munka ssa ga ro l szo lo  cikkeket (Varga 2018; Hegyi 2017; Szu cs 2019b, Zsoldos–

Zsoldos 2019; Zsoldos–Zsoldos 2023a; Zsoldos–Zsoldos 2023b), illetve 

(kiza ro lag) az u jsa gokban, napilapokban megjelent verseit is megjelení ti (Szu cs 

2014; Szu cs 2015; Szu cs 2018a; Szu cs 2018b; Szu cs 2018c; Szu cs 2021b; Szu cs 

2021c). A cikk ve ge n tala lhato  felhaszna lt irodalom Szu cs Ilona ro l, illetve Szu cs 

Ilona munka ssa ga ro l szo lo  re szei egy olyan bibliogra fia nak is tekintheto , amely 

2025 novembere ig a ko lto  o sszes megjelent mu ve t, illetve a ko lto  mu veiro l 

szo lo  recenzio kat, kritika kat, tova bba  tanulma nyokat filolo giai tekintetben a 

teljesse g ige nye vel sza mba veszi.  

Az eddigiekbo l sejtheto , hogy jelen tanulma nynak ketto s ce lja van. Az elso  

ce l szociolo giai szempontbo l releva ns: a ko lto  munka ssa ga t egy borsodi 

reforma tus to rpefalu legfontosabb (majdnem egyedu li) kultura lis 

ero forra sa nak tekinthetju k, amelynek a telepu le smarketing tekintete ben mint 

telepu le s-fenntarthato sa gi projekt (vo . egy telepu le s ko zo sse gmegtarto  ereje 

szempontja bo l: Farago  2023:35), aka r egy ha tra nyos helyzetu , lassan kiu ru lo  

ko zse g u jrafelfedeze si strate gia ja ban kulcsfontossa gu  szerepe lehet. Ra ada sul 

eddigi kutata saim alapja n mega llapí thato , hogy nem volt me g Hegymegen 

szu letett publika lo  ko lto , í gy Szu cs e letmu ve a ko zse g ima zsforma la sa ban 

fontos szerepet ja tszhatna. Ez anna l is inka bb bizonyos, mert sza mos, a 

telepu le sro l szo lo , azt bemutato , mi to bb, dicso í to  verse van (vo . pl. Hegymeg 

himnusza, Szu cs 2024a:84). A ma sik nem titkolt ce l keve sbe  szociolo giai, inka bb 

irodalomto rte neti jelento se gu : a cikk a korta rs irodalommal foglalkozo  

irodalomto rte ne szek figyelme t kí va nja felkelteni Szu cs Ilona munka ssa ga ira nt. 

III. A biogra fia forra sai 

A szerzo vel a llando  kapcsolatban a llok, a kora bban publika lt e letrajz 

(Barna, 2022) alapja ul egyre szt a Szu cs Ilona val folytatott besze lgete seim, a 

szerzo ro l ke szu lt kora bbi cikkek, interju k (Hegyi 2017; Szu cs, 2019b; Zsoldos–

Zsoldos, 2019) szolga lnak, ma sre szt az e letu t ro vid leí ra sa na l az í ro - e s ko lto no  

ko tetei (Szu cs 2019; Szu cs 2021) is hangsu lyos ta je kozo da si pontok, hiszen 

bevallottan e letrajzi ihletettse gu  í ra sokro l van szo . Ezek a biografikus 

tematika ju  versek, pro zai szo vegre szek, illetve ke pek – amelyeket Szu cs Ilona 

Bölcsőtől a sírig cí mu  ko tete (Szu cs 2021a) is tartalmaz – ra ada sul nemcsak 
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e letrajzi ihletettse gu ek, hanem egyenest a szerzo  e letu tja nak egy korai 

szakasza t teszik plasztikusan la thato va , miko zben szu lo fo ldje nek, Hegymegnek 

a szeretete t is mego ro kí tik. E ko tetben a mu nemek va ltakoza sa, illetve a 

vizualiza cio  gyakori elo fordula sa, í gy a ko teten belu li mu faji hibridita s emellett 

ege szen elevenen a bra zolja az í ro - e s ko lto no  fiatalkori emle keit.1 

IV. Szu cs Ilona e letrajza a szerzo  saja t hangja n 

Szu cs Ilona 1951. ju nius 12-e n szu letett Hegymeg ko zse gben, az akkor alig 

300 fo s (2025-ben ma r csak 100 fo  lakost sza mla lo ) kis telepu le sen, Borsod-

Abau j-Zemple n megye ben. Anyja Baranyai Ilona, apja Szu cs Be la. Szu lete sekor 

ma r volt egy ke te ves kisfiu  a csala dban, Be la, majd szu k ke t e v mu lva egy u jabb 

fiu , La szlo . Az anyai nagyszu lo kkel laktak egy porta n, amely egy tisztaszoba bo l, 

egy konyha bo l e s egy kisha zbo l a llt, s amelyek he t ember a llando  lakhelye u l 

szolga ltak. 

A tisztaszoba sze pen berendezve, fu te s ne lku l a llt, nem lakta k. Itt 

ravatalozta k fel a halottat, innen vitte k a temeto be. A konyha ban egy a gy e s egy 

diko , a ke t o reg szu lo  lako tere. A kisha zra jutott ke t felno tt e s ha rom gyerek. 

Szu ko sen e ltek, 13 hold fo ld adta a csala d mege lhete se t. Tartottak jo sza got, 

tehenet legala bb ketto t, hogy a sza nta s, vete s e s egye b paraszti munka ra is 

befoghato k legyenek, illetve baromfit (csirke t, tyu kot, kacsa t). 

A fo ldmu velo  emberek e lete nem ko nnyu , a munka sok e s nehe z. Szu cs Ilona 

ebbe a vila gba szu letett bele e s e lete elso  perce to l fogva ezt e rezte maga e nak. 

Sze pen illeszkedett ebbe a vila gba, nem szenvedett hia nyt semmiben. A 

kerteket nem ve dte kerí te s, a terme szet szabadsa got adott. Az emberek

besze lhetu nk. (Vo . Barna, 2022) 
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becsu letesse ge, egyma st segí te se e szreve tlenu l forma lta, alakí totta 

e rte krendje t. Hegymeg reforma tus ko zse g volt, ahol az emberek vasa rnap 

de lelo tt felvette k a legjobb u nneplo  ruha jukat e s templomba mentek. Felno ttek, 

gyerekek egyara nt. Hitre neveltek e s jo  pe lda val mutatta k a ko zo sse g ereje t e s 

az u nnep fontossa ga t. Hat nap munka e s a hetedik pihene s. 

Ne gye ves kora ban komoly va ltoza s to rte nt a csala dban. Az apa e s a nagyapa 

ko zo tti szo va lta s uta n az apa elment munka t keresni, tala lt is Sajo ba bonyban. 

Etto l kezdve az anya lett az o sszetarto  ero , a csala d motorja. 

Szu cs Ilona az a ltala nos iskolai tanulma nyait Hegymegen kezdte meg e s ott 

ve gzett el o t oszta lyt. Az also  tagozatos gyerekek egyu tt, a felso so k szinte n. 

Egyszer de lelo tt, egyszer de luta n volt a taní ta s, elo szo r egy taní to val, majd 

ketto vel. Mire elkezdte a hatodik oszta lyt, ma r ko rzetesí tett iskola k voltak. Lak 

ko zse g lett a ko zpont, oda ja rtak Hegymeg, Tomor, Irota, Szaka csi e s 

terme szetesen Lak ko zse g gyermekei. Szu cs Ilona e lete ben a hetedik oszta ly 

elve gze se uta n u jabb fordulat ko vetkezett. 1963 o sze n meghalt a nagyapa. 

Ko vetkezo  e vben az ido sebb fiu t, aki nagyon jo  feju  e s jo l tanulo  volt, felvette k 

Miskolcra a Fo ldes Ferenc Gimna ziumba, de kolle giumi elhelyeze st nem kapott. 

Az apa akkor ma r szinte n Miskolcon dolgozott, egy he ten egyszer ja rt haza, 

szombat de luta n. Komoly e s gyors do nte s szu letett. Ko lto zik a csala d. Eladtak 

mindent e s 1964 augusztusa ban Miskolcra ko lto ztek. Nyolcadik oszta ly egy u j 

iskola ban, ismeretlen va rosban, albe rletben. O ten egy szoba ban.  

Szu cs Ilona nehezen, de megtala lta a helye t. 1965 o sze re a llt a ha z, de hely 

í gy sem lett to bb. A ke t szoba ko zu l az egyiket albe rletbe kellett adni: szu kse g 

volt a pe nzre, fizetni a tartoza st. Ilona ko zben lee rettse gizett a Zrí nyi Ilona 

Gimna ziumban, de tova bb nem tanulhatott. 

A nagyobbik fiu  ma r egyetemre ja rt, a kisebb szakiskola ba e s o t az a lmai 

ma s va rosba vitte k volna. Tana rke pzo  fo iskola ra, magyar irodalom szakra. 

Mindig szeretett olvasni, jellemzo  volt ez az ege sz csala djukra. Szu lo k, 

nagyszu lo k e s ma s rokonok, mind-mind olvasni szereto  emberek voltak. Nem 

magasan iskola zottak, nem a tuda sva gy vagy a tehetse g hia nyzott, hanem a 

leheto se g. Apai nagyapja nagy mese lo  volt, ke so bb ezekbo l a mese kbo l egyet-

ketto t le is í rt, amit az emle kezet mego rzo tt. A szege nyse g na la is u tja t a llta a 

va gyaknak, í gy munka t kellett keresnie. 
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1969-ben me g alig tudott gyors- e s ge pí rni, de felvette k a Nehe zipari 

Mu szaki Egyetemre dolgozni. Egy e v mu lva meg is szerezte ezt a ke pesí te st esti 

iskola ban, majd ko zgazdasa gi technikumba iratkozott be. Ke t e v mu lva sikeres 

e rettse gi vizsga t tett e s ve gzettse ge ve gleg a pe nzu gyekhez ko to tte. Az irodalom 

nagyon messzire keru lt, ahogy a tana ri pa lya is: maradt az olvasa s. 

1974. szeptember 7. egy sorsdo nto  da tum: ekkor volt az o te ves e rettse gi 

tala lkozo . Egy o t e ve nem la tott oszta lyta rs, hosszu  besze lgete sek, otthoni 

la togata sok e s szerelem, 1975. februa r 22-e n pedig esku vo . Fe rje Kova cs Ga bor, 

akkor me g auto villamossa gi szerelo , a ke so bbiekben ge pkocsivezeto . Me g ezen 

e v december 2-a n megszu letett elso  gyermeku k, Gabriella. 

Szu cs Ilona akarva, akaratlanul is, ko vetve az anyai minta t, csala dja val a 

szu lo i ha zban maradt. Egy szoba, egy kis konyha, ami eredetileg fu rdo szoba lett 

volna, ennyi volt az o ve k. A ha zban nem volt ví z, csak az udvaron. Mosakoda s 

lavo rbo l e ppu gy, mint Hegymegen. Fu te s olajka lyha val, amit pa r naponta 

szerelni kellett. Megbecsu lte ezt is e s csak a jo  oldala t ne zte. Ne gy genera cio  egy 

helyen. Nagymama ja, az e desanyja, o  maga e s a kisla nya. A be ke ne ha ingatag 

la bakon a llt. 

Nagy segí tse ge volt a nagymama, sokat tanult to le. 1978 tavasza n, hu sve tra 

ke szu lo dve rosszul lett e s sokat szenvedett szí ve megszu nt dobogni, ekkor 84 

e ves volt. Egy e vvel ke so bb megkapta k elso  o na llo  laka sukat az Avason. Ke t 

szoba, konyha, lomkamra. Fu rdo szoba meleg ví zzel, ko zponti fu te s e s felho tlen 

o ro m. Rendszeresen ja rtak vissza a szu lo kho z, minden he ten egyszer, he tve ge n.

Csala dot nem alapí tott, szu leivel e l. La nya, Gabriella okos, szorgalmas, jo  tanulo  

volt. Ege szse gu gyi szakko ze piskola uta n dolgozni ment, majd munka mellett 

szerzett fo iskolai diploma t. Ma is az ege szse gu gyben dolgozik, diabetolo giai 

szakasszisztenske nt. 

Szu cs Ilona 1994. ma jus 1-e n elveszí tette az e desanyja t. Etto l a napto l fogva 

minden megva ltozott. Nehezen tudta feldolgozni, de ve gu l kialakult egy u j rend 

e s ment az e let tova bb. 1997-ben la nya, Gabriella fe rjhez ment e s elko lto zo tt 

otthonro l. 2000. februa r 4-e n megszu letett elso  unoka ja, Zso fia. Ez isme t u j 

fejezetke nt tekinthetju k, hiszen kinyí lt egy kapu, a ve gtelen szeretet kapuja. 

Szu cs Ilona szereto  csala dban no tt fel, de a szeretetnek nem voltak la thato  jelei. 

Gyermekei szu lete se vel tanulnia kellett az e rze seit kimutatni, ke zzel foghato va  

tenni.

A ba nya szati teve kenyse g kibontakoza sa val 

pa rhuzamosan megjelentek a va rosias infrastruktu ra elemei e s a 

munka stelepek, amelyek u j lako forma kat e s u j e letmo dminta kat hoztak le tre a 

hagyoma nyosan falusias ko rnyezetben. E folyamat nem csupa n gazdasa gi, 

hanem identita sbeli e s kultura lis va ltoza st is elo ide zett: az u jonnan e pu lt 

lako telepek a modernita s, a fejlo de s e s az a llamszocialista í ge retek 

szimbo lumaiva  va ltak. 

A tanulma ny ce lja, hogy felta rja, mike nt forma lta az e pí tett ko rnyezet az 

edele nyi lako telepek lako inak ta rsadalmi identita sa t, e s hogyan alakult a t a 

ko zo sse gi te rhaszna lat az iparosí ta s e s a ke so bbi deklassza lo da s folyamataiban.

Pala di-Kova cs Attila szerint az ipari ta j nem puszta n gazdasa gi katego ria, 

hanem „az ember e s a munka kapcsolata nak kultura lis lenyomata”, amelyben a 

munka se letmo d, a ko zo sse gi szervezo de s e s az e pí tett ko rnyezet egyma st 

alakí tja k (Pala di-Kova cs 2007: 15). A ba nya sz- e s iparva rosokban, í gy 

Edele nyben is, az a llamszocialista iparfejleszte s sora n u j, modernnek sza nt 

lako telepek, vagy telepszeru  lako egyse gek jo ttek le tre, amelyek egyszerre 

jelentettek elo rele pe st az e letmino se gben e s elmozdula st a hagyoma nyos 

ko zo sse gi struktu ra kto l. 

A dio sgyo ri koha szattal kapcsolatos kutata sok (Doba k 2008, 2009) 

ra mutatnak, hogy a munka skolo nia k e s lako telepek e pí te se sora n a 

moderniza cio  ta rsadalompolitikai ce lja az e letko ru lme nyek egyse gesí te se volt, 

ugyanakkor ez a folyamat identita s-veszte ssel e s a hagyoma nyos loka lis 

ko to de sek fellazula sa val is ja rt. A dio sgyo ri e s ma s vasgya ri kolo nia k pe lda ja n 
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(R. Nagy 2010) megfigyelheto , hogy az u j lako telepi ko rnyezet a ko zo sse gi 

egyu tte le s u j szaba lyait is megteremtette, miko zben a falusias e letmo dhoz 

ko to do  o nella to  gyakorlatokat – pe lda ul a kiskert-haszna latot – ha tte rbe 

szorí totta. Edele nyben a munka slaka sokhoz nem tartozott kert, ami az 1950-es 

e vekben felszabadula ske nt, ma viszont hia nyke nt jelenik meg a helyi ta rsadalmi 

emle kezetben. 

Hadoba s Pa l helyto rte neti í ra sai (2004) az edele nyi ba nya szat kultura lis e s 

ko zo sse gi o ro kse ge t dokumenta lja k, e s kiemelik, hogy az ipari telepí te s 

nemcsak gazdasa gi fellendu le st, hanem egy u j ta rsadalmi re teg – a va rosi 

munka ssa g – megjelene se t is hozta a falusias ko zegbe. A lako telep e pí te szeti 

struktu ra ja, te rszerveze se e s a ko zo sse gi terek funkcio i í gy ko zvetlenu l 

befolya solta k a ta rsadalmi identita s alakula sa t. 

Az e pí tett ko rnyezet e s a ta rsadalmi identita s o sszefu gge seit a te r-

antropolo gia e s az emle kezetkutata s elme letei segí tik e rtelmezni. Lefebvre 

(1974) szerint a te r ta rsadalmi konstrukcio : nem semleges ha tte r, hanem a 

hatalom, a gazdasa g e s a mindennapi gyakorlatok ko lcso nhata sa ban jo n le tre. 

Michel de Certeau (1984) hangsu lyozza, hogy az emberek a te r haszna lata re ve n 

u jraí rja k annak jelente se t, vagyis a lako telepi te r is folytonos u jrae rtelmeze s 

ta rgya. 

R. Nagy Jo zsef (2020) a vizua lis antropolo giai elemze seiben a 

munka skolo nia kat identita s-te rke nt í rja le, ahol a ko zo sse gi terek – udvarok, 

le pcso ha zak, ja tszo terek – a ta rsadalmi viszonyok e s o nmeghata roza sok 

szimbolikus szí nterei. A lako k a ltal le trehozott ke pi e s ta rgyi vila g (pl. 

ha zdekora cio , udvari rend) egyfajta pa rbesze d a mu lt e s a jelen ko zo tt. 

Ispa n A gota (2023) az o ro kse gke pze s e s identita s kapcsolata t elemezve 

ra mutat, hogy az egykori szocialista va rosokban – e s kiterjesztve a kisebb ipari 

ko zpontokra, mint Edele ny – az ipari mu lt e rtelmeze se e s reprezenta cio ja 

folyamatosan alakul. Az ipari terek ma ma r egyszerre hordozza k a mu lt 

nosztalgia ja t e s a ta rsadalmi marginaliza cio  e lme nye t. 

Va rkonyi Nickel Re ka (2018) hangsu lyozza, hogy a vide ki ipari te rse gekben 

a helyi identita s u jrae rtelmeze se a posztszocialista korszakban egyfajta 

ellena lla si forma: a lako k gyakran a „sze p mu lt” narratí va it ide zik fel, hogy 

e rtelmet adjanak a jelen gazdasa gi nehe zse geinek. 
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A fentiek fe nye ben az edele nyi lako telep vizsga lata leheto se get kí na l arra, 

hogy felta rjuk, hogyan va ltozott a te r jelente se az iparosí ta s, a hanyatla s e s a 

mai u jrahasznosí ta s sora n, mike nt alakí tja az e pí tett ko rnyezet a helyi 

ta rsadalmi identita st, e s hogyan va lik a lako telep egyszerre moderniza cio s 

szimbo lumma  e s a ta rsadalmi perife ria jelke pe ve . 

III. Kutatási helyszín és módszertan 

Edele ny a Bo dva-vo lgy egyik legfontosabb telepu le se, amely a 20. sza zad 

ma sodik fele ben va lt kisva rosi ko zpontta . Ba r ko zigazgata si e rtelemben nem 

tartozik a nagy ipari ko zpontok ko ze , ta rsadalmi e s gazdasa gi e rtelemben me gis 

regiona lis ko zvetí to  szerepet to lto tt be: a ko rnyezo  falvak (pl. Szendro , Boldva, 

Lak, Szuhogy, Szendro la d) lakosai sza ma ra Edele ny jelentette a munka, a 

ko zlekede s, a kereskedelem e s a kultura lis e let ko zpontja t. 

Az iparosí ta s ideje n, ku lo no sen az 1950–1970-es e vekben, Edele nyben e s 

ko rnye ke n ba nya szati e s ko nnyu ipari telephelyek jo ttek le tre, amelyek a te rse g 

falvaibo l inga zo  munka sok sza zait vonta k be az ipari termele sbe. A napi inga za s 

nemcsak gazdasa gi, hanem kultura lis transzfert is jelentett: a munka ssa g 

e letforma ja, a lako telepi tapasztalatok, a va rosi viselkede sminta k e s ta rgyi 

kultu ra elemei fokozatosan bee pu ltek a ko rnyezo  falvak e letvila ga ba. A va ros a 

20. sza zad ko zepe re kisuga rza si zo na t hozott le tre, amely nemcsak a 

gazdasa gban, hanem a loka lis identita sokban is struktura lo  ero ve  va lt. Az 

edele nyi ba nya sztelepek minta i – a ko zo s udvar, a le pcso ha zi ko zo sse g, a va rosi 

infrastruktu ra e s a modern berendeze s – modellke nt szolga ltak a ko rnyezo  

falvak lako i sza ma ra, akik gyakran hasonlo  e letforma t pro ba ltak kialakí tani: 

pe lda ul az e pí te szeti elemek (la bazat, vakolat, ablakforma), a ha ztarta si ta rgyak 

vagy a laka sbelso  moderniza cio ja re ve n. 

Amikor az emberek belso ve  teszik teszik a te rbeli viszonyokat, helyeket e s 

u tvonalakat, azaz saja t e lme nyeik, tapasztalataik e s viselkede su k re sze ve  va lik, 

te rbeli internaliza cio  to rte nik. A te r nemcsak fizikai valo sa gke nt le tezik, hanem 

menta lisan e s ta rsadalmilag is elsaja tí tjuk. Pe lda ul ha egy va ros lako i 

„megtanulja k” a va rost: melyik utca n van a piac, hol a fo te r, melyik u t vezet a 

folyo hoz. Ezek a helyek ido vel jelente ssel telnek meg: a Belva rosi u t nem csupa n 

ko zlekede si u tvonal, hanem a „ko zpont”, a ta rsas e let, a mu lt e s a va rosi 
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o nazonossa g tere is. A te r í gy nem puszta n dí szlet, hanem az identita s anyagi 

kifejezo de se. Ahogy Lefebvre í rja: „az emberi cselekve s te rbelive  va lik, e s a te r 

is cselekvo ve  lesz” (Lefebvre 1974: 42). 

Az edele nyi re gio ban ez a ko lcso nhata s jo l megfigyelheto : a 

ba nya szkolo nia khoz ko to do  e rte kek (rendszeretet, ko zo sse gi kontroll, a fizikai 

munka megbecsu le se) nem tu ntek el a szocialista ipar hanyatla sa val, hanem 

a talakult forma ban tova bb e lnek a te rhaszna latban e s a loka lis emle kezetben. 

Az e pí tett ko rnyezet í gy antropolo giai indika torke nt mu ko dik: megmutatja, 

milyen minta k e pu ltek be a kollektí v identita sba, e s hogyan materializa lo dnak 

ezek a mindennapok tere ben. 

A vizsga lat kvalitatí v antropolo giai e s vizua lis mo dszerekre e pu l, amelyek 

ce lja a te rhaszna lat, az identita s e s az e pí tett ko rnyezet ko zo tti o sszefu gge sek 

felta ra sa. A kutata s ha rom egyma st kiege szí to  pille ren nyugszik: 

A terepmunka sora n struktura lt e s fe lig struktura lt interju k ke szu ltek az 

edele nyi e s ko rnyezo  telepu le sek) lako ival, akik a ba nya szat ideje n dolgoztak, 

vagy csala dtagke nt e lte k meg az ipari korszakot. A besze lgete sek ce lja annak 

felta ra sa volt, hogy milyen mo don e l tova bb a va rosi minta a falusi 

ko rnyezetben, e s mike nt jelenik meg az ipari o ro kse g az identita sban. 

A kutata s re sze volt az e pí tett ko rnyezet vizua lis dokumenta la sa: a 

lako telepek, udvarok, le pcso ha zak, melle ke pu letek e s ko zterek foto elemze se. E 

mo dszer R. Nagy Jo zsef (2000), Farago  La szlo  (2024) e s Fehe rva ry Krisztina 

(2013) munka i nyoma n a te r vizua lis re tegzettse ge t vizsga lja, vagyis azt, 

hogyan tu kro zik az e pu letek, dí szí te sek, kerí te sek e s elrendeze sek a ta rsadalmi 

sta tust, az identita s-va ltoza sokat e s a ko zo sse gi norma kat. 

A ke pi anyagok elemze se ra mutat, hogy az ipari modernita s vizua lis ko djai 

– mint a szimmetrikus ha zelrendeze s, a betonfelu let, a szocialista ornamentika 

– ma ra a talakultak, de tova bb e lnek a ha ztarta sok dekora cio iban, a ha z ko ru li 

rend fenntarta sa ban, e s abban, ahogyan a lako k saja t ko rnyezetu ket megí te lik. 

A terepmunka egyik felteve se, hogy az e pí tett ko rnyezet az identita s 

megtestesu le se. Az emberi viselkede smo dok – legyen szo  ha ze pí te sro l, 

kertgondoza sro l, vagy a ko zo s terek rendben tarta sa ro l a ta rsadalmi minta k 

te rbeli kivetu le sei. 

Ahogy Bourdieu í rja, a habitus „te rbeli logika ban is szervezo dik”: az egye n 

cselekve si minta i forma t adnak az anyagi vila gnak (Bourdieu 1977). Ebbo l a 
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szempontbo l Edele ny e s te rse ge jo l pe lda zza, hogy az ipari modernita s nem 

csupa n gazdasa gi, hanem menta lis e s kultura lis a talakula s is volt, amelynek 

nyomai az e pí tett ko rnyezetben olvashato k le. 

Az edele nyi lako telep e s a ko rnyezo  falvak e pí te szeti re szletei – a modern 

ablakkeretek, a simí tott vakolat, az aszfaltozott udvar, a konyhai berendeze s 

vagy a panelha z homlokzata ra felfuto  szo lo to ke – ta rsadalmi to rte neteket 

hordoznak. Ezek az apro  elemek mutatja k, hogyan e pu lt be az ipari korszak 

minta ja a helyi identita sba, s hogyan forma lja tova bb a te r az emberek o nke pe t. 

IV. A lakótelepi karakterek és társadalmi 
folyamatok 

Edele ny ha rom telepu le sbo l jo tt le tre, Finke, Csa szta e s Borsod falvak 

tekintheto k elo dtelepu le snek. Az 1960-as e vekben vonta k o ssze a ha rom helyet, 

amelynek vizua lis karaktere ma is jo l elku lo nu l e s e rte kke nt jelenik meg a 

telepu le s arculata ban. Az iparosí ta s eredme nyeke ppen ebben az ido szakban 

jelennek meg a jellegzetes lako telepi elemek, a te glae pí te su  ba nya szlaka sok 

majd ke so bb a panelha zak. Az edele nyi telepu le sko zpontban megjelenik a 

kisva rosias, za rtsoru  bee pí te su  karakter, amibe a to bbszintes lako telepek is 

beletartoznak. Az egykori o na llo  telepu le sre szek, falvak ko zpontja ban felleheto  

a re gi utcaha lo zat e s telekstruktu ra. (TAK 2017:19) 

Az edele nyi u j lako telepek a va rosi e s falusi te rkultu ra hata ra n jo ttek le tre. 

Az 1950-es e s 1960-as e vekben az ipari beruha za sok e s a ba nya szati ko zpontok 

megjelene se u jfajta te rhaszna latot eredme nyezett, amely a falusi e letforma to l 

elte ro , kollektí v, szervezett e s uniformiza lt lakhata si modellt honosí tott meg. 

A dio sgyo ri e s vasgya ri kolo nia khoz hasonlo an (Doba k 2008), az edele nyi 

telepek lako i sza ma ra a modern infrastruktu ra – ví z, villany, fu rdo szoba – nem 

csupa n ke nyelmi, hanem sta tuszbeli elo rele pe st is jelentett. Az iparosí ta s korai 

szakasza ban a lako telep a felemelkede s szimbo luma volt, amely a kora bbi falusi 

e letforma korla tait meghaladta. „Sokan irigyelték a bányászokat, mégiscsak 

megkülönböztetés volt számukra. Mondták a parasztok, hogy a bányászok sokat 
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kerestek, hát mi meg mondjuk, hogy gyere csak te ide!”2 „Elismerték a 

bányászokat, a bányászoknak a nehéz munkáját. Ez megmutatkozott nagyon sok 

formában. És a társadalom részéről ilyen elismerés, dicsőség övezte a bányászok 

munkáját”3 „Megbecsültek minket rendesen. Amikor nyugdíjba mentem, annyi 

volt a nyugdíjam, mint egy rendes mezőgazdasági dolgozónak, aki még dolgozik! 

És minden évben emelkedett.”4  

Ugyanakkor ez az u j e letforma menta lis e s ko zo sse gi a trendezo de st is 

eredme nyezett. A csala dok kiszakadtak a falusi ko zo sse gi ha lo kbo l, s ba r a 

ba nya szko zo sse g ero s o sszetarta sa kezdetben po tolta ezt, a ko zo s terek 

fokozatosan elvesztette k ta rsadalmi funkcio jukat. R. Nagy Jo zsef (2000) szerint 

a kolo nia- e s lako telepi le t egyszerre teremtett ko zo sse gi szolidarita st e s 

izola cio t: a falak ko ze  szorí tott ko zo sse g az ipari te rben u jfajta fu ggo se gi 

rendszert e pí tett ki, amely egyszerre volt ve delmezo  e s korla tozo . 

A lako telepi terek haszna lata a ko zo sse gi norma khoz igazodott. A ko zo s 

udvar, a le pcso ha z e s az elo kertek gondoza sa a ko zo sse gi felelo sse gva llala s 

szimbolikus terepe volt: a rend, a tisztasa g e s a szorgalom vizua lisan is 

megjelent a te rben. Pala di-Kova cs Attila (2007) az ipari ta j etnogra fiai 

leí ra saiban ra mutat, hogy az ipari munka ssa g ko re ben a munkaerko lcs e s a rend 

fenntarta sa a ta rsadalmi megbecsu le s alapja t ke pezte – e norma k a 

lako ko rnyezetben is materializa lo dtak. 

A vizua lis antropolo giai megfigyele sek (2024-es terepmunka) szerint az 

edele nyi lako telepek te rszerkezete ma ma r csak re szben tu kro zi ezt a 

normarendszert. „Gyerekkoromban ez sokkal szebb volt, gondoskodtak róla az 

emberek. Virágokat ültettek, gondozták, mintha verseny lett volna, ma már ez 

nincs.”5 A ko zo s zo ldteru leteket sok helyen a lako k vira ga gya sokkal, ha zi 

padokkal vagy kis dí szta rgyakkal szerelik ki, ami egyfelo l kisaja tí ta s, ma sfelo l a 

sze p ko rnyezet ira nti ige ny kifejezo de se, jelezve, hogy a kollektí v te rben is jelen 

van az egye ni felelo sse g e s az o nkifejeze s. Ugyanakkor a ko zo sse gi terek 

fokozatosan fragmenta lo dnak, e s a ko zo sse gi e let ritkula sa val a te r szimbolikus 

jelente se is halva nyul.

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A va rosi lako telepi gyerekek sza ma ra a ja tszo te r volt az egyik legfontosabb 

va rosi szimbo lum: a mesterse ges, de biztonsa gos ko zo sse gi te r, ahol a ko zo sse g 

jo vo je – a gyerekek – tala lkoztak. A ja tszo te r azonban ma ma r sok helyen 

elhagyatott vagy lepusztult, ami a ko zo sse gi e let hanyatla sa nak la tva nyos 

indika tora. Edele nyben keve s olyan ko zte r van, amit ja tszo te rke nt tudnak 

haszna lni a helyiek. A Riemer Sa ndor ja tszo te r u j bee pí te s, hosszu  e veken 

keresztu l a megronga lt ja tszo te r szimbolikusan jelezte a kora bbi e rte krend 

eltu ne se t.  

A rendszerva lta s uta n az ipari szerkezetva lta s ko vetkezte ben a lako telepek 

sta tusza jelento sen lee rte kelo do tt. Az egykori munka sre tegek fokozatosan 

kiszorultak a forma lis munkaero piacro l, e s ezzel pa rhuzamosan a lako telepek 

is ta rsadalmi perife ria va  va ltak. Az e pí tett ko rnyezet a llapotromla sa, az 

elhanyagolt ko zterek, a cso kkeno  ne pesse g e s a szege nyse g koncentra cio ja 

mind azt mutatja, hogy a kora bbi modernita s terei ma ra a posztindusztria lis 

va lsa g tereive  alakultak. 

Az ipari ko zo sse gek deklassza lo da sa nem puszta n gazdasa gi folyamat, 

hanem identita sveszte s is: az ipari munka ssa g kollektí v o nazonossa ga, amely a 

termele shez e s a ko zo sse gi rendhez ko to do tt, a posztszocialista korszakban 

alapveto en megingott. Ez a va ltoza s Edele nyben e s a ko rnyezo  telepu le seken is 

jo l nyomon ko vetheto . 

A terepmunka sora n to bb interju alany fogalmazott meg hasonlo  

gondolatot: „régen mindenki tudta, hol a helye”, „rendet kellett tartani, mert a 

szomszéd is nézte”, „most meg mindenki a maga bajával van elfoglalva”6. Ezek a 

narratí va k nem csupa n nosztalgia t tu kro znek, hanem a ko zo sse gi kontroll e s a 

ta rsadalmi o nke p a talakula sa t is. 

A lako telep í gy az antropolo giai e rtelemben vett ko ztes te r (Bhabha 

1994:37) pe lda ja: egyszerre mu ltbeli o ro kse g e s jelenkori marginalita s, ahol a 

va rosiassa g e s a falusiassa g katego ria i elmoso dnak.  

A lako telepi e pí te szet vizua lis elemei – az egyforma ha zto mbo k, a szu rke 

beton, a linea ris elrendeze s – az 1950-es e vek moderniza cio s ideolo gia ja t 

tu kro zik. Fehe rva ry Krisztina (2013:5) szocialista materialita ske nt í rja le azt a 

jelense get, amikor a beton e s a funkciona lis e pí te szet a fejlo de s vizua lis

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metafora ja va  va lt. A 21. sza zadban e forma k sok helyen lepusztultak, de u j 

vizua lis re tegek e pu ltek ra juk: szí nesre festett homlokzatok, egye ni dekora cio k, 

mu anyag ablakok. 

Ezek a vizua lis a talakula sok az identita s u jrakereteze se nek jelei. A lako k 

igyekeznek szeme lyes jelente st adni a te rnek, a lako telep uniformiza lt 

ko rnyezete t emberibbe , egyedibbe  forma lni. Ez a folyamat nem csupa n 

eszte tikai, hanem szimbolikus önkifejezés is: a modernita sbo l o ro ko lt, de ma r 

nem azonosulo  identita s u j e rtelmeze se. 

A terepmunka sora n ke szí tett foto dokumenta cio k tanu sa ga szerint a 

lako telepek lako i gyakran „privatiza lja k” a ko ztereket: saja t vira ga gya sokkal, 

padokkal, kerti dí szekkel alakí tja k a t azokat. E gyakorlatok az identita s 

visszako vetele se nek apro , me gis jelento s gesztusai: a te r u jra birtokba ve tele 

jelke pezi az aktí v jelenle tet e s az o nrendelkeze st. 

V. A város utcaképe 

Edele ny Finke va rosre sze ben, ku lo no sen a Finkei u ton e s a Bocskai Istva n 

u ton, jo l megfigyelheto  az iparosí ta s korszaka nak e pí tett o ro kse ge e s a helyi 

identita s te rbeli ko djai. Az utcake p kette osztott vila got mutat: az egyik oldalon 

a re gi, to bbnyire ke t vila gha boru  ko zo tti vagy me g kora bbi e pí te su  csala di ha zak 

a llnak, ko zo ttu k ne ha ny u jabb, felu jí tott e pu lettel. Ezek a ha zak egyediek, 

ku lo nbo zo  me retu ek e s szí neze su ek, a homlokzatukon, teto forma jukon e s 

udvarukon megjeleno  egye ni megolda sok a tulajdonosok ta rsadalmi sta tusa t e s 

í zle svila ga t tu kro zik. 

Az u t ma sik oldala n viszont a szocialista laka se pí te s egyik legismertebb 

tí pusa, a ko znyelvben Ka da r-kockake nt emlegetett ha zsor hu zo dik. Ezek az 

egyforma, jellemzo en ne gyzetes alaprajzu , kontyolt teto s, fo ldszintes, 

te glae pí te su  ha zak a hatvanas–hetvenes e vekben elterjedt tí pustervek alapja n 

ke szu ltek, az a llami laka se pí te si programok re szeke nt. Kockaha z nagyon sok 

e pu lt az ege sz orsza gban, s a szocialista moderniza cio  vizua lis emble ma ja va  

va lt. 

E ha zak megí te le se ma ambivalens. Egyfelo l praktikus e s demokratikus 

e pu lettí pus: gyorsan, olcso n e s szakke pzett tervezo  ne lku l is megvalo sí thato  
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volt, ami sok munka s- e s parasztcsala d sza ma ra leheto ve  tette az o na llo  

otthonteremte st. Ma sfelo l azonban a tí pustervek az egye nise g elveszte se nek e s 

a telepu le ske p uniformiza la sa nak jelke pe ve  is va ltak. A ha zak szigoru  

szimmetria ja e s azonos homlokzati ritmusa monoton utcake pet eredme nyezett, 

amely jo l tu kro zte az a llamszocialista korszak egyenlo sí to , de homogeniza lo  

ideolo gia ja t. Az uniformita st oldando  a ha zakat ko ru lvevo  kertek, kerí te sek e s 

no ve nyzet egye ni karaktert ko lcso no znek az utcake pnek. A dí szno ve nyek, 

tujasorok, kerti szobrok e s ha zilag barka csolt kapuk a lako k o nkifejeze se nek 

tereive  va ltak, ahol a kollektí v forma e s az egye ni í zle s tala lkozik. A 

terepmegfigyele sek azt mutatja k, hogy ezek a mikro-ku lo nbse gek a tulajdonhoz 

valo  viszony e s a szeme lyes identita s u jrae pí te se nek jelei a posztszocialista 

ido szakban: a ha z e s a kert a saja t vila g szimbolikus visszave tele. 

VI. Az utcanévadás rétegei 

A va ros utca inak jelento s re sze7 a magyar to rte nelem e s kultu ra kanoniza lt 

alakjait ide zi meg: Arany János, Kossuth Lajos, Széchenyi István, Rákóczi Ferenc, 

Bocskai István, Petőfi Sándor, Ady Endre, Bartók Béla, Móricz Zsigmond stb. Ezek 

az elneveze sek a nemzeti identita s univerza lis re tege t ke pviselik, magasabb 

szinthez, sta tuszhoz, e rte khez igazodik, a helyi ko zo sse get a nemzeti ho so k 

panteonja hoz kapcsolja k. Mindez arra utal, hogy Edele ny — noha iparva roske nt 

fejlo do tt — nem a munka smozgalmi vagy ba nya szidentita sra, hanem a nemzet 

kultura lis egyse ge hez valo  tartoza sra e pí tette fel o nke pe t. 

A szocialista korszak ne vada sa ban az absztrakt e rte kfogalmak domina lnak: 

Szabadság út, Béke út, Barátság út, Ifjúság út, Újvilág út, Napsugár út, Virág út. 

Ezek az elneveze sek ideolo giamentesí tett forma ban ko zvetí tik a korszak 

kollektivista e rte krendje t: a ko zo sse g, a fejlo de s, az emberko zpontu sa g e s a 

jo vo be vetett hit szimbolika ja t. A ne vada sok a lako telepi vagy u jonnan bee pu lo  

va rosre szekhez kapcsolo dnak. Az elneveze s az ipari korszak optimizmusa t o rzi, 

me g akkor is, ha a fogalmak ma ra kiu resedtek e s elvesztette k politikai 

jelente su ket.

A 99 ne vbo l mindo ssze ke t no i 

alak azonosí thato  (Déryné, Szent Erzsébet). Ez a fe rfiko zpontu  

emle kezetpolitika az ipari korszak ta rsadalmi szerkezete t is tu kro zi: a ko ze let, 

az ipar e s a ko zo sse gi ho ske pze s fe rfiakhoz ko to do tt. A no i alakok hia nya arra 

utal, hogy a va ros identita sa nak nyelve t tova bbra is a ho si, ko ze leti, fe rfias 

narratí va hata rozza meg, a gondoskoda s, ko zo sse gszerveze s vagy oktata s no i 

tereit ha tte rbe szorí tva. Ez nem csak Edele nyben, hanem a legto bb magyar 

telepu le sen hasonlo an alakul.  

Meglepo  mo don az edele nyi utcanevek ko zt alig tala lunk ko zvetlen utala st 

az ipari mu ltra: Le tezik Bányász út e s Tárna út, valamint Kővágó út, amelyek a 

to megipar emle ke t ide zik. Egy olyan szeme lyne v fordul elo , amit az ipari 

lako telepek to bb telepu le sen is beemeltek az ipari identita sba. Edele nyben ez a 

szeme ly Kando  Ka lma n.  

Ez a hia ny arra mutat ra , hogy a telepu le s az ipari mu ltat nem 

identita ske pzo  elemke nt kezeli. A hia ny emle kezetpolitikai a lla sfoglala s: az 

ipari korszak ta rsadalmi e s ko rnyezeti ko vetkezme nyei (a ba nyabeza ra sok, a 

munkane lku lise g, a szocia lis va lsa g) nem va ltak a ko zo sse gi emle kezet nyí lt 

re szeive . A va ros inka bb az a ltala nos nemzeti e s humanista e rte kek mente n 

pro ba lta felu lí rni a mu ltat. 

Az edele nyi utcane vrendszerben jelento s ara nyt ke pviselnek azok az 

elneveze sek, amelyek topogra fiai vagy ira nyjelzo  funkcio t to ltenek be: Vizsolyi 

út, Váralja út, Szentpéteri út, Patak út, Mező út, Kenderföldi út, Finkei út, Császtai 

út, Borsodi út, Bódva út, Belvárosi út stb. Ezek a nevek egyre szt a ta j fo ldrajzi 

szerkezete re e s a kora bbi telepu le sha lo zatra utalnak, ma sre szt a helyi 

te rhaszna lat emle kezete t o rzik. Az ilyen elneveze sek to bbnyire az iparosoda s 

elo tti ido szak ko zlekede si logika ja t ko vetik: a telepu le s ko zpontja bo l kivezeto  

utak elneveze sei a szomsze dos falvak vagy ta ji elemek (folyo , domb, mezo ) 

ira nya ba mutatnak (Kenderföldi út, Mező út, Patak út, Tölgyfa út, Váralja út, 

Verespart utca). A topogra fiai utcanevek í gy a te rbeli kapcsolatok ha lo zata t 
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teszik la thato va , s egyu ttal a helyi identita s fo ldrajzi bea gyazottsa ga t is 

kifejezik. Mí g az ideolo giai vagy nemzeti elneveze sek a va rost a magyar kultu ra 

szimbolikus tere be illesztik, addig ezek a nevek a mindennapi te re rze kele s e s 

loka lis tapasztalat nyelve t o rzik. Az ipari korszakot ko veto  ido szakban 

ku lo no sen fele rte kelo dik ez a re teg, a topogra fiai utcanevek helyben marado  

emle kezetke nt mu ko dnek, amelyek a va ros fizikai e s ta rsadalmi tere t egyszerre 

ro gzí tik e s lokaliza lja k. 

Edele ny utcanevei az ipari o ro kse g nyelvi-ideolo giai re tegzo de se nek 

saja tos tu krei. Az ipari korszak ko zvetlen emle kei alig jelennek meg, 

ugyanakkor a szocialista modernita s e s a nemzeti ka non ko zvetve tova bb 

hordozza a halada s e s a munka e rte keit. A rendszerva lta s uta ni e vtizedekben a 

va ros igyekszik visszaira nyí tani maga t a magyar kultura lis te rbe, de nem 

iparva roske nt, hanem to rte neti, valla si e s terme szetko zeli telepu le ske nt. 

A ne vada si minta zat teha t az ipari o ro kse g elbesze lhetetlense ge t e s a helyi 

identita s u jraí ra sa t is megmutatja: az utcane v-te rke p egyszerre a felejte s e s az 

emle keze s topogra fia ja.

(Farago  2024) Az embereket 

ko ru lvevo  struktu ra is homoge nnek tekintheto , mert a falu lakossa ga nak 

tu lnyomo  re sze a roma ko zo sse ghez tartozik, vagyis az u zeneta tada s, az 

attitu delfogada s sokkal gyorsabban e s akada ly ne lku l mehet ve gebe. (Sherif 

1981). A tala lkoza si pontokon ke szí tett besze lgete sekkel szeretne m bemutatni, 

hogy mie rt tud a llando sulni Rakaca telepu le s le leksza ma e s igazolom azt is, 

hogy az agora kat megszeme lyesí tve kommunika cio s ve leme nyveze r 

ko zpontoknak hí vom: ezeken a helyeken egye rtelmu en kialakulhatnak a ko zo s 

fanta zia la s, a fanta ziagravita cio  terepei, ahol a re szvevo k kiele gí thetik 

nyilva nossa g szu kse gletu ket s amelyek a legjelento sebb befolya solo  

ke pesse ggel bí rnak a faluban. (Habermas 1999)

Az orsza g legido sebb go ro gkatolikus egyha zko zse ge a rakacai, 1619-ben 

alapí totta k, emle keztet Balogh Gyo zo  go ro gkatolikus lelke sz, a telepu le s 

egyetlen temploma nak gazda ja. (Balogh Gyo zo  interju , 2024) Van ugyan egy 

katolikus harangla b a falu utca ja nak ko zepe n, de azt nem haszna lja senki, so t a 

go ro go k kezdeme nyezte k, majd fizette k a kora bban romos e pu let felu jí ta sa t. A 

ke rde s azonban az, hogy keru lt a ciga ny lakossa g, ilyen jelento s ara nyban 

Rakaca ra? Ha romszori ne pesse gcsere to rte nt a faluban: az 1700-as e vek eleje n 
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pestisja rva nyban majdnem teljesen kihaltak a magyarok, ekkor telepí tette k be 

helyu kre a ruszinokat. Nemcsak Rakaca ra volt ez jellemzo , hanem pe lda ul 

Irota ra is. Az Irota n e lo k ma is a 18. sza zadban beko lto zo  ruszinok 

lesza rmazottjainak mondja k magukat. (Fe nyes 1851) A ciga nyok a harmadik 

ne pesse gcsere kapcsa n foglalta k el az u resen maradt ha zakat ma r a huszadik 

sza zadban, s ez a bentlaka s olyan jo l sikeru lt, hogy o k tette k fenntarthato va , 

e lo ve  harmadja ra a ko zse get. 

„A keresztlevelekbo l e n azt derí tettem ki, hogy ne gy roma csala d volt 

elo szo r felfedezheto  Rakaca n, az 1800-as e vekben, tala n e ppen Ma ria Tere zia 

egykori rendelete nek ko szo nheto en, ma ra a telepu le s csaknem teljes ege sze ben 

ciga ny nemzetise gu , ennek is vallja k magukat. A monarchia ban nagyon 

ero szakos asszimila cio  volt megfigyelheto , ha romezer ciga ny gyermeket vettek 

el a csala dto l, e s pro ba lta k magyar csala dokhoz elhelyezni o ket, de a llí to lag 

nagyon kevesen maradtak e letben- mondta Balog Gyo zo ”. 

Jelenleg teha t 99 sza zale kban ciga nyok lakja k Rakaca t. To bbszo r is 

kí se rletet tettem, hogy tiszta zzam az ott e lo kkel, az interju alanyokkal, hogy nem 

zavarja-e o ket ha a ciga ny szo t mondom, de senki sem tiltakozott, szinte 

szinonimake nt haszna lja k magukra a roma kifejeze st is. Csaku gy mint a falu 

polga rmestere, vagy a go ro gkatolikus lelke sz, illetve az a tí ze ves fiu , aki szí vesen 

mutogatta tudoma nya t, a BuBi-s „ko lcso nvett” bringa val, amelyet csak egy 

ege szen ma s telepu le sen lehetne to lto re tenni, de eze rt ma ma r senki sem akar 

elutazni Budapestre, mint ahogy egye bke nt sem mennek innen szinte sehova .

A kutata s szempontja bo l le nyeges lehet, amit a lelke sz az elmu lt tí z e vben 

ko to tt ha zassa gokbo l leszu rt: megfigyelheto , hogy a roma csala dok egyma s 

ko zo tt ha zasodnak, e s ez nemcsak Rakaca ra jellemzo , hanem ma s telepu le sre is 

a csereha ti vide ken. „Eze rt van, hogy a csala don belu l a ge nek nem igaza n tudtak 

frissu lni. Nem ve letlen, hogy a go ro gkatolikus egyha zban az o to dik a gto l 

engedik meg a ha zassa got. Teha t erre borzaszto an figyelnek. Rakaca n azonban 

azt tapasztalom, hogy a gyermek apja nak e s az anyja nak a vezete kneve sokszor 

megegyezik, azaz o k ma sodik, harmadik unokatestve rek. Igen ez most is 

e rve nyes. Teha t sajnos nagyon belterjes ko zo sse gro l kell besze lnu nk.” 

A telepu le sen e lo k jelento s re sze egye bke nt re szt vesz a go ro gkatolikus lelki 

gyakorlatban, vagyis a falu dombja n a llo  templomot valo ban tekinthetju k a 

telepu le s egyik agora ja nak. A doktori fokozattal is rendelkezo  roma sza rmaza su  

lelke sz pedig e ppen a ko zvetlense ge vel e s ha romgyermekes csala dja val mutat 

pe lda t arra, hogy kitarta ssal, e s a helyi rossz beidegzo de sek felhagya sa val igenis 

lehet e rve nyesu lni e s elo re bb jutni. Felese ge egye bke nt a Ma ltai 

Szeretetszolga lat tanoda ja t vezeti, vagyis ko zo sen mutatnak pe lda t, 

emberse gbo l, helyta lla sbo l e s romasa gbo l.  
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A go ro gkatolikus templom a legmagasabb pontja n helyezkedik el 

Rakaca nak, ve delmi feladatot la tott el a vila gha boru ban, a lelke sz szerint. Van 

egy orosz ikonfeste si stí lusban ke szu lt utolso  vacsora az e pu let belso  tere ben, 

ami ha rom re szbo l a ll, ez Ro ma ban is ki volt a llí tva, a Pa pai Magyar 

Akade mia ban. Ke t golyo nyommal, vagyis a ha boru ban oda belo ttek a katona k. 

A templomkert e rdekesse ge pedig, hogy me g rengeteg fehe r u ro m no  az 

udvarban, a fu szerno ve nyt to bb gyo gypa rlatba is haszna lja k, mint pe lda ul a 

cseh Becherovka nak is az egyik í zesí to je. Megtudtam, hogy a gyu lekezet egyik 

tagja a rakacai pa linka ba a ztatta bele, etto l volt zo ld szí nu  e s a nizsos í ze.

Rakaca fiatalodo  falu. A 950 lelkes telepu le sro l 130-an ja rnak a ko zse g 

dombon le vo  iskola ja ba. A lakossa g csaknem fele nem ido sebb 35 e vne l – 

mutatja a statisztika t a ko zse g nemre g megva lasztott elso  embere Hoda k 

Sa ndor, aki amu gy Rakacaszenden e l, de van egy boltja is itt. Rakaca n egye bke nt 

sza zo tven me teren belu l ha rom vegyesbolt is tala lhato , az egyik mellett 

cigaretta t is a rusí tanak, vagyis teljes a kiszolga la s a mindennapi a rucikkekbo l. 

Amikor ott ja rtam, akkor a doha nybolt ajtaja ban nem is egy gyerek va rakozott 

egyma ssal ja tszva, hiszen az u zletbe nem mehetnek be, tartani kell a szaba lyt, 

miko zben a riado la ncon alighanem jo n az e rtesí te s, ha egy ismeretlen auto  

gurul be az „o sszevissza” falubeli aszfaltra 

Rakaca egye bke nt ke tse gkí vu l az egyik legszebb hely, ahol eddig ja rtam, 

ha rom patak e r egyma sba a telepu le s hata ra ban, hogy azta n a Rakaca patakban 

egyesu lve a ví zta rozo  fele  vigye k a vizet, meg ido nke nt a szemetet. Van itt egy 

felhagyott ma rva nyba nya, ahonnan sze p ko  lenne nyerheto , meg munkahelyet 

is adna, de a terme szeti ve dettse g felu lí rja a gazdasa gi e szszeru se get. 

Az iskola viszont nem igen hagy kí va nni valo t, nem patina s, de legala bb 

me rse kelten felu jí tott. Nem tartozik a pedago giai csu csmodellek ko ze , de 

minden helybeli dia k helyet kap benne, ez pedig az elo bb emlí tett 130 fo s 

kisiskola s ko zo sse get ne zve igen jo nak mondhato . 

Mi az oka, hogy ilyen sok gyermek szu letik itt? – tettem fel a ke rde st 

Budenecz Andrea iskolaigazgato nak. „Sok a fiatal pa r, pedig a ha tra nyos 

helyzetu  telepu le seken, mint Rakacaaz a jellemzo , hogy to bbse gben ido sebbek

lakja k, a fiatalok pedig a munkaleheto se g miatt tova bb a llnak. Innen a fiatalok 

nem is tudnak elmenni, meg, ha el is mennek, akkor valamie rt egy ido  uta n 

visszajo nnek. A gyerekek is u gy vannak, hogy nagyon fe lnek kimozdulni, 

tartanak az idegen helyto l. Most egy ma sfe l e ve, nagy-nagy ra besze le sekre 

sikeru lt ma r egy-egy kira ndula st u gy megszervezni, hogy tele volt a busz. 

Ta boroztatni me g mindig nem tudom o ket elvinni. A gyerekek szeretne nek 

kira ndulni, a szu lo k nagyon fe ltik o ket. E s az a baj ezzel, hogy a szu lo i fe lte s 

miatt a gyerek sem nyit a ku lvila g fele . Amikor ko ze piskola s lesz, rettenetesen 

megijed, e s egy he t uta n otthagyja az iskola t. Jellemzo en a nagyobbak egy-ke t 

he tig ja rnak ko ze piskola ba, e s uta na jo nnek vissza, e s lo gnak a levego ben.”

Mindehhez hozza  kell tenni, hogy a ko zo sse gi ko zlekede si ja ratainak 

gyakorisa ga mu lt sza zadinak tekintheto , ege sz napba telik, ha valaki az egyik 

ko zeli va rosba, vagy Miskolcra akar boltba, orvoshoz vagy e ppen ko ze piskola ba 

utazni. Ha egy szu lo  reggel elindul va sa rolni, akkor jo  esetben este re e r haza 

saja t kocsi ne lku l. A gyereke t nem tudja elvinni iskola ba e s nem e r oda e rte, 

amikor a napko zibo l kiengedik. A ha z elo tt a llo  auto kbo l mindo ssze annyit 

sza moltam, hogy elfe rt volna a ke t kezemen, gara zs sehol sincs, a ha zak kive tel 

ne lku l romosak, vagy fe lig lakottak. Ez uto bbi azt jelenti, hogy a beszakadt teto  

miatt ma r csak egy sufnit lehet laka snak hí vni. Hoda k polga rmester ele m tette 

a hivatali statisztika t, 288 ha za van Rakaca nak, ebbo l o t a ll u resen. E n ezt 

ke tse ggel fogadom, to bbszo r is ve gig se ta ltam a hosszu , majd egykilome teres 

faluban, e s az la tszott, hogy jo val to bb ha z van annyira romos a llapotban, hogy 

ma r a teto n is fa no .(Ka ra sz interju , 2024) 

A felu jí tott iskola azonban nemcsak eduka cio s ko zpont, hanem a 

legjelento sebb ko zo sse gi tere a telepu le snek. Gyerekek e s szu lo k, elso sorban 

anyuka k agora ja, ahol azonban csak nagyon apro  le pe sekben lehet a roma 

csala dok attitu djein mo dosí tani. A szu lo k a ma r elo bb emlí tett okok miatt is 

nehezen mozdulnak ki, nagyon keve s pe nzbo l e lnek, e s ba rmennyire is 

meglepo , de az a ve leme nyem, hogy emiatt a fizika korla t miatt egyszeru en nem 

ismerik a ko rnyezo  vila got. Az igazgato  no  szerint, amit o k a Facebookon, meg 

az interneten o ssze-vissza la tnak, az nem a valo sa g, mint amivel szeme lyesen 

tala lkozna nak, ha eljutnak Edele nybe vagy Miskolcra. Egye bke nt aze rt sem, 

mert nem e rzik magukat biztonsa gban. 
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„A szu lo k eze rt azta n fe ltik a gyereket is, e s ennek kapcsa n a gyerekben egy 

olyan attitu d alakul ki, amito l ugyanu gy nem fogja maga t biztonsa gban e rezni.

Az iskola adatai szerint van olyan 

elso s, aki kevesebb, mint o tven szo t haszna l. (Terestye ni 2006) Az o voda ro l csak 

annyit, hogy e vek o ta he be-ho ba van csak o vo no . U gy keru lnek be a nebulo k az 

a ltala nos iskola ba, hogy igaza bo l rendesen egy asztalhoz nem tudnak leu lni. 

(Tolcsvai Nagy 2020) „A ke pesse geiket tekintve sok a ha tra nyos helyzetu , 

oszta lyonke nt legala bb a csoport harminc sza zale ka. Ezzel egyu tt nagyon nehe z 

a szu lo ket ra besze lni, hogy valamit kellene csina lni, ha e szreveszem egy dia kon, 

hogy proble ma k vannak. O k ezt ro gto n azzal azonosí tja k, hogy u risten, akkor el 

fogja k vinni a gyereket Tornana daska ra, szo  szerint í gy mondja k, hogy a 

gyogyo s gyerekek ko ze . Ott van ugyanis a legko zelebbi kisegí to  iskola, nincs tu l 

jo  hí re, bentlaka sos, e s o k ezt nem akarja k. Se a szu lo k, se a gyerekek. Eze rt 
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azta n hia ba ke rek vizsga latot, ahhoz Edele nybe el kell menni. E s nem mennek 

el. Ke t e v alatt azt hiszem, ha rom vizsga latot sikeru lt elinte zni, e s ez ma r nagy 

eredme ny. „ 

A Rakaca n e lo k igen babona sak, annak ellene re, hogy a go ro g egyha zhoz is 

tartoznak, ezt a szu lo kto l hallottam az iskola-agora ban. Vonyí tott ege sz nap egy 

kutya az iskola ko ru l, e s akkor a ko rnye kbeli szu lo k e s a roma takarí to no  meg a 

gyerekek egyu tt ka nta lta k, hogy biztos halott lesz. O k hisznek ezekben a 

dolgokban e ppen eze rt ele gge  ra juk lehet ijeszteni, hogyha az ember valami 

butasa got mond. „Amikor a mu ltkor nagyon kiborí tottak – folytatta az 

igazgato no  – azt tala ltam mondani, hogy mindja rt meghalok miattatok, de 

megí ge rem, hogy visszajo vo k, e s itt foglak benneteket kí se rteni, na akkor 

mindegyik u gy u lt mint a kisangyal, nehogy a taní to  ne ni rosszul legyen, igen 

babona sak.” 

IV. Rakacai diagno zis 

Az emberek o nmagukat e s ma sokat leginka bb a ta rsadalmi diagno zisokon, 

vagy egyszeru bb mo don a ta rsadalmi diskurzusokon keresztu l tudja k a 

leghate konyabban felfedezni. A szimbo lumok egyik ko zvetí to  helye Rakaca n az 

iskola, ahol nemcsak a dia kok, hanem szinte e szreve tlen a szu lo k is kapnak az 

eduka cio bo l. A mead-i szimbolikus interakcionizmus alapja n tanulja k meg a 

ko ru lvevo  ta rsadalmat e rtelmezni: akkor tudunk valamit, ha azt meg tudjuk 

nevezni. (Griffin 2003) I gy azta n a szu lo i e rtekezleteken az egyma ssal 

besze lgeto  emberek ko zo sen szerkesztik saja t helyi, ta rsadalmi vila gukat. Az 

agora a ko zo sse g fizikai o sszeko to  helye: az embernek egy ko zo sse g tagja va  kell 

lenni, mielo tt a ma sok reakcio ja t tu kro zo  „engem” tudata kialakul s ez ma r 

szocia lpedago gia nak is tekintheto . Etto l me g a telepu le s igencsak terhelt, 

to bbek mellett a mege lhete si nehe zse gek miatt. Hoda k Sa ndor polga rmester az 

interju ban elmondta, hogy a 950 lelkes telepu le sro l, mindo ssze tí zen ja rnak el 

dolgozni, kora bban volt munka sokat sza llí to  busza a miskolci Bosch-nak, de 

megszu ntette k, ezzel az itteniek elo tt az a kapu is beza rult, mert busszal vagy 

vonattal nem lehet beja rni. A roma k gomba t, ko ke nyt, vagy bogyo t, 

gyo gyno ve nyeket is szoktak gyu jteni, jo n a felva sa rlo , a tveszi to lu k, ez a 

mege lhete su k. Meg ido nke nt a ko zmunka. A rakacai ta rsadalmi diagno zist egy 

besze lgete sben Baloghne  Beri Hilda, a Ma ltai Szeretetszolga lat tanoda ja nak 
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vezeto je rajzolta meg, a szakember a felza rko zo  telepu le sek program kerete ben 

dolgozik a faluban. Szerinte a dia kok to bbse ge miuta n elve gezte az a ltala nos 

iskola t, elindul ko ze piskola ba, de csak Szendro ig jut. A tapasztalat azonban az, 

hogy hia ba kapnak papí rt, szakma t, nem jutnak vele semmire, mert a tuda suk 

nem piacke pes. Baloghne  Beri Hilda szerint az o vodai felke szí te s nagyon 

hia nyzik Rakaca ro l. Nincs ha ziorvos e s gyermekorvos sem a faluban. Nincsenek 

ko zmu vek, ví z sincs a ha zakban, csak az utcai ko zkutakban. A ko bor kutya k 

miatt pedig a gyermekek nem mernek iskola ba ja rni. Az a bra n la thato , hogy 

nagyon nehe z egyu ttmu ko dni a szu lo kkel. A csala dok viselkede s minta i pedig 

finoman szo lva kí va nni valo t hagynak maguk uta n. (Baloghne  Beri Hilda interju ,

Ma r o nmaga ban ez is kurio zumnak sza mí thatna, hiszen az aktí v 

tagok sza ma nem sokkal kevesebb, mint a folyamatosan Barakonyban e lo k 

ne pesse ge. Az egyesu letek tagjai, e s mindenki ma s, aki szervezetileg nem 

kapcsolo dik a civil ko rho z azon munka lkodik, hogy tova bbviheto k legyenek a 

helyi ko ze leti e s kultura lis e rte kek, amelyek ma r csak egy-ke t to sgyo keres ott 

e lo  emle keiben le teznek. Szerencse re a kommunika cio t me g a napjainkban is 

dinamikus ko zo sse gi teve kenyse gnek tekinthetju k Tornabarakonyban. Ba r 

to lu nk kutato kto l az utolso  e lo  barakonyiak inka bb elza rko ztak, nem sikeru lt 

ra besze lni senkit az interju ra, a lako k viszont arro l sza moltak be, hogy 

folyamatos volt a pa rbesze d ko zo ttu k. (Fukuyama 2007) 

A ko to de si index kommunika cio s eleme n kí vu l azt is szeretne m kiderí teni, 

hogy le tezik-e munkahely ebben az apro  faluban, ahol ko zel s ta vol egyetlen ce g, 

inte zme ny nem telepu lt meg. A telepu le smegtarto  faktorok mellett a 

sza jmarketingnek is szerepet tulajdoní tok Tornabarakony e lete ben. Itt megy 

keresztu l az Orsza gos Ke ktu ra vonala, e s ennek ko szo nheto en sokan 

keresztu lgyalogolnak a ko zse gen. (Kiss 2013) A faluban ke szu lt interju kbo l 

kideru lt, hogy to bben is aze rt jo ttek vissza a telepu le sre, mert a „ke ku t” 

gyalogla s alatt szereztek itt nagyon jo  benyoma st a „za rko zott” faluro l. 

Emle kezethelyke nt is elemzem majd a harminc-o tven lelkes telepu le st, ahol 

mind mostana ig szo vegekben, ta rgyakban keru lnek elo  a ko zeli s ta voli mu lt 

to rte neti dokumentumai. A helyi e rte kek e s a telepu le s vitalita sa nak mego rze se 

a kí vu la llo  sza ma ra pe ldae rte ku .

Tornabarakony Miskolcto l mintegy hetven kilome terre e szakra tala lhato  

zsa ktelepu le s, a legko zelebbi falu innen Tornaszentandra s, ahova  azonban az 

orsza g egyik legrosszabb a llapotu  u tja vezet. A ka tyu kat szinte keru lni is 

lehetetlen, mert mire kie r a kere k a go do rbo l, a ma sik gumi ege szen biztosan 

centikre su llyed a ko vetkezo  lyukban. To bb sza z e vvel ezelo tt sem lehettek 

sokkal rosszabbak az itteni ko zlekede si felte telek. Saja t ka runkon tanultuk meg, 

- amikor hallgato i kutato csoporttal, az egyetemi busszal vettu k ce lba a csereha ti 

telepu le st - nem szabad a mu holdas naviga cio ban bí zni. A GPS felteheto en a 

gyala zatos makada mu t miatt Szalonna felo l egy fo ldutat mutatott volna, de az 

teljesen ja rhatatlan volt a sok eso  miatt.

(Fe nyes 1851) A to ro k du la s 

alatt Barakony az o sszes ko rnyezo  falu sorsa ra jutott: a lako i elmeneku ltek, vagy 

lekaszabolta k o ket. A 18. sza zadban a Gyulay csala d lett az ottani birtokos, 1720 

uta n az elne ptelenedett falut ruszin go ro gkatolikus jobba gyokkal ne pesí tette k 

u jra. Az 1851-es ne psza mla la skor Tornabarakonynak 385 lakosa volt.10A ruszin 

hagyoma nyok mindma ig a legero sebbek Barakonyban, olyannyira, hogy az 

o slako k uta n a betelepu lo k is elfogadja k, hia ba ma s valla s szerint 

keresztelkedtek: az interju kban kive tel ne lku l mindenki arro l besze l, hogy a 18. 

sza zadban e pu lt go ro gkatolikus templomban gyakorolja k a hitvalla sukat, 

kive tel ne lku l. 

Jenei Edit az elso k ko zo tt ne zte ki maga nak a csereha ti nyugalmat. „E ppen 

41 e ve jo ttem elo szo r ebbe a faluba. Nem volt itt se rokonom, se boldog o so m. 

Vagyis gyakorlatilag jo  40 e vvel ezelo tt kezdtek el beko lto zni innen, nagyobb 

telepu le sre az emberek, vagy e ppen mego regedtek, meghaltak, e s akkor 

fille reke rt lehetett itt egy ha zat venni. 1984-ben voltam itt elo szo r. Az

Jellemzo en Debrecen ko rnye ke ro l jo ttek s a 

hegyvide k miatt va lasztotta k a Csereha tot. O k akkor me g nem lettek a llando  

lakosok Tornabarakonyban. Ko ru lbelu l 2020 ko rnye ke n ez a genera cio  

u gymond kio regedett, eladta a ha za t vagy elhunyt. Ez vezetett az u du lo i ko ro n 
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belu l egy nemzede kva lta shoz. Mindmostana ig jellemzo , hogy sok debreceninek 

van ott ingatlana, Jenei Edit is a hajdu sa gi va rosbo l jo tt. A ma sodik ko rne l ma r 

a telepu le s rendezettse ge, hagyoma nyai, az elza rtsa ga sza mí tott, mondta az 

interju ban Szila gyi Miha ly polga rmester. „Mintha ma s vila gba cso ppenne az 

ember. Az elso  ko rne l csak megtetszett nekik, vettek egy jo  helyet, nagyon 

olcso n, ke sz. A ma sodik betelepu le sne l sokkal inka bb sza mí tott a tudatossa g. 

Nyilva n a befektete si szempontbo l is, nem ve letlenu l Tornabarakonyban ma

A helyiek szerint egy ve dekezo  mechanizmus mu ko dik 

mindenkine l, u gy ve lik, hogy ba rmilyen e rdeklo de s az u jsa gí ro k e s ba rmilyen 

kommunika cio s csatorna re sze ro l csak ka rukra volt eddig. ”Ezt mi nem 

szeretne nk, hogy ma sok tudja k, hogy ma hatan vannak a faluban, a ko rnyezo  

telepu le sek lako i miatt”, mondta Jenei Edit. „Ha o sszesza molom, 70-80 ember 

kapcsolo dik a faluhoz. Ebbo l 34-en megtehette k, hogy a llando  lakcí mu kke nt 

jelo lje k meg Tornabarakonyt. E n 2009 o ta itteni a llando  lakos vagyok, a 

debreceni laka som csak tarto zkoda si hely. Teha t mi kilenc fo ro l kezdtu nk, 

amikor annyira lecso kkent az eredeti barakonyiak sza ma, de most ma r mi 

vagyunk a barakonyiak.”

Az 

emle keze shez a csoport, ez esetben a falu, adja a keretet, eza ltal az emle keze s 

ira nyí tott, vagyis u jra e rtelmezi a helyi to rte nelmet. A kollektí v memo ria, az 

anekdotikus elemze s azokban a besze lgete sekben artikula lo dott, amelyeket a 

„lako knak” me g volt alkalmuk megejteniu k a to sgyo keres tornabarakonyiakkal, 
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í gy sikeru lt a tadni a mu lt szocia lis kerete t. Assman szerint a kultura lis 

emle kezet o sszekapcsolja a ta rsas-ta rsadalmi felfoga st a kultura lis tuda ssal. 

(Assman 2004) Tornabarakony esete ben megfigyelheto  az uta nzo gondolkoda s: 

a mindennapi cselekve seket (rí tusokat), a szoka sokat e s az erko lcso k nagy 

re sze t a mimetikus uta nza s alapja n o ro klik tova bb. Az elmu lt korokbo l 

fennmaradt ta rgyak pedig segí tenek emle kezni a ko zelmu lt helyi 

ta rsadalma nak szereplo ire. Amikor o vakodnak a nem bara tsa gos 

betelepu lo kto l, e ppen atto l tartanak, hogy az elo bb emlí tett rí tusok a felede sbe 

meru lnek, azokna l, akik nem tudnak kapcsolo dni a ve dett, valo s vagy csak a 

gondolati mezo ben le trejo vo  emle kezethelyekhez. 

Az a ha z, amelyben ma Jenei Edit lakik, ma r e vtizedekkel ezelo tt felkeltette a 

szentendrei skanzen ne prajzkutato inak figyelme t. A ne pi e pí te szeti e rte kekkel 

foglalkozo  szakemberek fel is me rte k, szerette k volna u jra e pí teni a szabadte ri 

mu zeumban. „A ve ge az lett, hogy e n mentettem meg, vagyis megvettem e s 

felu jí tottam”, mutat ko rbe a konyha ban Jenei Edit, mert e ppen ott besze lgetu nk. 

„Az ege sz faluban kilenc helyi ve dett e pu letu nk van, meg egy mu emle k e pu let. 

Ezeknek a ha zaknak az autentikus felu jí ta sa n dolgozunk: pro ba ljuk ma sokkal is 

elfogadtatni, hogy kevesebb cementet e s to bb terme szetes anyagot 

haszna ljanak, mert ezek a ha zak csak akkor szuszognak, le legeznek, hogyha 

cementes dolgokkal nem za rjuk le a levego ju ket. Szo val í gy keru ltem ide”. 

Jenei Edit ha za t perkupai mesterek e pí tette k, e s ez egy u gynevezett 

amerika s ha z. A huszadik sza zad fordulo ja n a barakonyiak ko zu l to bben 

Kanada ba meg Amerika ba mentek dolgozni. Lehu ztak o t e vet, eszu kben sem 

volt ottmaradni, hanem hazajo ttek, ha zat e pí tettek. Volt pe nzu k bo ven, eze rt 

tudtak nagy belteru , az itteni re gi e pu letekne l jo val nagyobb ha zat e pí teni. 

„U gyhogy ez a ha z az egyik legnagyobb gazda e  volt. Arro l lehet tudni, hogy 

perkupai mesterek e pí tette k, mert ott vannak ehhez hasonlo an sze p ha zak. 

Honnan a to rte netí ra s, honnan tudja erro l a ha zro l is, hogy ezt ki e pí tette, ki 

voltak a mesterek?-ke rdeztem a ha z tulajdonosa to l.

Szisztematikusan o sszegyu jto ttem a 2024. e vi o nkorma nyzati va laszta si eredme nyeket, 
valamint megvizsga ltam azt is, hogy a pa rtok va rmegyei lista i hogyan szerepeltek az 
egyes telepu le seken. 
Ezt ko veto en elso sorban mo dszertani ke rde sekkel foglalkoztam. Hogyan lehet

A politikai struktu ra elte re seinek ko szo nheto en a nagyobb telepu le seken a 

ne pke pviseleti rendszer sokszí nu bb, orsza gos pa rtok domina lnak. Kis 

telepu le seken a fu ggetlen jelo ltek gyakran nagyobb ese llyel indulnak e s 

nyernek. 

A re szve teli ara nyok elte re sei miatt a kistelepu le seken a va laszto k 

aktí vabbak lehetnek, mivel a jelo ltek ismertek sza mukra, í gy szeme lyesebb 

elko telezo de s alakulhat ki.

A re szve teli 

demokra cia laborato riumake nt a kisebb telepu le sek demokratikus folyamatai 

gyakran elte rnek az orsza gos politikai logika to l. A szeme lyes ismertse g, csala di 

kapcsolatok, helyi ta rsadalmi ha lo k jelento sen befolya solja k a va laszto i 

do nte seket. A politikai kultu ra tu kreke nt a helyi va laszta sok megmutatja k, 

mennyire mu ko dik a bizalom, a ko zo sse gi re szve tel, a politikai e rdeklo de s e s az 

a llampolga ri aktivita s a he tko znapokban — olyan tendencia kat ta rva fel, 

amelyeket orsza gos szinten sokszor nem la tunk. 

A kistelepu le sek ku lo no sen e rze keny terepei a demokratikus mu ko de snek, 

hiszen a politikai szereplo k e s a va laszto k ko zo tti ta volsa g gyakorlatilag eltu nik. 

Ez magyara zza, hogy a telepu le sme ret ku lo no sen fontos elemze si va ltozo . A 

telepu le sme ret az egyik legstabilabb ha tte rte nyezo  a politikai re szve tel e s 
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preferencia k alakula sa ban. Kutata sok szerint mine l kisebb a telepu le s, anna l 

magasabb a szeme lyes ismeretse gi fok; anna l keve sbe  jelennek meg orsza gos 

pa rtlogika k; anna l nagyobb hata sa van a loka lis u gyeknek e s anna l magasabb a 

re szve tel, mivel a va laszta si te t ko zvetlenebb. 

A nagyobb telepu le sek ezzel szemben heteroge nebb ta rsadalmi 

o sszete telu ek, ero sebben kapcsolo dnak az orsza gos pa rtrendszerhez e s 

jellemzo en alacsonyabb mobiliza cio val mu ko dnek. Ez a telepu le sme ret-alapu  

elte re s ma r o nmaga ban megnehezí ti a kvantitatí v o sszehasonlí ta st, e s 

indokoltta  teszi az a ltalunk le trehozott mutato kat (aktivita si mutato , re szve teli 

ra ta). A va laszta si magatarta st jelento sen meghata rozza a helyi politikai 

kultu ra: a bizalmi szint az inte zme nyekben e s a vezete sben, a ko zo sse gi 

aktivita s (civil szervezetek, egyha zak, hagyoma nyo rzo  csoportok), a 

konfliktuskezele si stí lus (nyí lt verseny vagy konszenzusos mu ko de s), valamint 

a to rte neti minta zatok (hosszu  ideje regna lo  polga rmester, dinasztikus 

hatalomgyakorla s, rendszeres versenyhelyzet stb.). A ta rsadalmi to ke nagyobb 

me rte ke magasabb re szve tellel, a ko zo sse ghez valo  ko to de ssel ja r egyu tt – ez a 

kistelepu le seken rendkí vu l releva ns. 

A re szve teli ara nyok elemze se alapja n ha rom csoport ku lo ní theto  el. A 

legmagasabb re szve teli ara nyt Szendro la d e rte el, ahol a va laszto k to bb mint 

74%-a jelent meg az urna kna l. Ez kiemelkedo en magas e rte k, amely egy ero sen 

ko zo sse gorienta lt telepu le s ke pe t mutatja. A magas re szve tel mo go tt ero s 

szeme lyes mozgo sí ta s a llhat, valamint az, hogy a telepu le s ko ze lete ben minden 

jelo lt sza ma ra nagy a te t. 

A ma sik ve gletet Boldva ke pviseli, ahol a re szve tel alig haladta meg az 55%-

ot. Ez arra utal, hogy a telepu le sen alacsonyabb a politikai aktivita s, vagy a 

va laszto k keve sbe  motiva ltak a re szve telben. Ennek oka lehet a jelo ltek ko zo tti 

korla tozott verseny, a ko ze leti bizalom cso kkene se vagy a telepu le s saja tos 

ta rsadalmi struktu ra ja. 

A jelo ltek sza ma nak vizsga lata tova bbi fontos ko vetkeztete sekre ad 

leheto se get. A 37 egye ni lista s jelo lt Szendro la don rendkí vu l magas sza mnak 

tekintheto . Ez arra utal, hogy a telepu le s politikai e lete ero sen fragmenta lt, 

sokfe le e rdekcsoport pro ba l meg jelen lenni a do nte shozatalban. Ezzel szemben 

Boldva vagy Borsodszira k esete ben a jelo ltek sza ma le nyegesen alacsonyabb, 

ami a helyi elit stabilita sa ra utal. 
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A va rmegyei lista s eredme nyek elemze se ra mutat arra, hogy a 

telepu le sme ret e s a pa rtpreferencia k ko zo tt szoros o sszefu gge s figyelheto  meg. 

A kisebb telepu le seken a ltala ban magasabb a korma nypa rti ta mogatottsa g, mí g 

a nagyobb telepu le seken megjelennek az ellenze ki pa rtok ero sebb pozí cio i is. 

Szendro la don a Fidesz-KDNP 89%-os eredme nye orsza gosan is kiemelkedo . 

A kutata s eredme nyei alapja n egye rtelmu , hogy a telepu le sme ret e s a 

politikai verseny szerkezete ko zo tt szoros o sszefu gge s a ll fenn. A kisebb 

telepu le seken a szeme lyes kapcsolatok domina lnak, a politika sokkal inka bb az 

emberek ko zo tti ko zvetlen interakcio kra e pu l. A nagyobb telepu le seken ma r 

megjelennek a pa rtlogika elemei, a va laszto k do nte seiben nagyobb szerepet 

kap az ideolo giai hovatartoza s. 

A helyi politikai kultu ra vizsga lata azt mutatja, hogy a va laszto k elso sorban 

olyan jelo lteket ta mogatnak, akiket jo l ismernek, e s akikro l u gy ve lik, hogy 

ke pesek hate konyan ke pviselni a telepu le s e rdekeit. A pa rtpolitikai ko to de s 

csak ma sodlagos szerepet ja tszik, ami a kistelepu le sek politikai e lete nek egyik 

alapveto  jellemzo je. 

A tova bbi kutata sok sza ma ra e rdemes lenne interju kat ke szí teni a helyi 

politikai szereplo kkel, re szletesen felta rni a telepu le sek ta rsadalmi ha lo zatait, 

valamint vizsga lni a hosszu  ta vu  va laszta si trendeket (2014–2019–2024). Ez 

leheto se get adna arra, hogy me g me lyebben mege rtsu k a helyi politikai 

mu ko de s saja tossa gait.

Nincs buszjárat. … akkor 7 óra 30-kor van egy óvodás 

gyerek, Szalonnára elviszem (a falubusszal), ott van az óvoda Szalonnán, … utána 

visszajövök ide.” (falugondnok) 

 

Az o regede s tipikus proble ma it í gy o sszegezi a vele ke szu lt interju ban a 

falugondnok: 

„És négy-öt embernek, aki nem tudja magát ellátni, hanem kihozom az 

ebédet, közben, hogyha valakinek kell beutaló, vagy közben még gyógyszert kell 

íratni, akkor még Szalonnán bemegyek az orvosi rendelőbe, mert szalonnán meg 

hétfő, meg szerdán van gyógyszertár hétfőn délelőtt, csütörtökön meg délután. És 

akkor, hogyha még valakinek valami gyógyszer hiányzik hirtelen, akkor 

bemegyek az orvosi rendelőbe, felteszik a felhőbe, és még akkor ki tudom váltani 

neki Szalonnán 10-től 12-ig - az ebédszállítás közben. Meg hogyha valami gond 

van, be kell menni az önkormányzathoz, akkor megint bemegyek a papírokkal, 

mert itt már nincsen ügyintéző, mert Szalonnán van az ügyintéző, és ilyen 

nyomtatványokat, hogyha be kell vinni, akkor azt beviszem, és akkor leadom.” 

(falugondnok)

„Az önkormányzatnál vannak közmunkások, de már ehhez is nagyon nehéz 

keresni öt embert is, falubelit, mert szóval hát igazából rájöttek az emberek, hogy 

azért kevés ez a megélhetéshez. Ez csak egy szükségállapot, ebből igazából 

megélni nem nagyon lehet. … 

Úgyhogy a polgármester úrnak, ő neki vannak itt még ilyen munkahelyei. Ő 

tud igazából munkahelyet adni. A lakosság egy része ott is dolgozik, ott a Kőbánya 

nekünk, meg ő folytatja az állami gazdaságot, ő teheneket, meg ilyeneket tart. 

Még az a szerencsénk igazából, hogy ő legalább tudatosan akar munkát 

biztosítani.” (polga rmester helyettes)

Lieb Ferenc ezeket az emblémákat az olasz származású Vánossi Antal 

Idea Sapientis című könyvéből merítette. Ebben a könyvben a szerző az emberi 

élet legfontosabb törvényszerűségeit fejtette ki három kategóriában: etika, 

politika, valamint ökonómia, ami a családi életet jelentette. Lieb főként a 

könyv politikai részéből festett a megrendelők, azaz Forgách Ludmilla és gróf 

Eszterházy István kérésére.

Gyukits, 2023, Gyukits, 2024), 

Szendro n la thato  iskolato rte neti kia llí ta s, torna sport mu zeum, ke kfesto  

mu zeum, e s az Amerika s ha zban az Amerika ba kiva ndoroltak e lete vel 

ismerkedhetu nk meg (lsd. Osva th, 2025), nemre g nyitotta meg kapuja t a 

Ba nya szati Bemutato  Ko zpont. A Balajtiak Hagyoma nyo rzo  Egyesu lete 

le trehozott egy ta jha zat, gyu jti, o rzi, a polja Balajt emle keit, a honlapjukon

(pl. Damakon, lsd.: Rada, 2023) vagy betlehemeze s szoka sa, de ez uto bbi 

gyakran nem tradiciona lis forma ban (hanem pl. tanoda s gyerekek elo ada sa 

kerete ben). U j „hagyoma nyok” teremto dnek ne hol, legala bbis a helyiek akke nt 

e lik meg az e vente legala bb egyszer megrendeze sre keru lo  falunapokat, illetve 

sok helyen szerveznek „ido so k napja t”, ahol megvende gelik a falu ido s lako it, 

illetve kis mu sort adnak elo  sza mukra.  

A derenki gora lok esete is arra pe lda, hogy lehet mesterse gesen identita s 

ke pzo , „mitikus hagyoma nyt” teremteni. A derenki gora lokat, miuta n ke tsza z 

e ven keresztu l za rt ko zo sse gke nt e ltek, a ke t vila gha boru  ko zo tt a tko to ztette k 

ma s telepu le sekre, ahol jo veve ny kisebbse get alkottak. Az elko vetkezendo  

e vtizedekben a volt derenkiek tartotta k egyma ssal a kapcsolatot a „derenkise g” 

jegye ben, a ma r u res telepu le st emle khellye , zara ndok hellye  tette k, saja t 

to rte neti tudatuk ko zponti eleme ve , amit leheto se g szerint minden 

lesza rmazo nak ismernie kell.

A helyi va llalkoza sok a kisebb telepu le seken leginka bb a mezo gazdasa ghoz 

ko to dnek, esetleg e pí to iparhoz, illetve egy-ke t telepu le s esete ben a 

vende gla ta shoz e s turizmushoz (Irota, Abod, kora bban Szaka csi), a nagyobb 

telepu le seken szolga ltata sok, e lelmiszer- e s ko nnyu ipari va llalkoza sok is 

tala lhato k. (Szendro  e s Hernda ve cse szinte n ero s sza lla shelyek tekintete ben.) 

Ne mely kis telepu le sen sok bejegyzett va llalkoza s mu ko dik (Abod, 

Borsodszira k, Kereszte te, Litka), de egy fo re eso  sza muk to bbnyire jo val a 

megyei a tlag alatt van (Encsen a megyei a tlagnak megfelelo ). A te rse g 

va llalkoza sai olykor kiemelkedo  mino se get hoznak le tre, í gy pe lda ul a 

Sa ppusztai Pa linkafo zo  (Damak) 2018-ban e s 2019-ben is az e v legjobb 

pa linka ja dí jat nyerte el (Rada, 2021), az encsi Anyuka m mondta e tterem pedig 

2022-ben e s 2023-ban is Michelin csillagot kapott. 
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A te rse g -jellemzo en mezo gazdasa gra e pu lo - ko zfoglalkoztata si programjai 

ko zu l is vannak jobban mu ko do k e s vannak helyek, ahol szinte semmilyen 

e rte ktermele s nem zajlik. A la dbesnyo i polga rmesternek igaza van, amikor 

elmondja, hogy „van ahol nem mu ko dik semmi, van, ahol semmivel nem 

foglalkoznak. De, ahol mu ko dik, az mindig egy olyan jellegu , ezt e n 

megfigyeltem, amihez a polga rmester egy kicsit konyí t.” (Gyukits, 2024, 87.) 

To bb vada szta rsasa g mu ko dik a Csereha ton, sok ember hobbija a vada szat, 

illetve egyes helyeken turisztikai vonzero t ke pez, de van, ahol csak helyiek a 

vada szta rsasa g tagjai, e s ce ljuk re szben a vadak korda ban tarta sa, mivel 

tetemes tud lenni a mezo gazdasa gi vadka r. 

Az ege sz te rse gre jellemzo , hogy sokfe le gomba szedheto , az emberek 

ismerik e s szedik is o ket.  

A helyi tudás fejlődésére, terjedésére a te rse gben jo  pe lda t jelentenek a 

ku lo nbo zo  ta rsadalmi felza rko ztata st (is) szolga lo  mezo gazdasa gi ta rgyu  

pa lya zatok (eleinte szocia lis fo ldprogramok, ke so bb ko zfoglalkoztata si 

programok), melyek kerete ben a re szvevo k sok ismeretet e s gyakorlatot 

szereztek elso sorban no ve nytermeszte sben, de ne hol a llattenye szte sben is. 

Ezekkel sikeru lt valamelyest visszafordí tani a fo ldto l valo  elta voloda st, mely 

elso sorban annak volt ko vetkezme nye, hogy a falusi lakossa g jelento s re sze 

gya rakba, ba nya kba ja rt dolgozni, í gy kertje t, fo ldje t nem mu velte ma r.  

A helyi va llalkoza sok legto bbszo r megle vo  helyi tuda sra, ero forra sra 

e pu lnek-, de akad pe lda ra , hogy a va llalkoza shoz szu kse ges tuda sra tanula ssal 

tesznek szert, illetve a tuda s terjed. I gy pe lda ul a herna dve csei krizante mos 

va llalkozo t (lsd. bo vebben: Havasi, 2021) a vide k egy ma sik krizante m 

termelo je „okosí totta ki”, illetve o nmaga t ke pezte, majd tuda sa t maga is 

tova bbadta egy u jabb (selyebi) kí se rletezo nek. A la dbesenyo i me he szet is u gy 

honosodott meg, hogy me he szettel ma r foglalkozo  „mentor” segí tette a 

kí se rletezo  polga rmestert a teve kenyse ge ben. (Gyukits, 2024)  

Annak oka, ha nem használják a helyi tudást, sokfe le lehet. 

Az egyik alapveto  proble ma, ha (ma r) nem piacke pes a terme k, amit a helyi 

tuda s segí tse ge vel elo a llí tanak, vagy lehet, hogy piacke pes, de nem tudja k 

piacra vinni, az ahhoz szu kse ges infrastruktu ra e s skillek is hia nyoznak. Ez 

to rte nt pe lda ul a fulo ke rcsi roma asszonyok a ltal szo vo tt szo nyegekkel. Itt 
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projekt kerete ben va sa roltak szo vo sze keket e s ne ha ny no  megtanult szo ni. 

To bb ehhez hasonlo , í ge retes projekt fulladt ve gu l kudarcba a te rse gben. 

Elo fordul, hogy egyszeru en lustasa g a ll a ha tte rben, motiva cio  hia nya, ne ha 

kifoga sokkal, olykor ane lku l. I gy pe lda ul tala lkoztunk olyan esettel, hogy az 

auto szerelo  ve gzettse gu  fe rfi maga nak e pí tett egy auto t, de azon kí vu l nem 

foglalkozik szakma ja val, szocia lis sege lyen e l; a vesszo fono  nem ke szí t ma r 

semmit, mondva n nincs hozza  alapanyaga (ami a falu ko zele ben egye bke nt 

fellelheto ). 

Hagyoma nyos mesterse gek eltu nnek, ha nem hagyoma nyozo dik a t a tuda s. 

Ennek ha ttere ben persze olykor az a ll, hogy nincs szu kse g az adott 

terme ktí pusra, de pe lda ul a herna dve csei tekno va jo  e s fafarago  csala dja 

esete ben az ok az volt, hogy senkit nem e rdekelt a csala dban e teve kenyse g 

(tala n tehetse ge sem volt hozza ).  

A mezo gazdasa gi teve kenyse gek kapcsa n az tapasztalhato , hogy a kora bban 

zo ldse g-e s gyu mo lcstermeszto  vide ken a tte rtek a nagyu zemi mezo gazdasa gra, 

ami egyszeru bb e s a szaba lyoza si-ta mogata si, illetve ta rsadalmi ko rnyezetben 

jobban is mege ri (fo ldalapu  ta mogata sok rendszere, ge pesí tettse g foka, 

megfelelo  munkaero  hia nya). 

A helyi ciga nyzene szek to rte nete t nem lehet egyszeru en beilleszteni a fent 

emlí tett helyi tuda s katego ria kba, mert mindegyikre szolga ltatnak pe lda t. A 

megye ben hagyoma nyosan sok zene sz romungro  csala d e lt, melyekben apa ro l 

fiu ra hagyoma nyozo dott a zenei tuda s. A szocialista ido kben me g sokaknak 

adott mege lhete st a zene le s, egyre szt e ttermekben muzsika ltak, ma sre szt 

lakodalmakon. Ekkoriban ma r sok gyerek zeneiskola ba is ja rt, e s vizsga t tett- 

mivel szu kse ges volt az e ttermi zene le shez. Megalakult a Rajko  zenekar, a 100 

tagu  ciga nyzenekar. Csereha ti interju alanyaink elmonda sa szerint ez uto bbiban 

sokan a te rse gbo l sza rmaznak. A zenei í zle s e s zenehallgata si szoka sok 

va ltoza sa val egyre kisebb ige ny lett a klasszikus ciga ny zene re, ma ra a 

megye ben ke t ilyen zenekar van, a miskolci e s a herna dve csei. Temete seken e s 

lakodalmakon muzsika lnak leginka bb, falunapokon, alkalmanke nt 

sza lloda kban, e ttermekben, de mege lni a zene le sbo l ma r nem tudnak. 

Megjelentek mellettu k ugyanakkor a tradiciona lis, „kanna s” zene t ja tszo  

zenekarok, melyek olykor szintetiza torral ege szí tik ki a zenei hangza svila gukat. 

Felle pe seikbo l sza rmazo  jo vedelmeik szinte n keresetkiege szí te sre elegendo ek. 
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A harmadik tí pust adja k a fu zio s zene t ja tszo  forma cio k, melyek gyakran o tvo zik 

a jazzt, lakodalmast, roma n e s klezmer zene t, illetve ja tszanak ba rmit, amit a 

ko zo nse g ke r. Sok ku lfo ldi felle pe sre is leheto se ge van annak, aki bí rja. A zene sz 

csala dok to rte nete t olykor bea rnye kolja k auto balesetek e s alkoholizmus 

(ku lo no sen, ha olyan e tteremben ja tszanak a llando an, ahol a vende gek itatja k 

is a zene szeket). A zene sz csala dok u j genera cio i jellemzo en ma r vagy csak saja t 

o ro mu kre zene lgetnek, vagy maga ntana rt fogadnak hozza juk, ha tudnak; e s a 

gyerekek elo szo r a miskolci Barto kba (Zenemu ve szeti szakgimna zium) mennek 

tanulni, majd Budapestre a Zeneakade mia ra, ne ha nyan a Sne tberger Zenei 

Tehetse g Ko zpontba. A zene nem csak mege lhete si forra ske nt e s szabadido s 

teve kenyse gke nt lehet fontos, hanem pedago gia eszko z, sokre tu en fejleszti a 

zenetanulo  gyerekeket. E pp eze rt ne ha ny tanoda is pro ba lkozott zenei 

nevele ssel, eleinte sikerrel, de sajnos az a tapasztalat, hogy a gyerekek 

ke pesse gei, viselkede se, hozza a lla sa egyre keve sbe  teszi ezt leheto ve . A

III. Helyi tudás a kérdőíves kutatásunk 
eredményeinek tükrében

leke rdeztu k ugyanazt a ke rdo í vet, melynek egy szekcio ja a tuda s ko re  e pu lt fel. 

A telepu le sme retto l fu ggo en egy-egy telepu le sen 20-100 embert ke rdeztu nk 

meg, to rekedve arra, hogy sokfe le embert szo lí tsunk meg. Az elso  e vben me g 

korra, nemre e s iskolai ve gzettse gre reprezentatí v minta kialakí ta sa t ce loztuk 

meg, azonban ez ma r akkor sem sikeru lt, ke so bb nem is pro ba lkoztunk ezzel. A 

helyi tuda s kapcsa n kí va ncsiak voltunk arra, hogy mennyire e rtenek az 

emberek ku lo nbo zo  teve kenyse gekhez. Az 1.sz. ta bla zatban iskolai ve gzettse g 

szerinti bonta sban tu ntettu k fel, hogy a va laszado k ha ny sza zale ka e rzi azt, 

hogy egy adott teve kenyse ghez jo l e rt (5-o s ska la n 4-es vagy 5-o s oszta lyzatot 

adott). Szinte valamennyi teve kenyse gtí pusna l egy iskolai ve gzettse g szerinti 

lejto t figyelhetu nk meg, azaz magasabb iskolai ve gzettse g nagyobb ja rtassa got 
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jelentett a ku lo nbo zo  tuda steru letek esete ben. Egyetlen kive tel ez alo l az 

a llattarta s e s no ve nytermeszte s ke rde sko re volt, de ez uto bbi esete n is magas 

ara nyban e rzik magukat kompetensnek a felso foku  ve gzettse gu ek. Szembeo tlo  

azonban, hogy bizonyos teve kenyse gekhez me g a felso foku  ve gzettse gu eknek is 

csak egy kis ha nyada e rt, í gy a va llalkoza s vagy civil szervezet mu ko dtete se hez, 

bank- e s pe nzu gyekhez, illetve az idegen nyelvekhez.

Ra ke rdeztu nk hagyoma nyos ke tkezi teve kenyse gek ismerete re is, illetve, 

hogy azokat az e rintett mikor e s kito l tanulta. Legto bben varrni tudnak (42%), 

illetve hí mezni (31%), famegmunka la shoz a ke rdezettek 18%-a e rt (igaz, van, 

aki a fahasogata st e rtette ez alatt), fe mmegmunka la shoz e s textilfeldolgoza shoz 

a va laszado k 10-10%-a, sza lasanyagfeldolgoza shoz 5%. Vesszo feldolgoza st 3% 
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emlí tett, fazekassa got, agyagmegmunka la st 2%. Szinte minden teve kenyse get 

gyermekke nt a csala dban saja tí tottak el az emberek, a varra st e s hí mze st me g 

jelento sebb ara nyban az iskola ban is. 

Ke rdo í vu nkben nyí lt ke rde st tettu nk fel arra vonatkozo an, hogy mi ma shoz 

e rt me g a va laszado  az emlí tetteken kí vu l, illetve megke rdeztu k azt is, hogy mi 

a hobbija. Ez uto bbibo l szinte n ko vetkeztethetu nk ismeretekre, helyi tuda sra. 

Leggyakrabban a me g meglevo  vagy u jonnan tanult no ve nytermeszte si e s 

a llattarta si ismereteket emlí tette k (ko ztu k pe lda ul lo tarta st, me he szetet), 

illetve a horga szatot, vada szatot. E ke t uto bbi hobbi e s jo vedelemkiege szí te s 

egyszerre, hiszen a ltala hu s keru l az asztalra a csala dban. A vada szatot szinte 

csak nem ciga ny va laszado k emlí tette k, a horga sza s a ltala nosabb szenvede ly. 

Sokan a su te s-fo ze s-befo ze s ha ztarta si teve kenyse geire utaltak, e s gyakori volt, 

hogy szakma jukhoz kapcsolo do  tuda sokat emlegettek (szobafeste s, 

ko mu vesse g, ka rpitoza s). Hagyoma nyos tuda s emlí te se re egy-egy pe lda volt 

(va lyogvete s, hangszerjaví ta s, lo patkola s). Nagy gyakorisa ggal fordult elo  a 

szabadido s teve kenyse gek ko zo tt a szerele s, barka csola s, auto szerele s e s 

ke zmu ves teve kenyse gek (gyertya o nte s, u vegfeste s, nyakla nc ke szí te se, 

kosa rfona s, vira gko te szet). Sportteve kenyse gke nt a foci e s a kere kpa roza s 

meru lt fel nagyobb sza mban, de csak bizonyos telepu le seken. Ezeken kí vu l a 

zenei vila ghoz kapcsolo do  tuda sok nyertek emlí te st: zene le s, ta ncola s, rap, 

ne pta nc, ne pdal. Sza mí ta stechnikai e s elektronikus eszko zo k javí tgata sa nak 

ismerete re is volt -nem tu l sok- pe lda. 

Arra is kí va ncsiak voltunk, hogy mit szeretne nek megtanulni az emberek. 

O sszesse ge ben az egyes telepu le seken a ke rdezettek 30-40%-a emlí tett 

valamit, amit szeretne megtanulni, amit ugyan jo  jelnek tekintu nk, de 

felteheto en ezek a gondolatok a legto bb esetben csak gondolatok maradnak.

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elhangzott: pszicholo gia, bora szat, csere pka lyha ke szí te s, bizonyos ke zmu ves 

teve kenyse gek, Biblia megismere se, to zsde ze s, vadgazda lkoda s.

Elme leti kerete t a 
szocia lis-e rzelmi tanula s (Social and Emotional Learning – SEL) nemzetko zi kutata sai 
(CASEL, 2020; Elias et al., 1997) adja k, amelyek igazolja k e ke szse gek jelento se ge t az 
iskolai sikeresse g e s a menta lis jo lle t szempontja bo l. A vizsga lt iskola kban az e rzelmi 
nevele st reggeli e rzelemjelzo  rutinokkal, az ese lyteremte s differencia lt feladatada ssal e s 
e letko zeli projektekkel, mí g az o na llo sa g fejleszte se ce lkitu zo , proble mamegoldo  e s 
felelo sse gva llala st o szto nzo  gyakorlatokkal aja nlott megvalo sí tani.

I. Bevezete s 

A szocia lis-e rzelmi tanula s (Social and Emotional Learning – SEL) az uto bbi 

e vekben vila gszerte egyre nagyobb figyelmet kap az oktata sban, mivel 

kutata sok bizonyí tja k, hogy az e rzelmi intelligencia, az o nszaba lyoza s e s a 

ta rsas ke szse gek fejleszte se jelento s hata ssal van a tanulma nyi eredme nyekre, 

a pa lyava laszta sra e s a ke so bbi e letmino se gre (CASEL, 2020; RAND Corp., 

2023). Tomlinson (2014) hangsu lyozza, hogy a differencia lt oktata s e s a tanulo i 

o na llo sa g ta mogata sa ku lo no sen fontos a ha tra nyos helyzetu  csoportokna l, 

mivel ezzel cso kkentheto  az iskolai lemarada s e s no velheto  az ese lyegyenlo se g. 

E megko zelí te sek hosszu  ta von nemcsak az egye ni tanulma nyi sikerekhez 
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ja rulnak hozza , hanem elo segí tik a ta rsadalmi beilleszkede st, ero sí tik a 

ko zo sse gi kohe zio t, e s hozza ja rulnak egy igazsa gosabb, befogado bb oktata si 

rendszer kialakí ta sa hoz. 

A nemzetko zi szakirodalom (Elias et al., 1997; OECD, 2019) szerint a 

szocia lis-e rzelmi tanula s e s az ese lyteremte s integra la sa az iskolai gyakorlatba 

nem csupa n tanula si elo nyo ket hoz, hanem hozza ja rul a dia kok menta lis 

jo lle te hez e s ta rsadalmi beilleszkede se hez is. Ku lo no sen igaz ez olyan 

te rse gekben, ahol a tanulo k szociokultura lis ha tra nyokkal ku zdenek, e s az 

iskola szerepe messze tu lmutat a tananyag ko zvetí te se n. A tapasztalatok azt 

mutatja k, hogy a ce lzott e rzelmi nevele si programok, a helyi ko zo sse g bevona sa 

e s a tanulo k aktí v re szve tele re e pí to  mo dszerek jelento sen no velik a motiva cio t 

e s az iskola hoz valo  ko to de st. E ha rom te nyezo  – e rzelmi nevele s, ese lyteremte s 

e s o na llo sa gra nevele s – o sszehangolt alkalmaza sa í gy hosszu  ta von 

cso kkentheti a lemorzsolo da st e s no velheti a ta rsadalmi mobilita st. 

A ha rom vizsga lt borsodi a ltala nos iskola (ahol a ha tra nyos helyzetu  

tanulo k ara nya 60 e s 95 ko zo tt mozog) tanulo inak nagy re sze roma sza rmaza su  

e s ha tra nyos helyzetu . Sza mukra az iskola nem csupa n a tanula s szí ntere, 

hanem fontos biztonsa gos ko zeg, ahol figyelmet, ta mogata st e s fejlo de si 

leheto se geket kapnak. Az inte zme nyek ce lja, hogy a szocia lis-e rzelmi ke szse gek 

fejleszte se, az ese lyteremto  pedago giai gyakorlatok e s az o na llo sa gra nevele s 

egyma st ero sí tve jelenjenek meg a mindennapi taní ta sban. 

II. Elme leti ha tte r 

A szocia lis-e rzelmi nevele s (Social and Emotional Learning – SEL) olyan 

komplex pedago giai folyamat, amely az o nismeret, az o nszaba lyoza s, a szocia lis 

tudatossa g, a kapcsolatteremte s e s a felelo s do nte shozatal ke szse geit fejleszti 

(CASEL, 2020). A szocia lis-e rzelmi nevele s nemcsak a tanulma nyi eredme nyek 

javí ta sa ban ja tszik kulcsszerepet, hanem a tanulo k menta lis jo lle te nek 

ero sí te se ben is. Ennek ellene re az a ltala nos iskolai oktata sban a szocia lis-

e rzelmi nevele s sokszor ha tte rbe szorul, mivel a szoros o rarend e s a tanta rgyi 

ko vetelme nyek teljesí te se gyakran a pedago gusok elso dleges priorita sa, í gy a 

tanulo k szocia lis-e rzelmi fejlo de se kevesebb figyelmet kap. Pedig ezek a 

ke szse gek nem csupa n az iskolai e letben, hanem a mindennapokban is 

meghata rozza k a tanulo k sikeresse ge t e s kiegyensu lyozottsa ga t, hozza ja rulva 
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ahhoz, hogy ke pesek legyenek hate konyan egyu ttmu ko dni, megku zdeni a 

stresszel, e s felelo sen alakí tani saja t jo vo ju ket a va ltozo  ta rsadalmi e s gazdasa gi 

ko rnyezetben. 

A ha tra nyos helyzetu  tanulo k esete ben a helyzet ku lo no sen o sszetett. Az 

OECD (2019) adatai szerint sokuk kisebb szo kincs-, ismeret- e s ke szse gba zissal 

kezdi meg iskolai pa lyafuta sa t, ami ma r a tanula s korai szakasza ban ha tra nyt 

jelenthet. A korai kudarce lme nyek e s az alacsony o nbizalom hosszu  ta von 

negatí van befolya solhatja k a tanula si motiva cio t, eze rt az ese lyteremto  

pedago gia kiemelt jelento se ggel bí r. Ennek ce lja e ppen ezeknek a szocia lis 

ha tra nyokbo l fakado  ku lo nbse geknek a cso kkente se, amit differencia lt 

feladatada ssal, e letko zeli tananyagok bevezete se vel e s szeme lyre szabott 

ta mogata ssal e rnek el a pedago gusok (Tomlinson, 2014). A differencia lt 

mo dszerek re ve n a tanulo k egye ni ke pesse geiknek megfelelo  feladatokat 

kapnak, amelyek motiva lja k o ket e s elo segí tik a tanula si sikere lme ny 

mege le se t. Az e letko zeli tananyagok pedig segí tik a dia kokat abban, hogy a 

tanultakat a mindennapi e letu kben is hasznosí tani tudja k, ero sí tve ezzel az 

iskola hoz valo  ko to de su ket e s a tanula s e rtelmesse ge nek e lme nye t. A helyi 

ko zo sse gi elemek – pe lda ul helyto rte neti projektek, helyi mesterse gek 

megismere se vagy ko zo sse gi szolga lat – bevona sa ku lo no sen eredme nyes lehet 

a tanulo k identita sa nak ero sí te se ben e s a ko zo sse ghez valo  tartoza s e rze se nek 

kialakí ta sa ban, miko zben elo segí ti, hogy e rte kke nt tekintsenek saja t kultura lis

tanula si technika k elsaja tí ta sa t jelenti, hanem maga ban foglalja az o nira nyí ta s, 

az o nreflexio  e s a felelo sse gva llala s ke pesse ge t is. Ezek a kompetencia k a 

munkaero piacon e s az e letvezete sben egyara nt meghata rozo  szerepet 

ja tszanak, ku lo no sen a gyorsan va ltozo  ta rsadalmi e s technolo giai 

ko rnyezetben (Adams, 2022). Az o na llo sa g fejleszte se azt jelenti, hogy a 

tanulo k ke pesek legyenek ce lokat kitu zni, do nte seket hozni, e s va llalni a 

ko vetkezme nyeiket, valamint szu kse g esete n segí tse get ke rni. A mindennapi 

taní ta sban ez megvalo sulhat o na llo  projektmunka kkal, felelo sse gi ko ro kkel az 

oszta lyon belu l, valamint azzal, hogy a pedago gus tudatosan teret ad a tanulo k 

kezdeme nyeze seinek. Az ilyen tí pusu  feladatok fejlesztik a proble mamegoldo  

gondolkoda st, az egyu ttmu ko de si ke szse get e s az alkalmazkodo ke pesse get.

Ez a ha rom teru let – a szocia lis-e rzelmi nevele s, az ese lyteremte s e s az 

o na llo sa gra nevele s – egyma st ero sí tve hozhat le tre olyan iskolai ko rnyezetet, 

amely nemcsak tuda st ad a t, hanem a tanulo kat e letre nevelve felke szí ti o ket a 

ta rsadalmi beilleszkede sre e s a jo vo  kihí va saira. A komplex megko zelí te s 

elo segí ti, hogy a dia kok ne csak tanulo ke nt, hanem fejlo do  szeme lyise gke nt is 

jelen legyenek az iskola ban. A hosszu  ta vu  ce l az, hogy a tanulo k ke pesek 

legyenek o nmaguke rt e s ko zo sse gu ke rt is felelo sse get va llalni, ezzel 

hozza ja rulva a ta rsadalmi kohe zio  ero sí te se hez e s az ese lyegyenlo se g 

no vele se hez. Emellett az ilyen pedago giai gyakorlat no veli a tanulo k 

o nbizalma t, fejleszti a kritikus gondolkoda sukat e s proble mamegoldo  

ke pesse gu ket, valamint elo segí ti, hogy aktí v, kezdeme nyezo  e s egyu ttmu ko do  

tagjai legyenek a ko zo sse gnek. Az í gy kialakulo  biztonsa gos e s ta mogato  

tanula si ko rnyezet hosszu  ta von a lemorzsolo da s cso kkene se hez, a tanulma nyi 

eredme nyek javula sa hoz e s a tanulo k e letese lyeinek bo vu le se hez vezethet.

Az e rzelmi nevele s, az ese lyteremte s e s az o na llo sa gra nevele s a 

mindennapi iskolai e let szerves re szeke nt is megvalo sí thato , ha a pedago giai 

gyakorlat tudatosan e pí ti be ezeket a teru leteket a napi rutinba, a tananyagba 

e s a ko zo sse gi e letbe. 

Az e rzelmi nevele s a napi rutinban pe lda ul a reggeli e rzelemjelzo  

gyakorlatokkal kezdo dhet.30 Ez nemcsak segí ti a pedago gusokat abban, hogy 

ido ben felismerje k, mely dia kok ige nyelnek extra figyelmet vagy ta mogata st, 

hanem fejleszti az e rzelmi kifejezo ke szse get, az empa tia t e s a ta rsas 

kapcsolatok mino se ge t is. Az ilyen rendszeres e rzelmi bejelentkeze sek 

hozza ja rulnak ahhoz, hogy az oszta lyko zo sse g elfogado bba  e s ta mogato bba  

va ljon, cso kkentve a konfliktusokat e s no velve a biztonsa ge rzetet. A mo dszer 

ku lo no sen fontos olyan oszta lyokban, ahol magas a ha tra nyos helyzetu  tanulo k

ke pesse geinek megfelelo  kihí va sokkal tala lkozzon, í gy elkeru lheto  a lemarada s 

e s a motiva cio veszte s. Az e letko zeli projektek31 nemcsak a tanta rgyi 

ismereteket me lyí tik, hanem ero sí tik a helyi identita st is. Az ilyen projektekben 

a gyerekek interju t ke szí thetnek helyi felno ttekkel, mesterekkel, majd 

plaka tokat e s prezenta cio kat alkothatnak, amelyeket az iskola ban vagy a 

telepu le s ko zo sse gi ha za ban mutathatnak be. Ez a munka nemcsak 

kommunika cio s e s digita lis kompetencia kat fejleszt, hanem ko zo sse gi e lme nyt 

is nyu jt, e s leheto se get teremt a tanulo k sza ma ra, hogy e rte kesnek e rezze k saja t 

hozza ja rula sukat. A projekt jellegu  tanula s sora n a dia kok megtapasztalja k az 

egyu ttmu ko de s elo nyeit, valamint megtanulja k, hogyan ossza k meg egyma s 

ko zo tt a feladatokat e s a felelo sse get. 

Az o na llo sa gi ke szse gek fejleszte se szinte n tudatos terveze st ige nyel.32 Az 

ilyen gyakorlatok nemcsak az iskolai ko zo sse gben hasznosak, hanem hosszu  

ta von a munkaero piacon e s a mindennapi e letben is kulcsfontossa gu  

ke szse geket alapoznak meg. Az o na llo sa g fejleszte se re ira nyulo  feladatok 

hosszu  ta von no velik a tanulo i o nbizalmat, javí tja k a do nte shozatali ke szse get 

e s cso kkentik a felno tt beavatkoza s ira nti tu lzott ige nyt. 

E ha rom teru let tudatos integra cio ja – az e rzelmi nevele s, az ese lyteremte s 

e s az o na llo sa gra nevele s – hozza ja rul ahhoz, hogy az iskola valo ban ta mogato , 

befogado  e s fejlo de sre o szto nzo  ko rnyezetet teremtsen, ahol minden tanulo  

ese lyt kap a sikerre, a szeme lyes kibontakoza sra e s a ta rsadalmi 

beilleszkede sre. A tapasztalatok azt mutatja k, hogy azokban az iskola kban, ahol

E szakkelet-Magyarorsza gon, ahol a lakossa g Szlova kia e s 

Ukrajna ko zelse ge miatt gyakran ke tnyelvu , az idegennyelv-tanula s integra la sa 

ku lo no sen fontos.

E szakkelet-Magyarorsza g a ltala nos iskola iban ku lo nbo zo  pedago giai 

megko zelí te seket alkalmaznak az idegennyelv-tanula s megko nnyí te se re. A 

kommunikatí v megko zelí te s, amely az interakcio t e s a nyelv gyakorlati 

haszna lata t hangsu lyozza, sok oszta lyteremben elterjedt.

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„Az a hitvallásom, hogy a 95%-ban cigány iskolákban a legjobb pedagógusok 

kellenek. A nyugdíjba menő pedagógusok pótlására alig van lehetőség, nincs 

tanár, nincs jelentkező. … 

A tanárok 50%-a szendrői, mások kazincbarcikaiak és miskolciak, kijárnak 

Szendrőbe.” (Interju re szlet- iskolaigazgato ) 

Eze rt sza mos ke pze st, tova bbke pze st, programot szerveznek e s 

kapcsolo dnak be ku lo nbo zo  kezdeme nyeze sekbe, melyek a lelkesede st, a 

motiva cio  mego rze se t szolga lja k e s szí nesí tik az oktata si mo dszertant, segí tve 

ezzel a gyerekek tanula sa t is.  

„A pedagógusoknak nagyon sok továbbképzésük van, sok képzés arra is 

irányul, hogy a halmozottan hátrányos helyzetű tanulókat méltányos, komplex 

személyiségfejlesztésben is részesítsék. Nálunk célirányosan, tanulóra szabottan 

folyik 2005-től a fejlesztés: a kompetencia alapú oktatás és a felzárkóztatás 

együtt történik. A Komplex Alapprogramot is elvégeztük, ennek jegyében 

dolgozunk.” (Interju re szlet- iskolaigazgato ) 

Ahhoz, hogy mu ko dni tudjanak szu kse g van az arra, hogy o tleteljenek, 

egyu tt gondolkozzanak azon, hogyan tudja k fenntartani a szí nvonalas ke pze st, 

megoldani a szakos hia nyokat, alkalmazkodni az u j ige nyekhez, segí teni a 

gyerekek szeme lyise gfejlo de se t, e s egyma st is bí ztatni tudja k.  

„A pedagógusok részéről is jönnek javaslatok, innovatív a csapatunk. Összesen 

25 fő tanít, nincs matematika, technika, ének, rajz és kémia szakos tanárunk. 

Túlórával oldjuk meg a képzést, van napközi, vannak különböző foglalkozások: 

karácsonyi, húsvéti, művészeti projektjeink. Ezen túl vannak szakkörök, a 

mindennapi élethez kötődő feladatokkal: van tankonyha, itt sütnek-főznek a 

gyerekek, a másik a fürge-ujjak szakkör vagy a kerékpár-túra- és a kenu szakkör 

a rakacai víztározó területén. Több alapítvány segíti ezeket a tevékenységeket és 

pályázunk minden programra, amiben a gyerekek fejlesztése a cél.”

Edele nybe hordja iskola ba a gyerekeket. Ennek megszu ntete se ce lja bo l elo szo r

„Az indításához nagyban hozzájárult, motivációt adott egy a Pázmány Péter 

Katolikus Egyetem szociológiai felméréséről készült, a Kossuth rádióban leadott 

riport is, ez olyan erősen hatott rám és a feleségemre, aki a szomszédos 

településen, Szendrőládon szolgál, hogy elhatároztuk, hogy elindítjuk ennek 

szervezését, engedélyeztetését.  Jelenleg óvoda, bölcsőde is működik a református 

egyház fenntartása alatt, összesen 12 csoport. … Ahhoz, hogy segíteni tudjunk 

továbbra is a gyerekeknek, látnunk kellett az óvoda utáni fejlődésüket, ezért is 

indult a református általános iskola.” (reforma tus tiszteletes interju re szlet) 

Lemorzsolo da s nincs, az elso oszta lyosokna l elo fordul, hogy u jra isme tlik az 

oszta lyt, de az itt tanulo k „válogatott csapat” (reforma tus tiszteletes asszony- 

interju ), a szu lo knek van ce lja a gyerekkel, taní ttatni akarja k o ket. Fo a lla su  

tana r 18 fo  dolgozik, de o sszesen 30 fo  la tja el a gyerekeket a bo lcso de to l az 

iskola ig az inte zme nyekben. 

„A településen működő Abigél Általános Iskola, Alapfokú Művészeti Iskola, 

Szakgimnázium, Gimnázium, Kollégium, Technikum és Szakképző Iskola gyenge 

képzései, alacsony követelményrendszere miatt leértékelődött az érettségi, kilóra 

lehetett megvenni az érettségit, semmi értéke nem volt, ezért inkább más 

településre, szakiskolába mentek továbbtanulni a gyerekek. A gyerekek nem hittek 

önmagukban, nem mertek komolyabb középiskolát elvégezni.  Ezen segített az 

általunk indított református általános iskola, az itt tanulók közül már a

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Hermanba, a Lévaiba, Földesbe is járnak a volt diákjaink.” (reforma tus tiszteletes 

asszony interju re szlet)   

A ma sik ok, ami miatt a lelke sz ha zaspa r u gy do nto tt, segí tse get ke rnek a 

reforma tus pu spo kse gto l az alapí ta shoz az volt, hogy la tnak a telepu le sen egy 

tendencia t, ami a roma csala dok ko zo tt egyre gyakoribb: a csala dfo  munka ba 

a lla sa, a kevesebb gyermekszu lete s, a rendezett lako ko ru lme nyek 

megteremte se ira nti ige ny (Osva th: 2023) ta mogata sa a mai napig jelen van.  

„Sokan próbálnak a cigányok közül kiemelkedni, eljárnak a Miskolc környéki 

gyárakba, üzemekbe dolgozni, gyakoriak a vegyes házasságok (cigány-magyar), 

ilyen Szendrőládon nincs. Ezekből a családokból sokszor kerülnek a gyerekek a 

református iskolába, ahol délutánig vannak foglalkozások, egyéni fejlesztések, a 

továbbtanulást segítendő programok.” (reforma tus tiszteletes asszony 

interju re szlet)   

A ha zaspa r elko telezett a felno ttek ke pze se ira nt is: a bo lcso de ben, 

o voda ban dolgozo  asszonyok ko zu l sokan roma k e s a reforma tusok a ltal 

indí tott felno ttke pze s valamely teru lete n szerzett ke peste su k segí tse ge vel 

tudnak elhelyezkedni.  

„Sokféle képzést indítunk, amire éppen szükségünk van a bölcsőde, óvoda, 

iskola fenntartásához. A cigánysoron (amit átneveztünk Újvárossá) 3 csoport 

működik. Az itt dolgozó cigányasszonyok a később már érettségihez kötött 

képesítést is megszerezték a támogatásunkkal. A fenntartott intézményekben 

dolgozók át-és továbbképzéseinek szervezése különös hangsúlyt kap a 

szolgálatunkban.” (reforma tus tiszteletes asszony interju re szlet)

Az inte zme ny hat telephellyel rendelkezik, melyek mindegyike o na llo  

kia llí ta snak ad otthont: Ve gre-va r La togato  ko zpont, Amerika s ha z, 

Iskolato rte neti kia llí ta s, Felso va r kila to , Kincses ha z, Ke kfesto ha z e s mu zeum e s 

Torna mu zeum.  
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A Szendro i Ko zmu velo de si Ko zpont e s Ko nyvta r „jelenlegi formájában 2014 

óta működik. A közművelődési és könyvtári feladatokat a valamikori Csáky 

kastély épületében látjuk el, egyik épületszárny a Közösségi Ház funkciót tölti be. 

A Városi Könyvtár méltóbb helyen nem is lehetne, mint a kastély termeiben. 

Otthonosan, kényelmesen, a kastély szellemében rendeztük be olvasóinknak, ahol 

egy-egy sarokban elbújva élhetnek a könyvek adta élménnyel.  

Kialakítottunk egy játszósarkot, ahol a kicsik elfoglalhatják magukat 

játékokkal, kirakókkal, amíg a szülők könyvet válogatnak. Berendeztünk egy 

tematikus polcot, ahol az új könyveket téma szerint csoportosítottuk, nagyon 

szeretnek az olvasók itt böngészni. Újdonság továbbá a folyóiratpolc, ahová az 

érkező friss folyóiratokat helyezzük el.” (intézményvezetői interjú)

„Hiszem, hogy az internet világában a könyv nagyobb érték, mint valaha. 

Iskolások, óvodások jönnek könyvtárórára, vagy rendhagyó irodalomórára, 

aminek minden pillanatát élvezik, nézegetik, lapozgatják a könyveket és többen 

visszatérnek kölcsönözni is. Talán nincs minden veszve ezen a téren…”

ne lku lo zhetetlen szolga ltata s.  

A Ko zo sse gi Ha z a va ros ko zo sse gi tere (Farago : 2023), ahol kisebb, 

nagyobb belte ri rendezve nyeknek adnak helyet, figyelve arra, hogy „a 

vendéglátók szeretete és tisztelete érezhető legyen minden alkalommal. Nagyon 

fontosnak tartom a mindenre, az apró részletekre is kiterjedő figyelmet és a minél 

komfortosabb helyszín biztosítását”. (intézményvezetői interjú) 

A megvalo sulo  rendezve nyek egyik fajta ja a kia llí ta s, mely to bb 

szempontbo l is nagyon e rte kes. „Egyfelől mélyebben megismerkedhetnek a 

látogatók az adott kiállítás alkotójával, műveivel, valamint olyan esztétikai és 

vizuális élményt nyújt, amit nem lehet elfelejteni.

A szendro i gyerekek tanula sra, fejlo de sre valo  bí ztata sa nak egy ku lo nleges 

mo dja t tala lta k ki az inte zme nyben dolgozo k: A szalon mellett kialakí tott ke k 

teremben vehetik ige nybe az adoma ny laptopokat azok a gyerekek, akik 

jutalomjeggyel rendelkeznek. „A jutalomjegyet mi készítjük és juttatjuk el az 

általános iskolákhoz, azzal a kéréssel, hogy annak a tanulónak adják át, aki 

valamiben jobban teljesített önmagához képest.

Ezek a kutata sok a 

ta rsadalomkutato knak ugyan szakmai o ro mo t okoznak, leheto se get adnak a 

helyiekkel valo  interakcio kra, de a turista kat e s az emle kezo ket biztosan 

elriasztja k. Szaka csiban ezzel szemben a helyiek me g ismerik a zsido  temeto t, 

ke rde seinkre mindenki tudta azonosí tani, utat mutatni, de a su ru  bozo tos miatt 

megko zelí thetetlen, e s a sí rok ma r alig la thato k. A temeto  nincs bekerí tve, nem 

gondozott, a sí rok elmozdultak, a ko vek eldo ltek, fo ldbe su ppedtek. (Doba k 

2023c:67; 80). 

A re gio  felekezeteinek aktivita sa, le teze su k felmutata sa nem egyenlo  szintu .

Te rke peken 

nem jelo lik, u tiko nyvek nem emlí tik. Magyarorsza g EU csatlakoza sa to l 

kezdo do en a jogszaba ly megtiltotta az a llati hullade k kutakba helyeze se t, az 

o nkorma nyzatoknak be kellett za ratniuk az o sszes do gkutat, do gteret. (NE BIH 

2014) A meszesi ku tban ezzel szemben me g bomla sban le vo  tetemet is 

felfedezhettem 2024. o sze n. 

Edele ny e pí tett o ro kse geinek turisztikai la togatottsa ga az uto bbi e vekben 

jelento s no vekede st mutatott, ku lo no sen a L’Huillier–Coburg-kaste ly (ma s 

ne ven Edele nyi Kaste lysziget) esete ben, amely a va ros legfo bb turisztikai 

vonzereje. A barokk e pu letegyu ttes a felu jí ta soknak ko szo nheto en ma ra 

orsza gos e s nemzetko zi szinten is ismert ce lpontta  va lt. Maga a felu jí ta s eredeti 

programja – “Meg kí va nt felelni a legkorszeru bb reprezenta cio s elva ra soknak 

e s a helyi hagyoma nyoknak” (To th 2013:66) – nagyon hasonlo  a jelenlegi, a 

helyi ko zo sse g a ltal elva rt funkcio ja hoz. 

A turista k sokadlagos ce lpontjai ko zo tt szerepel a Borsodi Ta jha z, amely a 

helyi ne pi e pí te szetet e s e letmo dot mutatja be, valamint a borsodi fo ldva r, 

amely re ge szeti jelento se ge ellene re keve sbe  la togatott. Ennek oka re szben az, 

hogy a fo ldva r nem rendelkezik olyan la tva nyos, „e lme nyszeru ” elemekkel, mint 

a kaste ly, ma sre szt a marketingje is jo val szere nyebb. A ltala ban a fo ldva rak 
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sorsa ugyanez: a la togato  va rszeru  e pí tme ny va r, titkon tala n valamife le 

romantikus helyszí nt is reme l, a to rte nelmi helyszí n szellemise ge t szeretne  

megtapasztalni. A fo ldva r viszont semmi ma s, mint szabad szemmel alig 

e szreveheto  fo ldha nya sok, a rkok o sszesse ge. Az edele nyi fo ldva r nem va rszeru , 

nem ku lo nu l el a ko rnyezete ben tala lhato  ma s legelo kto l, mezo gazdasa gi 

teru letekto l.

A lako ha zak, templomok, 

ko zterek a llapota egyre rosszabb, miko zben a figyelem inka bb a la tva nyos, de 

nem o ro kse gi e rte ku  elemekre ira nyul. A falu pe lda ja jo l mutatja, hogy a 

telepu le ske p e s az o ro kse gve delem nemcsak pe nz, hanem priorita s ke rde se is. 

A tigris szobor sze p gesztus, de a falu valo di e rte kei – a templom, a zsido  temeto , 

a ne pi lako ha zak – csendes e s reme nytelen pusztula sba meru ltek A 

mego rze su kho z nemcsak forra s, hanem tudatos ko zo sse gi e s o nkorma nyzati 

figyelem, civil kura zsi is szu kse ges lenne.

The Significance of Ilona Szűcs’s Poetic 
Oeuvre: A Cultural Resource of a Small 
Reformed Village in Borsod 

Abstract 
Ilona Szűcs’s poetic oeuvre is of key significance in several respects. The author was 
born in a small Reformed village located in a remote part of Borsod County – a 
settlement that (despite its remarkable natural features) has become increasingly 
unattractive from a touristic perspective due to the lack of cultural resources and the 
dynamically declining population. 
Ilona Szűcs, a late-blooming poet, was born here; the high quality of her poetry would 
rightly merit the attention of contemporary literary history. The thematic fabric of her 
now eight-volume (sic!) oeuvre is profoundly shaped by Hegymeg – its world, the 
everyday life, morality, and faith of its inhabitants. The village’s beautiful natural 
environment is also vividly reflected in her landscape poems. 
One of the aims of the present study is a sociologically significant one: Szűcs’s poetic 
work can be regarded as the most important (indeed, almost the only) cultural resource 
of this small Reformed village in Borsod. As such, it may play a key role in a settlement-
sustainability project or in a rediscovery strategy for a disadvantaged and gradually 
depopulating rural community. The other, less sociological but more literary-historical 
aim of this paper is to draw the attention of scholars of contemporary literature to Ilona 
Szűcs’s oeuvre. Naturally, these two objectives are not independent of each other; 
rather, they complement one another. 

Keywords: Ilona Szűcs, Hegymeg, contemporary Hungarian literature, cultural resource 

I. Introduction 

The present study offers an overview of the life and career of Ilona Szu cs, a 

contemporary writer and poet born in Hegymeg, with particular attention to 

her creative work, her published volumes, their reception, and their literary 

afterlife. In earlier articles and shorter studies (Barna 2022; Barna 2023a; 

Barna 2023b; Barna 2023c; Barna 2024a; Barna 2024b), I have already sought 

to present some key episodes of her oeuvre. However, since then, Szu cs has 
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entered such an active creative period that the publication of this study has 

become justified. 

Given the limitations of length, the present paper cannot aim at a close 

literary interpretation from a specific methodological or theoretical 

perspective, nor at a holistic (re)reading of her oeuvre, let alone at positioning 

her work within the dynamically shifting canon of contemporary Hungarian 

literature. Nevertheless, due to the poetic quality of Szu cs’s writings, it is 

essential at least to provide an overview of her publications. Furthermore, as no 

biographical study of the poet has been published so far, the paper considers it 

a key task to make the biographical sketch that Szu cs herself has written 

available. This will be done in the style chosen by Szu cs, as the subjectively 

formulated passages of her autobiographical text reveal two notable aspects. 

First, they subtly delineate a subjective, childlike, and at times imaginatively 

reconstructed picture of Hegymeg in the 1950s and 1960s (Farago  2021:33), 

which is of considerable relevance from a settlement-sociological perspective. 

In this way, the texts may contribute to the description of the village’s historical 

and social characteristics for a specific period. Second, they plausibly imply the 

poet’s subjective, locally grounded attitude toward her village and its people, 

the nearby town, her family, childhood, creative process, moral values, and 

experiences of scarcity – described euphemistically rather than in a tone of 

hardship (“she lacked nothing”). These insights may later serve as an essential 

basis for interpretative works on her texts. 

II. Aims 

Ilona Szu cs’s oeuvre, now comprising eight volumes (Szu cs 2016; Szu cs 

2019a; Szu cs 2021a; Szu cs 2023; Szu cs 2024a; Szu cs 2024b; Szu cs 2025a; Szu cs 

2025b), has not received the attention it deserves within Hungarian literary 

scholarship yet, even though her diverse and consistently high-quality body of 

work would merit distinguished recognition. 

This paper therefore primarily offers a descriptive overview: it presents a 

concise biography, highlighting key moments in the life of the Hegymeg-born 

poet, surveys all her published volumes, and lists critical writings about her 

work (Varga 2018; Hegyi 2017; Szu cs 2019b; Zsoldos–Zsoldos 2019; 2023a; 
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Zsoldos–Zsoldos 2023b). It also includes her poems that appeared in 

newspapers and periodicals (Szu cs 2014; Szu cs 2015; Szu cs 2018a; Szu cs 

2018b; Szu cs 2018c; Szu cs 2021b; Szu cs 2021c). The bibliography at the end of 

this study, listing works by and about Ilona Szu cs, can thus be regarded as a 

philologically comprehensive record of all her published writings, as well as the 

reviews, critiques, and studies concerning her work up to November 2025. 

The dual purpose of this paper should already be apparent. The first aim is 

sociologically relevant: the poet’s oeuvre can be regarded as the most important 

(indeed, almost the only) cultural resource of a small Reformed village in 

Borsod. From the perspective of settlement marketing and sustainability, 

Szu cs’s literary presence may play a key role in the rediscovery strategy of a 

disadvantaged and gradually depopulating community. Moreover, my research 

so far indicates that no other published poet has been born in Hegymeg, which 

makes Szu cs’s work potentially significant for shaping the village’s cultural 

image. This is all the more evident given that many of her poems explicitly 

depict, celebrate, or even praise the village (Hegymeg himnusza, Szu cs 

2024a:84). 

The second, less sociological but more literary-historical aim of this article 

is to draw the attention of scholars of contemporary literature to Ilona Szu cs’s 

work. 

III. Sources of the Biography 

I have maintained continuous contact with the author. The previously 

published biographical study (Barna, 2022) was based partly on my 

conversations with Ilona Szu cs, as well as on earlier articles and interviews 

about her (Hegyi, 2017; Szu cs, 2019b; Zsoldos–Zsoldos, 2019). 

In addition, the author’s own volumes (Szu cs, 2019; Szu cs, 2021) serve as 

essential points of reference for outlining her life, since they are explicitly 

autobiographically inspired. 

The poems, prose passages, and images of biographical orientation – 

particularly those included in From the Cradle to the Grave (Bölcsőtől a sírig, 

Szu cs, 2021a) – are not merely autobiographically motivated; they vividly 
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render an early phase of the author’s life while at the same time preserving her 

deep affection for her native village, Hegymeg. The alternation of literary genres 

and the frequent use of visualisation within this volume create a certain hybrid 

structure, which animates and brings the writer’s and poet’s youthful memories 

with striking immediacy to life. 

IV. Biography of Ilona Szűcs – in the Author’s 
Own Voice 

Ilona Szu cs was born on 12 June 1951 in the village of Hegymeg, a small, 

reformed settlement in Borsod-Abau j-Zemple n County which at that time had 

scarcely 300 inhabitants (by 2025 the population had declined to around one 

hundred). Her mother was Ilona Baranyai and her father Be la Szu cs. When she 

was born, there was already a two-year-old boy in the family, Be la, and less than 

two years later another son, La szlo , was born. They lived together with the 

maternal grandparents on a small plot that comprised a clean room (a front 

room reserved for special occasions), a kitchen, and a small annex. These three 

spaces served as the permanent home of seven people. 

The clean room was beautifully furnished but unheated and was never used 

for everyday living; it was where the dead were laid out before being taken to 

the cemetery. The kitchen contained a bed and a wooden couch, the living 

quarters of the two elderly grandparents. The small annex was shared by two 

adults and three children. Life was modest, and the family’s livelihood 

depended on thirteen acres of land. They kept livestock – at least two cows, 

which could be harnessed for ploughing, sowing, and other agricultural work – 

and poultry such as chickens and ducks. 

The life of farming people was never easy; the work was constant and 

demanding. It was into this world that Ilona Szu cs was born, and from her very 

first moments, she felt it to be her own. She fitted naturally into this 

environment and lacked nothing essential. The gardens were unfenced, and 

nature itself gave a sense of freedom. The honesty of the people, their mutual 

support and solidarity, imperceptibly shaped her system of values. 
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Hegymeg was a Reformed (Calvinist) village where, on Sunday mornings, 

everyone – adults and children alike – put on their best clothes and went to 

church. They were brought up in faith, and the community gave living examples 

of the strength of solidarity and the significance of the Sabbath: six days of work 

and the seventh for rest. 

When Ilona was four years old, a serious change occurred within the family. 

After an argument between her father and grandfather, the father left in search 

of work and eventually found employment in Sajo ba bony. From that point 

onwards, the mother became the cohesive force and driving spirit of the family. 

Ilona Szu cs began her primary education in Hegymeg, where she completed 

five grades. The lower-grade pupils studied together, as did the upper grades. 

The teaching alternated between morning and afternoon sessions, first with a 

single teacher, later with two. By the time she reached the sixth grade, the local 

schools had been centralised: the nearby village of Lak became the centre, and 

children from Hegymeg, Tomor, Irota, Szaka csi, and of course Lak attended 

school there. 

After completing the seventh grade, Ilona’s life took another turn. In the 

autumn of 1963, her grandfather passed away. The following year, her older 

brother – an intelligent and talented student – was admitted to the Fo ldes 

Ferenc Secondary School in Miskolc, though he was not offered a place in the 

dormitory. Their father was already working in Miskolc at that time, returning 

home only once a week, on Saturday afternoons. A serious and swift decision 

was made: the family would move. They sold everything and, in August 1964, 

relocated to Miskolc. Ilona attended the eighth grade in a new school, in an 

unfamiliar city, living in rented accommodation – five people sharing one room. 

Although it was difficult, Ilona gradually found her place. By the autumn of 

1965, their new house was completed, but space was still scarce. Of the two 

rooms, one had to be rented out to help pay off debts. Ilona completed her 

secondary education at the Zrí nyi Ilona Grammar School but was unable to 

continue her studies. 

Her elder brother was already at university, the younger one attended a 

vocational school, and Ilona herself longed to study elsewhere – at a teacher 

training college, majoring in Hungarian literature. She had always loved 

reading, a trait that characterised the entire family. Her parents, grandparents, 
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and other relatives were all fond of books. They were not highly educated – not 

because they lacked intellect or ambition, but because opportunities were 

scarce. Her paternal grandfather had been a gifted storyteller, and later even 

wrote down a few of his tales, which the family preserved from memory. Yet 

poverty often stifled dreams, and he too had to find work instead of pursuing 

them. 

In 1969, though she barely knew shorthand and typing, Ilona was hired to 

work at the Heavy Industry Technical University. Within a year she obtained her 

qualification through evening classes and then enrolled in a college of 

economics. Two years later, she passed her final exams, and her professional 

path became permanently tied to finance. Literature, as well as the teaching 

career she had once imagined, drifted far into the background – only reading 

remained. 

7 September 1974 proved to be a decisive date: it was the fifth anniversary 

of her secondary school graduation. She met a former classmate she had not 

seen in five years; long conversations, visits, and love followed – and on 22 

February 1975, they were married. 

Her husband, Ga bor Kova cs, was then an auto-electrician, later a 

professional driver. On 2 December of that same year, their first child, Gabriella, 

was born. 

Following (perhaps unconsciously) her mother’s example, Ilona and her 

family remained in her parents’ house. One room and a small kitchen – 

originally intended to be a bathroom – were all they had. There was no running 

water inside, only in the yard. They washed from a basin, just as they had in 

Hegymeg. Heating came from an oil stove that required frequent repairs. Ilona 

appreciated what they had and chose to see the good in it. Four generations 

lived under one roof: her grandmother, her mother, herself, and her little 

daughter. Peace was sometimes fragile. 

Her grandmother was a great help, and Ilona learned much from her. In the 

spring of 1978, while preparing for Easter, the elderly woman fell ill and, after 

much suffering, her heart stopped beating – she was 84 years old. A year later, 

the family received their first independent flat in the Avas district: two rooms, 

a kitchen, and a storage room. A bathroom with hot water, central heating, and 

unclouded joy. They continued to visit Ilona’s parents regularly – once a week, 
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every weekend. Her husband’s father had passed away in the same year they 

were married, and his widowed mother often needed their help. 

Szu cs Ilona is deeply devoted to her family. This is something she brought 

with her from Hegymeg, where “family” included not only aunts, uncles, and 

cousins, but also neighbours and close friends. In order to make ends meet, the 

family rented a small plot of land where they grew all the vegetables and fruit 

needed for their table. The knowledge she had absorbed in her native village as 

a child proved to be of great value later in life. 

On 1 January 1981, the family grew with the birth of their second child, 

Attila, who, as it later turned out, suffered from a metabolic disorder. From that 

point on, Szu cs Ilona’s life revolved entirely around her family. Caring for her 

son required immense time and strength, yet she never broke – not even for a 

moment. She did what needed to be done, loved her children, and raised them 

with dedication. She gave up her job and spent eleven years at home, ensuring 

that her little boy received all necessary treatments, physiotherapy, and 

developmental support so that, despite his illness, he could grow into an 

intelligent and independent adult. After many struggles, Attila graduated from 

secondary school, found steady employment, and performs his duties with 

integrity. He has a great interest in all kinds of sport, loves history, and above all 

enjoys reading. In his free time, he translates books. He has not started a family 

of his own and continues to live with his parents. 

Her daughter Gabriella was bright, diligent, and an excellent student. After 

completing a secondary school specialised in healthcare, she began working 

and later earned a college degree alongside her job. She still works in healthcare 

today as a diabetology assistant. 

On 1 May 1994, Szu cs Ilona lost her mother. From that day on, everything 

changed. 

It took her a long time to come to terms with the loss, but eventually, a new 

order of life emerged, and she carried on. In 1997, her daughter Gabriella got 

married and moved out. 

On 4 February 2000, her first grandchild, Zso fia, was born – marking yet 

another new chapter, the opening of the gate to boundless love. 

Although Szu cs Ilona grew up in a loving family, affection was rarely 

expressed openly. When her own children were born, she had to learn how to 
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show her feelings – how to make love tangible. She made good progress along 

this path, but it was the birth of her granddaughter that truly broke down the 

remaining barriers, allowing her to express love through gentle touch, 

embraces, and words. 

Two years later, on 4 February 2002, she welcomed two more 

grandchildren, Istva n and Ma te . These were happy years, filled with games, 

bedtime stories, excursions, learning – and, of course, the occasional struggle. 

The children often asked their grandmother to tell them stories from memory, 

about what life had been like when she was a child. And so her thoughts would 

wander back to Hegymeg, and she would tell and tell, weaving her childhood 

into words. 

In the spring of 2011, during a school break, all three grandchildren spent 

time with their grandmother. Zso fi grew bored and began leafing through the 

daily newspaper Észak-Magyarország. The editors were inviting readers to send 

in Easter poems, promising to publish the best ones in the holiday issue. “Let’s 

write a poem!” urged Zso fi. “Oh, come now,” replied Szu cs Ilona, “I can’t even 

write two lines that rhyme.” For her, a poem meant rhyme – she loved the kind 

of verse where the lines chimed beautifully at the end, full of rhythm and 

melody. Free verse, however, never appealed to her. But Zso fi kept insisting until 

they finally sat down to work. It turned into a delightful activity full of laughter 

– and in the end, a poem was born. They sent it to the newspaper, and it was 

published. 

Ilona Szu cs regards this moment as the true beginning of her writing. She 

had discovered something essential – perhaps the liberating power of thought, 

perhaps the playful joy of arranging words. Her first “real” poem, as she herself 

calls it, was written one summer afternoon. She was resting in the garden swing, 

watching the ants marching past. She marvelled at their diligence, persistence, 

and strength as they carried their tiny burdens. Guided by the stream of 

thoughts buzzing in her head, she took up a pen and a sheet of paper – and her 

poem The Ant (A hangya) was born. The sense of elation that overtook her was 

one of pure, childlike joy. From then on, she wrote incessantly. 

Yet life had another blow in store, abruptly interrupting this sudden flood 

of happiness. In the autumn of 2011, her husband’s mother passed away. Those 

were difficult years, but she and her husband supported each other and 
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endured. Writing, however, brought her consolation and joy. Before long, she 

became a member of the Irodalmi Rádió (“Literary Radio”) community, where 

she could submit her poems to various competitions. She observed what her 

fellow poets wrote about, and how. She wanted to learn. She had something to 

say but had not yet found the proper form. She did not give up, and five years 

later she received the first recognition of her literary career: a third prize for 

her poem My Only Hope (Egyedüli reményem). 

The award brought her double joy, for in 2017 she also published a book 

written by her father, recounting his years in captivity during the war, under the 

same title. She had won a grant to cover the publication costs, and the book 

launch took place in her native village, Hegymeg. The entire family attended – 

her children, grandchildren, siblings, neighbours, friends, and fellow villagers. 

With this gesture, she paid a worthy tribute to her father, who, sadly, had not 

lived to see it; he had passed away in the summer of 2015, at the age of ninety-

three. 

Though her life has known hardship, she has never relinquished hope – it 

has remained her sustaining force and anchor. One success followed another: 

acquaintances and strangers alike sought her out. Her book Fragments of Life 

(Élet-morzsák) appeared in 2019, followed by From the Cradle to the Grave 

(Bölcsőtől a sírig) in 2021, and On the Branch of Hope (Remény ágán) in 2023. 

(The poet herself highlights these volumes as central to her oeuvre; the others 

are discussed earlier in this study.) She expresses her gratitude to Iva n 

Boscha nszky, Mayor of Hegymeg, for his constant encouragement and support 

in the publication and presentation of her books. 

Among many other distinctions, she has received the Irodalmi Rádió 

Lifetime Achievement Award for Literary Art, and in 2024 she was named 

Author of the Year. Beyond writing, her greatest source of joy remains her family. 

Her granddaughter Zso fi has given birth to a daughter, Emma – the poet’s first 

great-grandchild. 

Faith, perseverance, and a love of life continue to carry Ilona Szu cs forward. 

She has preserved the values she brought with her from Hegymeg, never 

forgetting where she came from, what she received, and what legacy she bears. 

For everything began there, in Hegymeg, on 12 June 1951 – the day she was 

born. 
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V. Szűcs Ilona’s Volumes in Chronological Order, 
with Brief Author’s Notes 

“My first book, titled Egyedüli reményem (My Only Hope), was published in 

2016. The text itself was written by my father, recalling the harrowing 39 

months he spent in captivity as a prisoner of war. I arranged it into book form, 

added a few of my own reflections, and included several poems on the same 

theme. 

My next book, titled Élet-morzsák (Crumbs of Life), appeared in 2017, and 

this time it was entirely my own work. The themes are diverse: childhood 

memories, poems about nature and the changing seasons, the love of one’s 

homeland, and family ties. 

Bölcsőtől a sírig (From the Cradle to the Grave) was published in 2021. It 

recalls my childhood in its entirety – partly descriptive, perhaps even a kind of 

portrait of an era, seen through the eyes of a 13-years-old. I spent that many 

years in Hegymegy, and the poems about my birthplace, my mother, and my 

grandparents testify my deep attachment. 

Remény ágán (On the Branch of Hope), 2023. Thematically diverse: from 

love poems to verses about my mother, from the admiration of nature to the 

love of homeland – all appear in this collection. And one of the most important 

recurring elements, though not consciously intended, is hope. 

January 2024 brought Érzelmek tengerén (On the Sea of Emotions). Autumn, 

winter, and spring; reflections on childhood, dreams and desires, memories of 

the past – a brief summary of the poems contained in this volume. 

In May 2024 came Lelkem húrjain (On the Strings of My Soul). It mostly 

looks back into the past, evoking the beauty and cherished moments of 

childhood. Lines that awaken thoughts of searching and waiting. 

Változó évszakok (Changing Seasons), 2025. A celebration of nature and of 

life itself. The fading summer, the arriving autumn, themes of festivity, love, and 

affection alternate throughout. Meditations on birth and life – Who was I? 

Where did I come from? Thoughts that carry me back into the past. 

August 2025 saw the publication of Emlékekből magas hegyet (A High 

Mountain of Memories). A variety of themes, as thoughts swirl together: desires, 
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dreams, memories, and again, hope. Poems about my mother, my homeland, my 

birthplace. They are not arranged thematically, only in the order in which they 

were born.” 

VI. Further Research Directions and Tasks 

Ilona Szu cs’s volumes are available only in highly limited editions: Egyedüli 

reményem (“My Only Hope”) in 100 copies, Élet-morzsák (“Crumbs of Life”) in 

100, Bölcsőtől a sírig (“From Cradle to Grave”) in 150, Remény ágán (“On the 

Branch of Hope”) in 100, Érzelmek tengerén (“On the Sea of Emotions”) in 50, 

and Lelkem húrjain (“On the Strings of My Soul”) in 50 copies; whereas Változó 

évszakok (“Changing Seasons”) and Emlékekből magas hegyet (“A High 

Mountain of Memories”) appeared in only twelve copies each (sic!). Of these, 

only the first four possess an ISBN number. Meanwhile, the poet’s manner of 

expression, her versification, and her treatment of themes – in short, the quality 

of her lyrical works – have become increasingly refined over the years, with the 

collections published from 2022 onward demonstrating a markedly higher 

aesthetic and literary value. 

In order to prevent her work from sinking into oblivion (cf. Farago ’s 

definition of reader-memory, Farago  2022:102) and to ensure the positive 

effects that come with broader accessibility, it would be of great importance to 

produce digital editions of the aforementioned volumes, as well as to conduct 

an in-depth interview with Ilona Szu cs concerning her creative methods, 

deeper literary motivations, and her locally rooted narrative or lyrical voice. 

Due to the limitations of scope, the present study could do no more than 

present Ilona Szu cs’s biographical background, include short authorial 

commentaries on all her published volumes, and compile (comprehensively) all 

her works as well as the existing reviews, critiques, and press articles 

concerning them. The article hopes to contribute – at least partially – to the 

realization of the aims set out at its beginning, as both the village of Hegymegy 

and the oeuvre of Ilona Szu cs truly deserve these mutually reinforcing forms of 

recognition.

Intermediate spaces, fading identities. The 
social imprints of industrial heritage in 
Edelény 

Abstract 
This study examines the social and cultural imprints of Edelény's industrial heritage 
using anthropological and visual methods. The research examines how industrialization 
and the construction of housing estates shaped the identity of the communities in 
Edelény, as well as how the use of space was transformed with the decline of mining and 
the process of declassification. Fieldwork, interviews, photographic documentation, and 
local historical sources reveal the duality of the housing estate as a symbol of both 
modernization and social marginalization. The study highlights that the built 
environment is a material expression of identity and that local communities are 
recreating their self-identity on the borderline between forgetting and remembering in 
the heritage spaces of the industrial past.

I. Introduction 

Edele ny, a small town in northeastern Hungary, embodies in a unique way 

the duality of communities located on the border between rural and urban life. 

In the mid-20th century, industrialization radically transformed the economic 

and social structure of the region. Parallel to the development of mining, urban 

infrastructure and workers' settlements appeared, creating new forms of 

housing and new lifestyles in a traditionally rural environment. This process 

brought about not only economic change, but also changes in identity and 

culture: the newly built housing estates became symbols of modernity, 

development, and the promises of state socialism. 

The aim of this study is to explore how the built environment shaped the 

social identity of the residents of the Edele ny housing estates and how the use 

of community space changed during the processes of industrialization and 
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subsequent decline. The analysis pays particular attention to how physical 

space, residents' lifestyles, and identity form an interactive system. 

The theoretical framework of the research is guided by anthropological 

approaches to social space, the study of industrial heritage, and works 

interpreting the relationship between identity and place. The methodology is 

based on a combination of fieldwork (observation, interviews), document 

analysis (local historical sources, statistics, photo archives), and visual 

anthropological analysis. 

The study is timely because former mining settlements have now become 

heritage sites of the industrial past, while their social status has declined. The 

identity of local communities is thus linked both to the industrial heyday of the 

past and to the economic periphery of the present. This duality brings to the 

surface the issue of "transitional spaces," which is also a relevant topic for 

contemporary anthropological and regional research. 

II. The historical process of industrialization and 
housing estate construction 

Hungarian industrialization in the mid-20th century was not only an 

economic modernization effort, but also a means of transforming society. 

According to Attila Pala di-Kova cs, the industrial landscape is not merely an 

economic category, but "a cultural imprint of the relationship between man and 

work," in which the working lifestyle, community organization, and the built 

environment shape each other (Pala di-Kova cs 2007: 15). In mining and 

industrial towns, including Edele ny, the state-socialist industrial development 

program created new, modern housing estates or settlement-like residential 

units, which represented both an improvement in quality of life and a shift away 

from traditional community structures. 

Research on the metallurgical industry in Dio sgyo r (Doba k 2008, 2009) 

points out that the socio-political goal of modernization during the construction 

of workers' colonies and housing estates was to standardize living conditions, 

but this process also led to a loss of identity and a weakening of traditional local 

ties. The example of Dio sgyo r and other ironworks colonies (R. Nagy 2010) 
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shows that the new housing estate environment also created new rules for 

community life, while pushing self-sufficient practices associated with rural life, 

such as the use of small gardens, into the background. In Edele ny, workers' 

housing did not include gardens, which was seen as a liberation in the 1950s 

but is now remembered as a loss in the local social memory. 

Pa l Hadoba s's writings on local history (2004) document the cultural and 

community heritage of mining in Edele ny and highlight that industrial 

settlement brought not only economic prosperity but also the emergence of a 

new social class—the urban working class—into the rural environment. The 

architectural structure of the housing estate, its spatial organization, and the 

functions of its communal spaces thus directly influenced the development of 

social identity. 

Theories of spatial anthropology and memory research help to interpret the 

connections between the built environment and social identity. According to 

Lefebvre (1974), space is a social construct: it is not a neutral background, but 

is created through the interaction of power, the economy, and everyday 

practices. Michel de Certeau (1984) emphasizes that people rewrite the 

meaning of space through their use of it, meaning that the space of housing 

estates is also subject to constant reinterpretation. 

In his visual anthropological analyses, Jo zsef R. Nagy (2020) describes 

workers' colonies as spaces of identity, where communal spaces—courtyards, 

stairwells, playgrounds—are symbolic arenas of social relations and self-

definition. The visual and material world created by the residents (e.g., home 

decoration, courtyard order) is a kind of dialogue between the past and the 

present. 

A gota Ispa n (2023), analyzing the relationship between heritage formation 

and identity, points out that in former socialist cities—and, by extension, in 

smaller industrial centres such as Edele ny—the interpretation and 

representation of the industrial past is constantly evolving. Industrial spaces 

today carry both nostalgia for the past and the experience of social 

marginalization. 

Re ka Va rkonyi Nickel (2018) emphasizes that in rural industrial areas, the 

reinterpretation of local identity in the post-socialist era is a form of resistance: 
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residents often invoke narratives of a “beautiful past” to make sense of the 

economic difficulties of the present. 

In light of the above, the study of the Edele ny housing estate offers an 

opportunity to explore how the meaning of space has changed during 

industrialization, decline, and today's reuse, how the built environment shapes 

local social identity, and how the housing estate has become both a symbol of 

modernization and a symbol of social marginalization. 

III. Research location and methodology 

Edele ny is one of the most important settlements in the Bo dva Valley, which 

became a small town centre in the second half of the 20th century. Although it 

is not one of the major industrial centres in administrative terms, it has 

nevertheless played a regional intermediary role in social and economic terms: 

for the inhabitants of the surrounding villages (e.g., Szendro , Boldva, Lak, 

Szuhogy, Szendro la d), Edele ny was the centre of work, transportation, trade, 

and cultural life. 

During the period of industrialization, especially in the 1950s and 1970s, 

mining and light industry sites were established in Edele ny and its 

surroundings, attracting hundreds of workers commuting from the villages in 

the area to industrial production. Daily commuting meant not only economic 

but also cultural transfer: the lifestyle of the working class, the experiences of 

living in housing estates, urban behaviour patterns, and elements of material 

culture gradually became integrated into the life of the surrounding villages. By 

the middle of the 20th century, the city had created a zone of influence that 

became a structuring force not only in the economy but also in local identities. 

The models of the Edele ny mining settlements—the communal courtyard, the 

stairwell community, the urban infrastructure, and the modern furnishings—

served as examples for the inhabitants of the surrounding villages, who often 

tried to develop a similar lifestyle: for example, through architectural elements 

(plinths, plaster, window shapes), household objects, or the modernization of 

home interiors. 

When people internalize spatial relationships, places, and routes, i.e., when 

they become part of their own experiences, perceptions, and behaviour, spatial 
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internalization occurs. Space does not only exist as a physical reality, but we 

also acquire it mentally and socially. For example, when the inhabitants of a city 

"learn" the city: which street has the market, where is the main square, which 

road leads to the river. Over time, these places become meaningful: Belva rosi u t 

is not just a transport route, but also the "centre," the space of social life, the 

past, and urban identity. Space is thus not merely a backdrop, but a material 

expression of identity. As Lefebvre writes, "human action becomes spatial, and 

space becomes active" (Lefebvre 1974: 42). 

This interaction can be clearly observed in the Edele ny region: the values 

associated with mining colonies (systematicity, community control, 

appreciation of physical labour) did not disappear with the decline of socialist 

industry, but live on in a transformed form in the use of space and local memory. 

The built environment thus functions as an anthropological indicator: it shows 

what patterns have become embedded in collective identity and how these are 

materialized in everyday life. 

The study is based on qualitative anthropological and visual methods, 

which aim to explore the connections between space use, identity, and the built 

environment. The research rests on three complementary pillars: 

During the fieldwork, structured and semi-structured interviews were 

conducted with residents of Edele ny and surrounding settlements who worked 

in the mines or experienced the industrial era as family members. The aim of 

the interviews was to explore how the urban model lives on in the rural 

environment and how industrial heritage is reflected in identity. 

Part of the research involved visual documentation of the built 

environment: photo analysis of housing estates, courtyards, stairwells, 

outbuildings, and public spaces. This method examines the visual stratification 

of space, i.e., how it reflects the visual and spatial characteristics of the built 

environment, based on the works of Jo zsef R. Nagy (2000), La szlo  Farago  

(2024) and Krisztina Fehe rva ry (2013), examines the visual stratification of 

space, i.e., how buildings, decorations, fences, and layouts reflect social status, 

identity changes, and community norms. 

Analysis of the visual material shows that the visual codes of industrial 

modernity—such as symmetrical house layout, concrete surfaces, and socialist 

ornamentation—have now been transformed, but they live on in household 
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decorations, in the maintenance of order around the house, and in the way 

residents judge their own environment. 

One of the assumptions of the fieldwork is that the built environment is the 

embodiment of identity. Human behaviours—whether building houses, 

gardening, or maintaining common spaces—are spatial projections of social 

patterns. 

As Bourdieu writes, habitus is “also organized in spatial logic”: individuals’ 

patterns of action give form to the material world (Bourdieu 1977). From this 

perspective, Edele ny and its surroundings are a good example of how industrial 

modernity was not only an economic transformation but also a mental and 

cultural one, the traces of which can be seen in the built environment. 

The architectural details of the Edele ny housing estate and the surrounding 

villages—the modern window frames, the smooth plaster, the asphalted 

courtyards, the kitchen equipment, or the grapevines climbing up the facades 

of the prefabricated buildings—carry social stories. These small elements show 

how the model of the industrial era became embedded in local identity and how 

space continues to shape people's self-image. 

IV. The characters and social processes of the 
housing estate 

Edele ny was created from three settlements, with the villages of Finke, 

Csa szta, and Borsod considered its predecessors. The three places were merged 

in the 1960s, and their visual characters are still clearly distinguishable today 

and appear as valuable features in the image of the settlement. As a result of 

industrialization, characteristic housing estate elements appeared during this 

period, including brick-built miners' houses and, later, prefabricated concrete 

panel buildings. The centre of Edele ny has a small-town character with closed-

row buildings, including multi-story housing estates. The old street network 

and plot structure can be found in the centres of the former independent 

settlements and villages. (TAK 2017:19) 

The new housing estates in Edele ny were created on the border between 

urban and rural spatial culture. In the 1950s and 1960s, industrial investments 
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and the emergence of mining centres resulted in a new type of land use, which 

introduced a collective, organized, and uniform housing model that differed 

from the rural way of life. 

Similar to the colonies in Dio sgyo r and Vasgya r (Doba k 2008), modern 

infrastructure—water, electricity, bathrooms—meant not only comfort but also 

an improvement in status for the residents of the Edele ny housing estates. In 

the early stages of industrialization, the housing estate was a symbol of 

advancement, transcending the limitations of the former rural way of life. 

"Many envied the miners, who were treated differently. The farmers said that 

the miners earned a lot, so we said, 'Come on, come here!'" "The miners and 

their hard work were recognized. This was evident in many ways. And on the 

part of society, such recognition and glory surrounded the work of miners." "We 

were properly respected. When I retired, my pension was the same as that of a 

regular agricultural worker who was still working! And it increased every year." 

At the same time, this new way of life also resulted in mental and 

community restructuring. Families were torn from their village community 

networks, and although the strong cohesion of the mining community initially 

compensated for this, common spaces gradually lost their social function. 

According to Jo zsef R. Nagy (2000), life in the colony and housing estate created 

both community solidarity and isolation: the community confined within walls 

built a new system of dependency in the industrial space, which was both 

protective and restrictive. 

The use of housing estate spaces was aligned with community norms. The 

maintenance of the common courtyard, stairwell, and front gardens was a 

symbolic arena of community responsibility: order, cleanliness, and diligence 

were visually apparent in the space. In his ethnographic descriptions of the 

industrial landscape, Attila Pala di-Kova cs (2007) points out that among 

industrial workers, work ethic and maintaining order formed the basis of social 

esteem – these norms were also materialized in the living environment. 

According to visual anthropological observations (fieldwork in 2024), the 

spatial structure of the housing estates in Edele ny now only partially reflects 

this system of norms. “When I was a child, it was much nicer, people took care 

of it. They planted flowers and tended them as if it were a competition, but that’s 

no longer the case.”  In many places, residents decorate the common green areas 
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with flower beds, homemade benches, or small decorative objects, which is, on 

the one hand, appropriation and, on the other hand, an expression of the desire 

for a beautiful environment, indicating that individual responsibility and self-

expression are also present in the collective space. At the same time, community 

spaces are gradually becoming fragmented, and as community life becomes less 

frequent, the symbolic meaning of space is also fading. 

For children living in urban housing estates, the playground was one of the 

most important urban symbols: an artificial but safe community space where 

the future of the community—the children—met. However, playgrounds are 

now abandoned or dilapidated in many places, which is a striking indicator of 

the decline of community life. In Edele ny, there are few public spaces that can 

be used as playgrounds by the locals. The Riemer Sa ndor playground is a new 

development; for many years, the damaged playground symbolically signalled 

the disappearance of the former value system. 

After the change of regime, the status of housing estates declined 

significantly as a result of industrial restructuring. The former working classes 

were gradually pushed out of the formal labour market, and at the same time, 

housing estates became socially marginalized. The deterioration of the built 

environment, neglected public spaces, declining population, and concentration 

of poverty all indicate that the spaces of former modernity have now become 

spaces of post-industrial crisis. 

The decline of industrial communities is not merely an economic process, 

but also a loss of identity: the collective self-identity of industrial workers, 

which was linked to production and community order, was fundamentally 

shaken in the post-socialist era. This change can be clearly observed in Edele ny 

and the surrounding settlements. 

During fieldwork, several interviewees expressed similar thoughts: "in the 

old days, everyone knew their place," "you had to keep order because your 

neighbours were watching," "now everyone is preoccupied with their own 

problems." These narratives reflect not only nostalgia, but also the 

transformation of community control and social self-image. 

The housing estate is thus an example of an in-between space in the 

anthropological sense (Bhabha 1994:37): it is both a legacy of the past and a

marginality of the present, where the categories of urbanity and rurality are 

blurred. 

The visual elements of housing estate architecture—identical blocks of 

flats, grey concrete, linear layout—reflect the modernization ideology of the 

1950s. Krisztina Fehe rva ry (2013:5) describes the phenomenon of concrete 

and functional architecture becoming a visual metaphor for development as 

socialist materiality. In the 21st century, these forms have fallen into disrepair 

in many places, but new visual layers have been built on top of them: colourfully 

painted facades, individual decorations, plastic windows. 

These visual transformations are signs of a reframing of identity. Residents 

strive to give personal meaning to the space, to make the uniform environment 

of the housing estate more human and unique. This process is not only 

aesthetic, but also symbolic self-expression: a new interpretation of an identity 

inherited from modernity but no longer identified with. 

According to the photographic documentation produced during the 

fieldwork, the residents of housing estates often "privatize" public spaces: they 

transform them with their own flower beds, benches, and garden decorations. 

These practices are small but significant gestures of reclaiming identity: 

reclaiming space symbolizes active presence and self-determination. 

V. The cityscape 

In the Finke district of Edele ny, especially on Finkei Road and Bocskai Istva n 

Road, the built heritage of the industrialization era and the spatial codes of local 

identity are clearly visible. The streetscape shows a divided world: on one side 

are old family houses, mostly built between the two world wars or even earlier, 

with a few newer, renovated buildings in between. These houses are unique, 

varying in size and colour, with individual solutions appearing on their facades, 

roof shapes, and courtyards reflecting the social status and tastes of their 

owners. 

On the other side of the road, however, stands one of the best-known types 

of socialist housing, commonly referred to as Ka da r-kocka k (Ka da r cubes). 

These identical, typically square-shaped, single-story brick houses with hipped 
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roofs were built in the 1960s and 1970s based on standard designs as part of 

state housing construction programs. Many cube houses were built throughout 

the country, and they became a visual emblem of socialist modernization. 

Today, opinions about these houses are ambivalent. On the one hand, they 

are a practical and democratic type of building: they could be constructed 

quickly, cheaply, and without the need for a qualified designer, which enabled 

many working-class and peasant families to build their own homes. On the 

other hand, however, the standard designs also became a symbol of the loss of 

individuality and the uniformity of the townscape. The strict symmetry and 

identical facade rhythm of the houses resulted in a monotonous streetscape that 

reflected the egalitarian but homogenizing ideology of the state socialist era. To 

break up the uniformity, the gardens, fences, and vegetation surrounding the 

houses lend individual character to the streetscape. Ornamental plants, rows of 

thuja trees, garden sculptures, and homemade gates have become spaces for 

residents to express themselves, where collective form and individual taste 

meet. Field observations show that these micro-differences are signs of the 

reconstruction of property relations and personal identity in the post-socialist 

period: the house and garden are a symbolic reclaiming of one's own world. 

VI. Layers of street names 

A significant portion of the city's streets are named after canonized figures 

from Hungarian history and culture: Ja nos Arany, Lajos Kossuth, Istva n 

Sze chenyi, Ferenc Ra ko czi, Istva n Bocskai, Sa ndor Peto fi, Endre Ady, Be la 

Barto k, Zsigmond Mo ricz, etc. These names represent a universal layer of 

national identity, aligning with a higher level, status, and value, connecting the 

local community to the pantheon of national heroes. All this suggests that 

Edele ny—although it developed as an industrial town—built its self-image not 

on the labour movement or mining identity, but on belonging to the cultural 

unity of the nation. 

Abstract values dominate the naming conventions of the socialist era: 

Freedom Road, Peace Road, Friendship Road, Youth Road, New World Road, 

Sunbeam Road, Flower Road. These names convey the collectivist values of the 

era in an ideology-free form: the symbolism of community, development, 
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human-centeredness, and faith in the future. The names are linked to housing 

estates or newly built parts of the city. The names preserve the optimism of the 

industrial era, even if the concepts have become empty and lost their political 

meaning. 

After the change of regime, street names with religious and historical 

references appeared: Szent Erzse bet Street, Szent Ma rton Road, U jtemplom 

Road, Va ralja Road. These names reflect the change in values and the search for 

new legitimacy in the post-socialist era. Names with religious or local 

significance can also be interpreted as an alternative search for identity after 

the decline of industry. 

The vast majority of the people named are men. Of the 99 names, only two 

female figures can be identified (De ryne , Saint Elizabeth). This male-centred 

politics of memory also reflects the social structure of the industrial era: public 

life, industry, and community hero worship were linked to men. The absence of 

female figures suggests that the language of the town's identity continues to be 

defined by heroic, public, masculine narratives, pushing the female spheres of 

care, community organization, and education into the background. This is not 

only the case in Edele ny, but in most Hungarian settlements.  

Surprisingly, there are hardly any direct references to the industrial past 

among the street names in Edele ny: there are Ba nya sz u t (Miner's Road) and 

Ta rna u t (Mine Road), as well as Ko va go  u t (Stone Cutter's Road), which evoke 

memories of mass industry. There is one personal name that has been 

incorporated into the industrial identity of several towns in industrial housing 

estates. In Edele ny, this person is Ka lma n Kando . 

This omission indicates that the town does not treat its industrial past as an 

identity-forming element. The absence is a statement of memory policy: the 

social and environmental consequences of the industrial era (mine closures, 

unemployment, social crisis) have not become an open part of the community's 

memory. The city has instead tried to overwrite the past with general national 

and humanist values. 

A significant proportion of the street names in Edele ny have a topographical 

or directional function: Vizsolyi u t, Va ralja u t, Szentpe teri u t, Patak u t, Mezo  u t, 

Kenderfo ldi u t, Finkei u t, Csa sztai u t, Borsodi u t, Bo dva u t, Belva rosi u t, etc. 

These names refer to the geographical structure of the landscape and the 
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former settlement network, while also preserving the memory of local land use. 

Such names mostly follow the transport logic of the pre-industrialisation 

period: the names of roads leading out of the centre of the settlement point in 

the direction of neighbouring villages or landscape features (river, hill, field) 

(Kenderfo ldi u t, Mezo  u t, Patak u t, To lgyfa u t, Va ralja u t, Verespart utca). 

Topographical street names thus reveal the network of spatial relationships and 

at the same time express the geographical embeddedness of local identity. 

While ideological or national names place the city in the symbolic space of 

Hungarian culture, these names preserve the language of everyday spatial 

perception and local experience. In the period following the industrial era, this 

layer has become particularly valuable, with topographical street names 

functioning as local memories that simultaneously record and localize the 

physical and social space of the city. 

The street names of Edele ny are unique reflections of the linguistic-

ideological stratification of industrial heritage. Direct memories of the 

industrial era are hardly visible, but socialist modernity and the national canon 

indirectly continue to convey the values of progress and work. In the decades 

following the change of regime, the city has been trying to reorient itself within 

the Hungarian cultural space, not as an industrial city, but as a historical, 

religious, and nature-oriented settlement. 

The naming pattern thus reflects both the untellable nature of the industrial 

heritage and the rewriting of local identity: the street name map is 

simultaneously a topography of forgetting and remembering.

Rakaca, inner area: the non-depopulated 
village 

Abstract 
Not only has emigration stopped from Rakaca and its population stabilized regarding the 

last five years of demographic data, but there was a year when more were born than in 

the previous year – also, looking at the statistics, in 2025 there were exactly as many 

inhabitants as five years earlier. I am looking for meeting points in the community where 

these attitudes can be deepened, where parents can discuss how to behave with 

members of the aforementioned generation. I consider the meeting points to be the 

community's agoras, which, according to my assumption, play a key role in shaping local 

public life. 

Keywords: micro-community, private settlement, established roles, fantasy gravitation, opinion 

leader centres 

I. Introduction 

Rakaca, the settlement situated in the north of Borsod Abau j Zemple n 

county near the Slovakian border can described as a private village. As for the 

nearby settlement have been mostly characterized by depopulation regarding 

the demographic data of the past decade, these villages became depopulated 

and almost emptied. However, in Rakaca not emigration not only stopped and 

its population was stabilized regarding the last five years of demographic data, 

but there was a year when more were born than the previous year – also, 

looking at the statistics, in 2025 there were exactly as many inhabitants as five 

years earlier.44  The most important attitude experienced in the village that the 

Roma families cling tooth and nail to their own micro-community, so they do 

not even let their children go to further places, so that members of the 

 
44 The data comes from the nepesseginfo.hu database.

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generation between 14-18 years old do not step outside the borders of the 

village for a long time, by tasting the novelty of freedom might leave Rakaca. I 

am looking for meeting points in the village where these attitudes can deepen, 

where parents can discuss how they should behave with the members of the 

previously mentioned generation. I consider the meeting points the agora of the 

village, which are – in my opinion – play a key role in setting the local public life. 

As for the interviewees, I looked for owners of physically well-defined areas or 

influential figures in those areas. Thus, in these places, the opinion leaders of 

the locals meet spontaneously or according to some ritual and set a discourse 

among the members of the given group. The established roles are then passed 

on to decision-making discussions within the family. I think the articulated 

narrative memory made in these agoras contributes to the cultural evolution of 

the village. On the basis of the foregoing, I reckon that these agoras or local 

community spaces offer the ground for forming the social relationships and 

mental orientations of the residents, and the general mood of the community. 

(Farago , 2024) The structure around the people can be regarded homogenous 

as well, as most of the inhabitants belong to the Roma community, so conveying 

messages and accepting attitudes can happen much faster and without 

obstacles. (Sherif, 1981). With the discussions made in the meeting points I 

would like to show why the population of Rakaca can be stagnant and I justify 

the fact that the personified agoras can be called communication opinion leader 

centres: these are places explicitly for common daydreaming and fantasy 

gravitation, where participants can meet their need for publicity and have the 

most significant influence in the village. (Habermas, 1999) 

II. Roma private community after the threefold 

exchange in population 

One of the oldest Greek-Catholic church community is in Rakaca, it was 

established in 1619 – narrated by Gyo zo  Balogh, Greek-Catholic pastor, the host 

of the only church in the village. (Gyo zo  Balogh interview, 2024) There is, 

however, a Catholic bell tower, but nobody uses that, furthermore, the Greek-

Catholics initiated the renovation of the previously ruined building. The 

question is how the Roma population got here in such numbers. There were 
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exchanges three times in the village: in the beginning of the 1700s, almost all of 

the Hungarians died out due to the Plague, at that time the Rusins were settled 

in. It was typical not only for Rakaca but for example Irota as well. Those living 

in Irota still refer to themselves as the descendants of the Rusyns settled in the 

18th century. (Fe nyes, 1851) The Roma invaded the empty houses at the time 

of the third population exchange in the 20th century and their settlement was 

so successful that they were the ones making the village sustainable and 

thriving.  

’From the records of baptisms, I discovered that four Roma families were 

first recorded in Rakaca in the 1800s, perhaps thanks to Maria Theresa's former 

decree, and now the settlement is almost entirely of Roma origin, which they 

themselves also claim to be. Assimilation was very violent at that time; three 

thousand Roma children were taken from their families in the monarchy and 

attempts were made to place them with Hungarian families, but apparently very 

few survived – claimed Gyo zo  Balogh. Today, 99% of the village is Roma living 

in Rakaca. I have made several attempts at settling whether they mind me using 

the word ’gypsy’, but no one objected, they use ’Roma’ as a synonym as well. Just 

like the mayor of the village or the Greek-Catholic pastor and the ten-year-old 

boy, who showed off his abilities with a bike ’rented’ from the Budapest Bike 

system, that could be charged in another town, but no one wants to travel as far 

as Budapest, and they seem to never go anywhere anyway.

From the viewpoint of the research it is important to see what the priest 

concluded from the records of marriages. Roma families marry among 

themselves, typical not only in Rakaca but elsewhere, too, in the area of 

Csereha t. 

“That is why genes within the family have not really been able to be renewed. 

It is not by chance that the Greek Catholic Church allows marriage only from the 

fifth generation onwards. So they pay a lot of attention to this. In Rakaca, I have 

noticed that the father and mother of a child often have the same surname. This 

means that they are second or third cousins. Yes, this is still the case today. So, 

unfortunately, we have to talk about a very insular community." 

Most people in the village take part in the Greek-Catholic spiritual practice, 

that is, the church standing on the hill of the village can truly be considered one 

of the settlement's agoras. The Roma pastor, who also holds a doctorate, sets an 

example with his directness and his family of three children, showing that with 

perseverance and by breaking with local bad habits, it is indeed possible to 
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succeed and get ahead. His wife leads the School of the Maltese Charity Service, 

thus showing examples of humanism, perseverance and the Romani identity. 

The Greek-Catholic church is situated at the highest point of Rakaca, serving 

as a defensive stand in the World War, according to the pastor. There is a three-

part fresco in Russian Icon style depicting the Last Supper. It was also exhibited 

in Rome, at the Pontifical Hungarian Academy. It has two bullet holes meaning 

the church was under shooting in the war. 

An interesting feature of the church garden is that there is still a lot of white 

worm wood growing in the courtyard. This herb is used in several medicinal 

liqueurs, such as the Czech Becherovka, as one of its flavourings. I learned that 

one of the members of the congregation soaked it in Rakaca palinka, which gave 

it a green colour and an aniseed flavour. 

III. School on the Border Hill: All Seats Are Taken 

Rakaca is a rejuvenating village. 130 out of the 950 people attend the school 

situated on the hill. Almost half of the population is not older than 35 – as shown 

by Sa ndor Hoda k, the first man of the village elected only a short time ago. He 

lives in Rakacaszende but he has a shop here as well. In Rakaca there are three 

convenience stores within 150 meters, one of them has a neighbouring tobacco 

shop, so there is a full service for everyday goods. When I was there not only a 

single child were waiting and playing, since they cannot enter the shop; rules 

must be kept, however, at the same time there is a notification on radio when 

an unknown car rolls on the ’mashed up’ asphalt in the village. Rakaca is 

undoubtedly one of the nicest places I have been, there are three streams 

running together at the border of the village, so then merging into the Rakaca 

stream carrying water and occasionally the trash towards the reservoir. There 

is an abandoned marble mine here, which could provide beautiful stone and 

create jobs, but nature conservation takes priority over economic reason. 

The school itself is decent, it is not immaculate but moderately renovated. 

It is not among the pedagogical top models but all students have their place in 

it, which can be considered good if we look at the 130 of elementary students. 

What is the reason behind the so many children born here? – asking Andrea 
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Budenecz, school director. „There are many young couples, however, in 

disadvantaged settlements such as Rakaca are typically inhabited by older people, 

while young people move away in search of work opportunities. Here, the young 

cannot even leave, or if they do, then they return for some reason after some time. 

Children are afraid of moving, they are hesitant towards foreign places. About a 

year and a half ago, we managed to organize a trip or two for them with buses 

that got full of the students. I still cannot organize a camp for them. The kids 

would love to travel, but the parents do not let them because of fear. The problem 

is that parental fear causes the children not open to the outside world. When they 

go to secondary school they are terrified and leave school after a week. Typically, 

the older students go to school for one or two weeks then they come back and just 

hang on.” (Budenecz interview, 2024.) 

It should be added that the frequency of public transport services is 

comparable to that of the last century: it takes a whole day to travel to a nearby 

town or to Miskolc to go shopping, visit the doctor, or attend high school. If a 

parent goes shopping in the morning without an own car they can get back 

home in the evening in the best case. One cannot take the kids to school and get 

them after the daycare. There were only a handful of cars, no garages, houses 

with no exception are all ruined and not fully inhabited. The latter expression 

means that due to a broken roof, only a small shed can be called a flat. Mr Hoda k 

showed me the statistics saying there are 288 houses in Rakaca and 5 of them 

are vacant. I doubt that as I was walking through the street several times and I 

saw there are more houses in ruins having trees growing on the roof. 

The renovated school is not only an educational centre but also the most 

significant community space of the village. Children and parents, mainly 

mothers meet in this agora, where it is only possible to change the attitudes of 

Roma families in very small steps. 

Parents do not move due to the previously mentioned reasons; they live on 

very little money. As surprising as it may seem, I believe that because of this 

physical limitation, they simply do not know the world around them. According 

to the school director, whatever they randomly see on Facebook and the 

Internet is not the reality they would find if they travelled to Edele ny or Miskolc. 

They would not feel safe there anyway. “Parents therefore fear for the children 

causing an attitude in the kids when they do not feel safe either. They go to Szászfa, 
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Krasznokvajda or ride a bike to the Rakaca Lake, which are not far, can be done 

by a bike-ride.”

Even worse, that the Roma children attending the school in Rakaca start 

with a significant disadvantage according to their abilities. School data states 

that there is a first grader who uses fewer than fifty words. (Terestye ni, 2006) 

As for the Kindergarten, there is a Kindergarten teacher only every now and 

then. Students get into the elementary schools that they practically cannot sit 

at a table in a normal manner. (Tolcsvai Nagy, 2020) „Regarding their abilities, 

there are many disadvantaged students at least 30% of the class. At the same 

time, it is hard to make parents understood that something should be done, 

when a student turns out to have problems. They immediately identify this as, 
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"Oh my God, they're going to take the child to Tornana daska," literally saying 

that they are going to take the child to the crazy kids. There is the closest special 

needs school, it doesn't have a very good reputation, it's a boarding school, and 

they don't want that. Neither the parents nor the children. Therefore, I ask for 

an inspection in vain, they would have to go to Edele ny for that. And they do not 

go. I think there were like 3 inspections during a two years’ period, and that is 

a great accomplishment.” 

People in Rakaca are very superstitious, in spite of the fact that they also 

belong to the Greek-Catholic church – as parents said in the school-agora. There 

was a dog whining around the school when parents living nearby, the Roma 

janitor and the children chanted together that there will surely be a death. They 

can be very affected by these things, if you say something silly. „The other day, 

they made me mad, and I just told them I would die immediately but haunt them 

afterwards, so they were sitting like angels, because they are very superstitious.” 

IV. Diagnosis in Rakaca 

People can most effectively discover themselves and others through social 

diagnoses or, more simply, through social discourse. One of the places where 

symbols are conveyed in Rakaca is the school, where not only students but also, 

almost unnoticed, parents receive an education. They learn based on the 

symbolic interactions of Mead to make sense of the society surrounding them: 

we can know something if we can give it a name. (Griffin, 2003) Thus, at parent-

teacher meetings, people talking to each other collectively shape their own local 

social world. The agora is the physical connecting place of the community; a 

person must be a member of a community before the "me" that reflects the 

reactions of others can develop, and this can already be considered social 

pedagogy. 

Nevertheless, the village is very heavily stressed because of the living 

difficulties among others. Mayor Sa ndor Hoda k told in the interview that only 

ten out of 950 people leave to work. There used to be a bus service for the 

workers of the Bosch in Miskolc, but it was terminated, leaving the opportunity 

closed for the locals as it is not possible to commute by public bus or train. The 

Roma usually collect blackthorn berries, berries, and medicinal herbs, which 
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are bought from them by the local council; this is their livelihood. And 

occasionally, community jobs. The diagnosis of Rakaca was given by Hilda 

Balogh-Beri, the leader of the Maltese Charity Service, a professional working 

in the village in the framework of catching-up settlements program. In her 

opinion, most students go to the secondary schools after finishing elementary 

school but get only to Szendro . However, reality shows that they get their 

certificates in vain, as their professional knowledge is not marketable. It's 

pointless to train as a seamstress if you can't hem a pair of pants in the end. 

Hilda Balogh-Beri says Kindergarten preparation is missing from Rakaca. There 

is no doctor or paediatrician in the village. There are no utilities, no water in the 

houses only at public outlets. Children are afraid to go to school because of stray 

dogs. You can see how it is also difficult to cooperate with the parents as well – 

see figure 1. The behaviour patterns of families however, leave much to be 

desired, to put it mildly. (Hilda Balogh-Beri interview, 2024)

A typical instance of a talented girl, says Hilda Balogh-Beri, who was a good 

learner, had ministry in the church and was active in the school as well and was 

accepted to the Grammar School in Edele ny. It is a very good school but she 

no utilities parents unable to

a need for

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could not go because her mother did not let her there; the family demanded her 

to study in Szendro , as it paid a scholarship for her – 82 000 forints. This is what 

their income consists of at the moment. 

Talent is not the point but simply supporting the family. If the bigger family 

needs their scholarship they have zero chance to advance. A quarter of the 

village's population cannot support themselves, according to the diagnosis of 

the Maltese Charity Service. 

V. The Street as an Agora 

In the past seven years there were more than 300 children baptized in the 

village, that is the third of the whole population at the moment. (Gyo zo  Balogh 

interview, 2024) There are practically three or four but often eight children in 

one family. The number of population in Rakaca certainly changes continuously. 

Obviously more move away: those who can work a little and get themselves 

together financially can save for moving away, as they do not see their future 

here. There is almost no work opportunities in Rakaca, only the public jobs. As 

the first man in the village, Sa ndor Hoda k would like to see those who want to 

take the public jobs could ’go out’.45 There is a need for a playground as there is 

none at the school or elsewhere in the village and they would also like to build 

a parking area at the cemetery. 

“People should be brought together. I would like a place where people could 

walk straight in the streets, not humiliated, at least saying hello, or how are you 

to each other. I know exactly that is the hardest, as it must come from the inside, 

there is much to work to do to convey this feeling to the people.” (Hoda k interview, 

2024) 

As we can see the mayor added the most evident public space after the 

others, the street, where people meet each other every day in Rakaca. It is 

obviously the most original meeting space for forging communities that I 

missed before.

Around Rakaca there is an organic farm, which is an area where everything 

grows under natural conditions, so the mayor already has plans for a fruit and 

herb processing plant. There would be no need to transport raw materials 

hundreds of kilometres. This would help a lot in the unemployment situation. 

’The area is cheaper than a location close to the city, and they would be able to 

find workers more quickly here.”

The largest employer in the area is an agricultural company, which farms 

such a large area that it is considered significant even on a national scale. Only 

twelve people work for them, three from Rakaca and the rest from Martonyi and 

other nearby villages. Their livestock farm is located in Rakaca, but La szlo  

Veress, the estate's "manager," said that there would be no increase in staff even 

when the pig farm opens, because such a large operation is expected to provide 

the highest level of automatization. However, those who work for them take an 

example of precise, reliable work, which means that if it is needed, they will 
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certainly be able to find employment elsewhere. Veress also talked about how 

it was not easy to get the villagers understand that they must not mow the 

pastures that did not belong to them. And when they come with horse-drawn 

carts to collect hay, they should not litter the forest floor. 

“The reality of these people is that they have fishing, hunting and collecting 

lifestyles. And then we came around and asked them not to mow everywhere from 

now on. I told them they can take the grass, but when winter comes, I would drive 

the grey cattle into their gardens to graze or eat what they had gathered there. 

What's more, when they came for hay with their horse-drawn carts, they always 

brought the trash from their homes, which of course was then left behind in the 

pastures. I made a notebook with photos of the piles of trash, we set up cameras, 

and finally the mess stopped.” (Veress interview, 2024) 

I also classify economic spaces as agoras in Rakaca, because, as can be seen 

from the previous interview, they do indeed have a socializing effect. They 

shape communities because they inevitably bring workplace culture with them. 

However, this is also the flaw in the Rakaca diagnosis, because all the education, 

group discussions, and "mirror" therapy are in vain if the settlement in Borsod 

has the fewest workplaces for the time being.

Terminal Point Tornabarakony: the 
Residents’ Village 

Abstract 
One of the smallest number of residents in the country live in Tornabarakony. All that is 

primarily due to the ’new residents’, who are not ’sharply’ from Barakony, so that they 

were not born here and their ancestors neither, but they are „newcomers” or immigrants. 

Today, those ’residents’ – they are called in this way – make the majority of the village, 

who used to be holidaymakers. I will give an account of what factors bind residents to 

the settlement that is based on Rusyn traditions. 

Keywords: dual residence, word-of-mouth marketing, new village, cultural melting pot 

 

’We are in the world to be at home somewhere in it.’ (Áron Tamási) 

 

I. Introduction 

One of the smallest number of residents in the country live in 

Tornabarakony; on the day of election it is the first place where they finish 

voting. All that is primarily due to the ’new residents’, who are not ’sharply’ from 

Barakony, so that they were not born here and their ancestors neither, but they 

are „newcomers” or immigrants. Today, those ’residents’ – they are called in this 

way – make the majority of the village, who used to be holidaymakers. They 

bought the real estates for cheap, because they thought they can escape the 

hustle of the town to the natural silence, among the hills of the Csereha t, to be a 

little bit closed off of the world. They did not think that the distance from other 

populated areas will only increase in the first quarter of the 21st century. 

Tornabarakony today is a dead-end settlement, very much cut off from the 
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outside world. The village can be reached only from one road by car from 

Tornaszentandra s. However, only those dare to take that way who really must 

as the asphalt road spread in the 60s and 70s of the last century shows only bits 

and pieces, and among them there are thousands of holes and potholes so it is 

a daring, axle-testing challenge to drive here. Calling an ambulance in a hurry is 

considered absurd around here. 

Nevertheless, the new residents do not want to move anywhere else. There 

is no house for sale, so in other words, they filled and conquered the possible 

space; those who live there do not put their estates on sale. I will give an account 

of what factors bind residents to the settlement that is based on Rusyn 

traditions. There is a local heritage repository in Tornabarakony, which is 

maintained by two local communities. This could be considered a curiosity in 

itself as well, as the number of active members is not much less than the 

population of Barakony. The members of the communities, and everyone else 

who is not formally connected to the civil circles, are working to preserve local 

public and cultural values that now exist only in the memories of a few long-

time residents. Fortunately, communication can be called a dynamic community 

activity in Tornabarakony. Although the last surviving residents of Barakony 

were rather reluctant to talk to us researchers, and we were unable to persuade 

anyone to be interviewed, the residents reported that there was constant 

dialogue between them. (Fukuyama, 2013) 

In addition to the communication aspect of the attachment index, I would 

also like to find out whether there are any jobs available in this tiny village, 

where not a single company or institution has settled in. (Kiss, 2013) Besides 

the settlement keeping factors I consider the word of mouth marketing an 

important role in the life of Tornabarakony. The National Blue Trail route passes 

through the village resulting in many trespassing the village. The interviews 

made in the village showed that many return to the village after having a very 

good impression of the ‘reserved village’ after walking the ‘Blue trail’. I will also 

analyze the settlement of 30-50 residents from a place of remembrance aspect, 

where textual and material documents of recent and ancient history have been 

excavated. Preservation of local values and the vitality of the village is 

exemplary for the outsiders. I read in one of the posts of a social media page 

that ‘if all people could have a Tornabarakony, the whole country would be able 

to get saved.’ 
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II. Settlement in Two Waves 

Tornabarakony is situated on about seventy kilometres north of Miskolc, a 

dead-end settlement with Tornaszentandra s as its closest village, with one of 

the roads in the worst condition leading to it. Potholes are practically 

impossible to avoid, by the time I manage a hole, another wheel is sure to hit a 

next pothole. Transport conditions here could not have been much worse 

hundreds of years ago, we learned the hard way – when we took a group of 

student researchers to the village in Csereha t by the university bus – that you 

cannot rely on satellite navigation. The GPS would probably have shown a dirt 

road from the direction of Szalonna because of the terrible macadam road, but 

it was completely unrunnable due to the heavy rain. Later, in Tornabarakony, 

they smiled at us, saying that we weren't the only ones who had been led wrong 

by the navigator. Coming from Miskolc, this detour meant an extra thirty 

kilometres. Reluctantly, we bumped along the three kilometres between 

Szentandra s and Barakony several times. 

In his 1851 atlas, Elek Fe nyes describes the settlement as a ‘small 

Hungarian-Slovak village’ located "in the county of Pozsony, half an hour from 

Galanta." (Fe nyes, 1851) During the Turkish invasion, Barakony suffered the 

same fate as all the surrounding villages: its inhabitants fled or were 

slaughtered. In the 18th century, the Gyulay family became the landowners 

there, and after 1720, the depopulated village was repopulated with Rusyn 

Greek-Catholic serfs. At the time of the 1851 census, Tornabarakony had 385 

inhabitants. Rusyn traditions are still strongest in Barakony, so much so that 

even the settlers accept them, despite having been baptized in a different 

religion: in the interviews, everyone without exception talks about practicing 

their faith in the Greek Catholic church built in the 18th century. 

Edit Jenei was one of the first to discover the tranquility of Csereha t. “I came 

to this village firstly exactly 41 years ago. I had no relatives or ancestors here. In 

other words, people started moving away from here to larger settlements 40 years 

ago, or they grew old and died, and then you could buy a house here for peanuts. 

I was here for the first time in 1984. My cousin's wife was a teacher and took 

children on vacation to Perkupa, and she told us to come and see it. Of course, my 

whole family thought they were crazy, because they had a beautiful two- storey-
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house in Karcag, so why would they come here to buy a rundown house? My God, 

how could anyone live here? But now, anyone who stays a little longer and feels 

the appeal of this place wants nothing but just counting the days until they can 

come back here. I accept that it's not so easy to jump out of everyday life into the 

countryside. So many people keep their two homes.” (Jenei interview, 2025)

The settlers arrived in two waves, and the locals who were still living in 

Barakony at the time gave them the name "residents." Erzse bet Jenei and several 

others bought the vacant houses of people who had moved to the city in the last 

years of the Ka da r regime, especially for vacation homes. They typically came 

from the Debrecen area and chose Csereha t because of its mountains. At that 

time, they were not yet permanent residents of Tornabarakony. Around 2020, 

this generation grew old, sold their houses, or passed away. This led to a 
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generational change within the holiday community. Even today, it is typical for 

many people from Debrecen to own a property there; Edit Jenei also came from 

the city in the Hajdu sa g. In the second round, the tidiness, traditions, and 

isolation of the settlement were the things that mattered, said Mayor Miha ly 

Szila gyi in the interview. “It's like stepping into another world. In the first round, 

they just liked it, bought a good place, very cheaply, and that was it. In the second 

wave of settlement, consciousness was much more important. Obviously, from an 

investment point of view, it is no coincidence that there are no properties for sale 

in Tornabarakony today.” (Szila gyi interview, 2025) 

The most sensitive issue in the village is the number of people living here 

and the number of properties. According to the locals, everyone has a defense 

mechanism working in them, as they believe that any interest from journalists 

and communication channels has only been harmful so far. “We don't want 

others to know that there are six of us in the village today because of the residents 

of the surrounding settlements,” said Edit Jenei. “If I count them, 70-80 people are 

connected to the village. 34 of these were able to register Tornabarakony as their 

permanent address. I have been a permanent resident here since 2009; my 

apartment in Debrecen is only my place of residence. So we started with nine 

people when the number of original Barakony residents decreased so much, but 

now we are the Barakony residents.” (Jenei interview, 2025) 

One element of the attachment index examines the families of members of 

the local community, meaning that the more ancestors someone can list in a 

given settlement, the more likely they feel secure there. My interviewees so far 

either have no “roots” in Tornabarakony or, like the mayor, have moved away 

and live elsewhere. In this case, attachment is more closely linked to places of 

memory. This suggests that there is a form of community integration that 

cannot be attributed to family ties. (Farago , 2023) 
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III. Protected Heritage Sites 

The culture of commemoration is based on forms of relating to the past. The 

group, in this case the village, provides the framework for commemoration, 

there by local history is directed and reinterpreted.  Collective memory and 

anecdotic analysis were articulated in conversations where the "residents" still 

had the opportunity to talk with the long-time residents of Tornabarakony, thus 

successfully conveying the social framework of the past. According to Assman, 

cultural memory links to social perception with cultural knowledge. (Assman, 

2004) In case of Tornabarakony, imitative thinking can be observed: everyday 

actions (rituals), customs, and most morals are passed on through mimetic 

imitation. Objects preserved from past eras help us remember the figures of 

local society of our recent past. When people are afraid of unfriendly 

newcomers, they fear that the above-mentioned rituals will be forgotten by 

those who cannot connect to the protected places of memory, whether real or 

imaginary. 

The house where Edit Jenei lives today caught the attention of 

ethnographers at the Szentendre open-air museum decades ago. Experts in folk 

architecture measured it and wanted to rebuild it in the open-air museum. “In 

the end, I saved it, that is, I bought it and renovated it,” says Edit Jenei, showing 

us around in the kitchen, where we are talking. “We have nine locally protected 

buildings in the entire village, plus one historic building. We are working on the 

authentic renovation of these houses: we are trying to convince others to use less 

cement and more natural materials, because these houses can only breathe if we 

don't seal them off with cement. That is how I got here.” 

Edit Jenei's house was built by master builders from Perkupa, and it is a so-

called American-style house. At the turn of the 20th century, many people from 

Barakony went to Canada and America to work. They spent five years there, but 

had no intention of staying, so they came home and built houses. They had 

plenty of money, so they were able to build large houses with much more 

interior space than the old buildings here. "So this house belonged to one of the 

largest landowners. We know that it was built by master builders from Perkupa 

because there are other beautiful houses like this one. Where does this history 
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come from, how do you know who built this house and who the master builders 

were?” I asked the owner of the house. 

IV. Attachment Factors  

"The person who inherited and then sold me this house apologized for not 

managing to burn everything before I bought it. When I got the keys and looked 

around the house, it was almost completely empty, and I almost passed out, but 

he told me to calm down, saying there was still plenty to burn in the attic. They 

were old papers and documents. That's how I know that they had made a planting 

plan for even this very poor-quality land. I found records from the 1910s: they 

could plant 36 different crops. I found letters written from America asking those 

who had stayed at home if they had received the five dollars in the envelope they 

had sent them. I keep everything at the bottom of my closet, from medical 

prescriptions to everything else, because back then, people here went to Kosice for 

the market, the doctor, and the lawyer, not to Miskolc.”

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One of the characteristics of the settlement is its new settlers, who have 

become local patriots, in a way that they were able to establish a local civic 

organization in Barakony to preserve local values. This suggests that people not 

only live there, but also cultivate the common living space. This was the case 

with those who bought property in the so-called first wave, initially only to be 

vacation homes: an emotional attachment developed. I assume that even 

without naming it, many people consider Tornabarakony their own settlement 

and do not think of it as just a small, remote vacation village, but as a place 

worth returning to. The population of Tornabarakony has changed significantly 

over the past four decades, along with the changes of some of the local 

attachment indices, but the village environment has remained, living on in the 

settlers, in the new village that now also has roots in places of memory.

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Communicative co-thinking is an essential ingredient and facilitator of a 

dynamic community activity and of all other types of cooperation. It is obvious 

that those who are capable of reflective conversation and thinking in the 

perceptual space, rather than simply favouring the "mailbox" metaphor, will 

occupy a better position in the local attachment index. 

In addition to the mayor and two local representatives, there are two civil 

organizations operating in Tornabarakony, while the number of registered 

permanent residents is less than forty. Edit Jenei is the leader of the Patakvo lgy 

Association. The other civil society organization, the Friends of Tornabarakony 

Foundation, published a watercolour map of the village. After the 2015 

Hungarikum Act was passed, a local treasure collection was created. The local 

government and civil organizations organize several events every month from 

March 25, the Feast of the Annunciation, until the end of November. (Eco, 1998) 

Jo zsef De zsi and his family moved to the village because their child's illness: 

their doctor recommended an environment close to nature. They bought a 

house and have been here for three decades. Although they are not permanent 

residents, as retirees they spend more and more time here. They tend to stay in 

the back of the courtyard and rarely sit on the benches set up on the village 

streets for chatting, but they do not exclude themselves from village life either. 

"I also find it fulfilling to cut down trees and chop firewood," said Jo zsef De zsi. 

"But if necessary, I help out during the holidays. There is a hill with ovens here in 

the village. In August, when the Barakonyért Association organizes the festival, I 

also go there to bake pancakes. It's a folk art event, and we usually bake pancakes 

from 25 kilos of flour, which makes 60-70 pancakes per kilo. But then I skip the 

drinking, I don't take part in that. However, I always go to the Greek Catholic mass, 

even though I'm Reformed." (De zsi interview, 2025) 

The village priest himself comes from across the border, from Ba nhorva t in 

Slovakia, which is another unique feature of Barakony; there are not many 

similar cases in Hungary. I found several of the covered wooden benches 

mentioned by Jo zsef De zsi on the long main street in Tornabarakony. These can 

also be considered community spaces in the village, but I know from my own 

experience that they are also a favorite snacking spot for hikers on the Blue 

Trail, not to mention that they provide shelter from the rain when needed. 
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V. Riding a Water Tank on a Bumpy Road 

Tornabarakony undoubtedly has an extremely diverse natural 

environment, but the absurdity of the public road leading to it and its water 

supply does not contribute to the development of the village's brand. I have 

already mentioned the bumpy road, and Mayor Miha ly Szila gy considers 

obtaining money and builders for the road to be one of his most important tasks. 

So far, this has not been achieved, and it will not be until the fall of 2025. Then 

there is the water network, from which water is delivered by water tanks. 

"Yes, this is a cardinal problem. One is the road, which is practically 

inaccessible or very difficult to drive on. The other problem is the water tank, 

because in the absence of our own functioning waterworks, and with no other 

solution available, the water arrives in tanks. They pump the water into the 

reservoir on the hill then bump along the terrible road. We do have a waterworks 

area, but the pumps are not working, so this needs to be fixed as soon as possible. 

Of course, there are minor problems, such as the lack of shops. In the summer, for 

example, a blue trail traveller comes and spends a night here, in one of the 

accommodation places but he cannot even buy a roll in the morning since there 

are no shops. We have to find some kind of solution to that.” 

It is still the hikers, however, who could spread good reputation of the 

village. (Fekete 2004) They are not discouraged by the poor access road, as the 

hiking trail is much better. Word of mouth is also important for organizers of 

tourist attractions. Word of mouth marketing offers considerable opportunities. 

(Markos-Kujbus, 2013) Especially as it often costs nothing at all; the 

effectiveness of the theme depends only on creative imagination. Word-of-

mouth marketing is one factor in building commitment in business and 

hospitality trust. (Cheng – Thadani, 2012) 

In summer, groups of hikers follow one another. Tornabarakony has a good 

reputation for its accommodations, and compared to neighbouring towns, 

people here are friendlier, according to several reviews given by hikers.

The village's brand is therefore closely linked to the Blue Trail, as well as 

the fact that there are already four houses available for rent in the village. 

Among other places, you can stay at the house of former teacher Istva n 

Richta rcsik, the "Teacher's House." Considering that the village has 35-40 

permanent residents, the number of houses available for rent is quite large. 

However, there are not many other jobs here. "Neither our village caretaker nor 

the public workers are from here, so we import our workers," adds Edit Jenei. 

The residents come from Go do llo , Budapest, Karcag, Debrecen, and 

Sze kesfehe rva r, and some of them already work remotely from here. Adrienn 

teaches German classes across half of Europe from here. She has students in 

Norway, but she speaks to them from Barakony. Fortunately, the internet has 

been working flawlessly for two years now, as fibre optic cables have been laid 

throughout the village. 
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The daughter of Edit Jenei's other neighbour got married in Ecuador, and 

every year their children spend three months here in Barakony with their 

family. "It's interesting to listen to them because they are from Košice, so they 

mostly speak Slovak among themselves. In Ecuador, however, the children speak 

Spanish, but they shout at me in Hungarian: Hi, Edit! There are times in the 

summer when many foreigners visit us, and then English is usually the language 

of conversation in Barakony so that we can understand each other, because that's 

how it is. So different cultures coexist well with each other, it's like a melting pot, 

everything comes together. Only politics is left out of this. It is a golden rule for us 

that political debate must be left outside the Barakony sign.” (Jenei interview, 

2025) 

A good example for communication among cultures is Jo zsef De zsi’s 

cooking stove. Aunt Malvin lived two houses away, towards the cemetery, she 

showed the plumbers how to paste the fire pot with salty mud so that it 

preserves the cast iron. “She told me to bring two kilograms of clay, we added salt 

and pasted in the fire pot. It was like salt clay that children use in the 

kindergarten.” (De zsi interview, 2025) 

When more people were alive from the eldest – said Ja nos De zsi, we had 

feasts with la ngos and lard, cooked ’slambuc’, that is also called ’o ho m’ in other 

places – it is important that it should be very thick and substantial. Then 

children listened to their talk with a special accent. The eldest called the 

fireplace a machinery, its oven is called ’rennek’ or ’remnek’. The word 

’doughnut’ was not known in Barakony, local women made ’pa mposka’ or 

’pamposka’. 
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VI. Folk Art in Bulk 

The folk dance or folk art festival is the greatest attraction in 

Tornabarakony, which is organized in the barn hill. ’It is traditionally a folk 

dance meeting, there are many folk singers and folk dancers perform. Cooking, 

eating and having some fun’ – said Mayor Ferenc Szila gyi. “However, I must 

admit that this is mainly targeted at the wider world and is significant from the 

point of view of the value of the village. I also took part in building the barn back 

in the day, so I think it is important, however, it is an event of the visitors.” (Szila gyi 

interview, 2025) 

Hundreds of people arrive to the folk art festival by cars and buses. There 

are so many cars they cannot even park after a while. Outside restrooms were 

closed then. Six hundred people is too many for the village but they take away 

the friendly welcoming. (Jenei interview, 2025) 

Every summer there is a meeting for the descendants of the village, there is 

also a separate village day, and they also have a herbal day in Tornabarakony, 

thanks to a suggestion of a settler. The tradition of sanctification of the herbs is 

already in the local value treasury. E va Szita s, who led the natural science 

division of the North-Slovakian Museum for 25 years, and taught in the 

University of Kosice for years, is tending this tradition. Now that she has been 

retired, she also spends most of her days in Barakony. ’Local ladies say that they 

had healed cows with herbs that were sanctified. (Jenei Interview, 2025) “We 

managed to skip mowing the cemetery until mid-June, because that is the time of 

the ripening of the sword lily. It is part of our values just as the cross barn, of which 

we saved several in the courtyards.” – summarized Edit Jenei the value 

preserving work of the ’residents’ of the village. 

On the basis of the foregoing we can state that the activities of the settlers’ 

communities, the cultural communication, the places of memory preserved 

with local rituals, the virtual groups, the home office workplaces and also the 

infrastructure to be developed all contribute to the local attachment factor in 

Tornabarakony.

Analytical presentation of the results of the 
2024 municipal elections in the surveyed 
settlements with a population of over 1,000 

Abstract 
I joined the project on October 1, 2024, and my task was to prepare a political science 
analysis based on the election data and results of five research settlements. I chose 
settlements with a population of over 1,000 as the subject of my study, as larger 
settlements increase the possibilities for analysis. Thus, Boldva, Borsodszira k, Edele ny, 
Szendro , and Szendro la d became the municipalities under investigation. 
I systematically collected the results of the 2024 municipal elections and also examined 
how the parties' county lists performed in each municipality. 
I then focused primarily on methodological issues. How can settlements of different sizes 
be compared? What are the statistical indicators that can be examined? What are the 
primary and secondary comparable results? Can activity be measured, and can some 
kind of "activity indicator" be created? 

Keywords: methodology, voter turnout, activity indicator 

I. Methodological remarks 

When I began my research, the greatest challenge was posed by the 

significantly “scattered” population of the settlements under examination. This 

made it extremely difficult to conduct a comparative analysis of the municipal 

election data for the settlements. 

Comparing the results of local elections in different settlements poses 

methodological challenges, as there are many factors that influence voting 

behavior in settlements with different population sizes. The most important 

obstacles are presented below. 

Due to differences in the electoral system, smaller municipalities often use 

a list system without individual constituencies, while large cities or county 

seats may use an individual constituency system. In mayoral elections, smaller 
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municipalities often have a single dominant candidate, while larger cities may 

see strong party competition. 

In terms of demographic differences, larger cities are often more 

heterogeneous from a social and economic point of view, which influences 

political preferences. In smaller settlements, the influence of local communities 

may be greater, so personal acquaintance may play a greater role. 

Due to differences in political structure, the representative system in larger 

settlements is more diverse, with national parties dominating. In small 

settlements, independent candidates often have a better chance of running and 

winning. 

Due to differences in participation rates, voters in small towns may be more 

active because they know the candidates, which can lead to more personal 

engagement. In large cities, anonymity can increase political apathy, which can 

result in lower participation rates. 

In small towns, local issues such as infrastructure, jobs, and public services 

play a greater role. In larger towns, national political trends can influence the 

results. 

Statistical and data analysis difficulties arise because the sample size is 

small in smaller towns, which can result in greater variation. In larger cities, 

more complex analysis methods are needed due to their diversity. 

Comparing the results of local elections can lead to arbitrary conclusions if 

the above differences are not taken into account. Local characteristics, the 

electoral system, and the social and political context play a key role in 

interpreting the results. Therefore, choosing the right methodology is essential 

for accurate comparison. 

For the above reasons, I found two variables that can be used to rank the 

municipalities under review (the number of mayoral candidates and individual 

list candidates can be misleading due to the significant differences in 

municipality size, so I did not consider these as independent variables): 

1. The ratio of voters to individual list candidates. I called this the municipal 

election activity indicator. 

2. Voter turnout. 
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II. Theoretical framework 

The study of local political processes and voter behavior is one of the most 

important areas of political science. Political life in small settlements has a 

number of characteristics that differ sharply from the logic of national politics. 

Voters' decisions are much less ideologically based and much more closely 

linked to personal relationships, community networks, and the everyday 

functioning of the local community. 

The towns studied—Boldva, Borsodszira k, Szendro , Szendro la d, and 

Edele ny—provide a particularly good sample for understanding how politics 

works in small towns. Each town is different in size, has a different social 

structure, and has different political traditions, making them suitable for 

comparing differences. 

In local politics, personality is not just a supplementary element, but one of 

the foundations of political decision-making. The candidates' name recognition, 

local reputation, and family and community connections are often more 

important factors than party logos or platforms. This is especially true in 

municipal elections, as these decisions directly affect the day-to-day 

functioning of the settlement: the state of infrastructure, the quality of public 

services, and local development directions. 

Political science literature has long emphasized that the electoral behavior 

of small settlements can only be partially explained by party preferences. 

According to V. O. Key's classic statement, "local politics becomes personal 

politics where voters know the candidates directly." The present study 

confirms this phenomenon. 

The research methodology was significantly influenced by the different 

sizes of the settlements. The population of the settlements studied ranges from 

1,000 to 7,400, which in itself poses a serious analytical challenge. The political 

conditions in a small town (such as Edele ny) are fundamentally different from 

those in a settlement with just over a thousand inhabitants (Borsodszira k or 

Szendro la d). 

To ensure the comparability of the settlements, we used two main 

indicators: 
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1. Settlement election activity indicator 

This indicator examines how many voters there are per individual list 

candidate. The lower the value, the more candidates there are, which indicates 

greater political fragmentation. A high value means that there are fewer 

candidates on the list, which indicates the stability or closed nature of the local 

elite. 

2. Voter turnout 

Turnout is the strongest indicator of political mobilization. High turnout 

indicates a lively, active community, while low turnout may be due to political 

apathy, uncertainty, or disinterest in public life. 

In addition to quantitative indicators, we also used a qualitative approach. 

We took into account the social background, economic characteristics, 

historical and political development of the settlements, as well as the 

relationships between local political actors. These factors have a decisive 

influence on election results. 

III. Analysis 

Local elections are considered one of the most important and direct forms 

of participation in modern democracies. Their significance can be understood 

on three levels: at the level of political representation, local decision-makers 

directly regulate matters that affect the everyday lives of residents 

(infrastructure, social services, public safety, local taxes). As laboratories of 

participatory democracy, the democratic processes of smaller settlements 

often differ from the national political logic. Personal acquaintance, family ties, 

and local social networks significantly influence voters' decisions. As a 

reflection of political culture, local elections show how well trust, community 

participation, political interest, and civic engagement work in everyday life, 

revealing trends that are often not visible at the national level. 

Small settlements are particularly sensitive areas for democratic 

functioning, as the distance between political actors and voters practically 

disappears. This explains why settlement size is a particularly important 

variable for analysis. Settlement size is one of the most stable background 
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factors in the development of political participation and preferences. According 

to research, the smaller the settlement, the higher the degree of personal 

acquaintance; the less national party logic is present; the greater the impact of 

local issues and the higher the participation, as the stakes in elections are more 

immediate. 

Larger settlements, on the other hand, have a more heterogeneous social 

composition, are more strongly linked to the national party system, and 

typically operate with lower mobilization. This difference based on settlement 

size alone makes quantitative comparison difficult and justifies the indicators 

we have created (activity indicator, participation rate). Electoral behavior is 

significantly determined by local political culture: the level of trust in 

institutions and leadership, community activity (civil organizations, churches, 

traditionalist groups), conflict management style (open competition or 

consensus-based operation), and historical patterns (long-serving mayor, 

dynastic exercise of power, regular competition, etc.). A higher level of social 

capital is associated with higher participation and community ties, which is 

particularly relevant in small settlements. 

Based on an analysis of participation rates, three groups can be 

distinguished. The highest participation rate was achieved in Szendro la d, 

where more than 74% of voters turned out at the polls. This is an exceptionally 

high figure, reflecting a strongly community-oriented settlement. The high 

participation rate may be due to strong personal mobilization and the fact that 

the stakes are high for all candidates in the public life of the settlement. 

The other extreme is represented by Boldva, where turnout barely 

exceeded 55%. This suggests that political activity is lower in the town, or that 

voters are less motivated to participate. This may be due to limited competition 

between candidates, a decline in trust in public life, or the specific social 

structure of the town. 

An examination of the number of candidates allows for further important 

conclusions. The 37 individual list candidates in Szendro la d can be considered 

an extremely high number. This suggests that the political life of the 

municipality is highly fragmented, with many different interest groups trying 

to be present in decision-making. In contrast, the number of candidates in 
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Boldva and Borsodszira k is significantly lower, which indicates the stability of 

the local elite. 

An analysis of the county list results shows that there is a close correlation 

between the size of the municipality and party preferences. Support for the 

ruling party is generally higher in smaller settlements, while opposition parties 

also have stronger positions in larger settlements. In Szendro la d, the 89% 

result achieved by Fidesz-KDNP is outstanding even on a national scale. 

Based on the results of the research, it is clear that there is a close 

correlation between the size of a settlement and the structure of political 

competition. In smaller settlements, personal relationships dominate, and 

politics is based much more on direct interactions between people. In larger 

settlements, elements of party logic are already apparent, and ideological 

affiliation plays a greater role in voters' decisions. 

An examination of local political culture shows that voters primarily 

support candidates whom they know well and whom they believe are capable 

of effectively representing the interests of the settlement. Party political 

affiliation plays only a secondary role, which is one of the fundamental 

characteristics of political life in small settlements. 

For further research, it would be worthwhile to conduct interviews with 

local political actors, explore the social networks of the settlements in detail, 

and examine long-term electoral trends (2014–2019–2024). This would 

provide an opportunity to gain a deeper understanding of the specifics of local 

political functioning. 

IV. Conclusions and further research directions 

The following points may provide further insights for political science 

analysis. 

1. Settlement context and background 

In addition to quantitative data, it is essential to gain a deeper 

understanding of local conditions. This includes the local economic and social 

environment: unemployment data, income conditions: is there a correlation 

between the economic situation of the municipality and election 
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results/participation? For example, does a worse economic situation increase 

the demand for local power change or reduce activity? 

Infrastructure provision and satisfaction may be important: the assessment 

of local government performance in such fundamental areas as road conditions 

and access to public services (water, sewage, public transport). 

It is essential to measure social cohesion: what is the level of trust between 

local institutions and community members? (Although this is difficult to 

measure quantitatively, the local press, interviews, or the rate of 

emigration/immigration can provide guidance). 

Political traditions: analysis of previous election results (retrospective). 

Can candidate/party dominance be observed in the longer term? If there has 

been a change, what caused it (e.g., corruption scandal, major investment, 

emigration)? 

Long-term legitimacy of mayors: how many terms has the current mayor 

been in office? How does long-term embeddedness affect the intensity of 

competition? 

2. Campaign and discourse analysis 

What were the most important campaign issues in the municipalities? (E.g., 

job creation, school/kindergarten closure/retention, industrial park, 

environmental protection). 

Comparison of the programs of the winning and losing candidates: is there 

a difference in the emphasis on local issues and national politics? 

Analysis of communication channels: how was the campaign conducted? 

(E.g., local newspapers/newsletters, Facebook groups, personal forums/public 

meetings, word of mouth). Estimating the importance of personal interaction 

in small communities. 

3. Sociological analysis of voter turnout 

Exploring the reasons for high/low turnout (if possible, through 

interviews/focus groups): does high turnout indicate mobilization or local 

political polarization? Does low turnout indicate apathy or acceptance of the 

winner's secure position? 
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These considerations allow the results of the indicators outlined above to 

be placed in context and explained in greater depth, thereby preventing the 

"arbitrary conclusions" highlighted in the text. 

The political world of the municipalities examined is complex, multi-

layered, and functions as an extremely socialized space. Political analysis 

highlights that behind small-town elections lie not only individual decisions, 

but also sociological processes, historical patterns, informal power relations, 

and community norms. 

Politics here is not ideological, but a social practice. Without recognizing 

this, the interpretation of election results would necessarily be distorted. The 

aim of the study was to provide an interpretative framework capable of 

capturing this multifaceted functioning. 

For future research, it is particularly important to incorporate qualitative 

methods—interviews, sociological mapping, local narratives—and to make 

temporal comparisons to reveal how politics in small settlements will evolve 

over the next decade.

Meszes, an Ageing Village

Abstract 
The study describes the demographic and social characteristics of an ageing village – 
Meszes – in Borsod-Abau j-Zemple n County. We discuss the actions taken by the 
municipality of the settlement concerning the greatest social challenge, i.e. ageing, but 
we also analyse problems like employment, and possibilities like tourism. 

Keywords: ageing, rural area, social policy, tourism 

 

In the declining region of Borsod County, despite the fact that poverty is 

manifest everywhere, there are still significant differences between the

settlements, and this was true already in the 1930-ies (Szabo , 1986), when the 

first sociographical study was made about the region. Travelling in the villages, 

it can be well seen, that each of them has a distinctive look and atmosphere.  

Therefore, in the course of making the study, I could always elicit some specific 

features that were mostly characteristic of the given settlement. The same 

applies to Meszes, as well: in their case, ageing is of key importance. Therefore, 

we should clarify the definition of the term right at the beginning: „By the ageing 

of the population, we mean a rise in the proportion of the elderly population. This 

rise occurs parallelly with the decline of the proportion of the younger 

population.” (Hablicsek-Pákozdi, 2004.). 

Meszes is the Queen’s village (Hornya k, 2006), situated in the 

agglomeration of Szendro , near the Rakaca water reservoir, in picturesque 

surroundings. (Figure 2)

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Based on the data of the 2022 Census (Figure 3), the population of Meszes 

is 151 persons at present, however, in the year 2001, 221 people lived there, 

which means that the settlement has experienced a significant drop in the 

number of the population. Moreover, it can also be seen that the proportion of 

people over the age of 65 is very high, whereas that of the population below the 

age of 15 is low.

For comparison, let us have a look at the demographical structure of 

Csenye te, a settlement declining into a slum, where almost the entire 

population belongs to the Roma ethnic minority, situated about 30 kms from 

Meszes (Figure 4). Here, the proportion of people above the age of 65 is 

negligible, whereas that below the age of 15 is a high multiple of that in Meszes. 

Considering the fact that such significant differences in the demographical 

structure lead to serious sociological consequences, these data also call the 

attention to the fact how great the differences can be between the different 

settlements of the region.

A concomitant phenomenon of ageing is the high proportion of widows and 

widowers which, in case of Meszes, is twice as high as the national mean value 

of 10.2 per cent taken in 2022 (Figure 5). Considering the marital status (Figure 

4), we must note the significant changes occurring during the past twenty years, 

that may be explained partly by the people’s moving out, and also by dying. The 

decrease of the proportion of married couples can probably be explained by the 

fact that cohabitation has become more dominant. Although the number of 

inhabitants below the age of 15 shows a minor increase, their absolute number 

is still declining (Figure 2).

In the area of education, there have also been great changes during the past 

twenty years, as the proportion of those obtaining university diplomas or 

certificates of higher education has doubled, together with those certified at 

some trade school not providing GCSO, whereas the proportion of those with 

only primary education has fallen. This last phenomenon can mainly be 

explained by the fact that the elderly people usually having lower level of 

education have gradually died.

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Regarding the economic activity, there has been a significant increase in the 

proportion of the population being in employment, with a parallel decrease of 

those being unemployed or dependant (Figure 7). The settlement can give work 

to such a high number of people locally due to the Mayor’s enterprise, but quite 

a great number of people have employments in other settlements, many of 

whom are commuters (Figure 8).

Out of the 117 homes, 41 were uninhabited in 2022.This figure was only 23 

in 2012 (Figure 9): the younger generation has moved out, the elderly 

generation have been dying out, and the homes remain empty. Such kind of 

abandoned houses line up at the edge of the village (Figure 10), however, one 

can find such houses almost everywhere in the village, quite a number of them 

being traditional peasants’ homes with porches, which would deserve a better 

fate.

After reviewing the figures published by the Bureau of Statistics, let us 

discuss the findings of the field research. 

The number of children below the age of fourteen is so low in the village 

that there is not even a primary school there. Consequently, the children attend 

school at the neighbouring settlements, mainly in Szalonna, and the same 

applies to children attending kindergarten: 

„This is a great problem. There is no bus service… there is a child attending 

kindergarten, I take her to Szalonna (with the village bus) at 7.30, and then I come 

back here…” (Village Headman) 

The Village Headman summarised the typical problems of ageing, in the 

interview made with him, as follows: 

„for four or five people who cannot provide for themselves, I deliver lunch… in 

the meantime, if someone needs a medical referral or a prescription for some 

medicine, I drive to Szalonna to the doctor’s office, because in Szalonna the 

chemist’s is open on Mondays and Wednesdays, on Monday mornings, and on 

Thursdays… no, on Thursday afternoons… And then, if it turns out that suddenly 

someone needs some medicine, I go to the doctor’s office and they send it up to the 

cloud, and I can buy it for them in Szalonna, between 10 and 12 a.m., while 
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delivering the lunch. And if there is some problem again, like I have to go to the 

Mayor’s Office, then I take the documents there, because there is no administrator 

locally, because there was an adimnistrator in Szalonna, so if there are some 

papers, then I take them and hand them in at the office.” (Village Headman) 

The technical literature focusing mainly on the financial and social aspects 

of ageing, perhaps pays less attention to the related cultural challanges, 

although, beside the social dimensions of providing for the elderly polulation, 

this is also essential, from the aspect of livelihood in a settlement – the mayor 

says the following in the interview: 

„Well, in fact, we are an aged settlement here, with a lot of elderly people, 

without an ethnic minority, perhaps I can say so, but the problem is that there are 

no intellectuals with us because the school was closed, the pub was also closed, 

which does not really matter, but there is no cultural life, in fact, we try to organise 

some programs, but we always get stuck because we have no people for it: we 

cannot do anything, we would like to find out how to bring some life into the 

settlement, but we always hit walls, because a lot of pensioners cannot even leave 

their homes. They are disabled, deaf, hard of hearing, we cannot do anything with 

them” (Deputy Mayor). 

From the aspect of livelihood, the availability of employment is an essential 

factor in a settlement: the statistical data indicate a significant improvement in 

this field (Figures 6 and 7), which can be greatly attributed to the mayor’s 

enterprise that can attract employees even from outside of the village: 

„There are community workers at the Mayor’s Office, but it is hard to find even 

five people for this type of work within the village, because people have realized 

that it is not enough for sustaining themselves. This is only a state of emergency, 

one cannot really base their livelihood on it… The mayor has some..., in fact, he 

can offer jobs for people here. Part of the population work there, and we have the 

Quarry, too, and he also manages the agricultural cooperative, raising cattle and 

such things… We are lucky that at least he is willing to offer employment for us.” 

(Deputy Mayor). 

One thing that the data of the Bureau of Statistics fail to reveal is that there 

are some people who go to work abroad, which means that the conditions of 

employment are more favourable than what the figures show. What is more, the 

wages earned abroad are much higher than those within the country. 

What are the perspectives for an ageing village which, however, is not 

declining into a slum, in the region? One alternative can be tourism, if there are 
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potentials for it. In fact, the Rakaca water reservoire can be found at the edge of 

the village, which offered recreation and mainly fishing possibilities even 

during the socialist Ka da r era for those seeking recreation. There are two 

resorts at the lake. One belongs to Szalonna, and is in a very bad shape. The 

cottages there were built in the Ka da r era, with the help of friends and family 

members, with very little expretise and, during the decades since then, they 

have decayed. The other one can be found in a beautiful, hidden little bay of the 

lake, with some fairly well-maintained cottages. 

During the interviews, people mentioned that there had been plans 

concerning the development of the area around the Rakaca water reservoire 

and, probably as a consequence, people from Slovakia started buying houses in 

Meszes. The Deputy Mayor of the village says the following about it:

„A lot of Slovakians come here, they have bought the houses, because there 

was hope that… well, here is the lake… There are at least ten houses here which 

surely belong to them, but in fact, they do not speak Hungarian, they have 

Slovakian identity… So this does not advance the settlement in any way, because 

they come here for the weekends, live their own lives… Well, they bought houses 

for about ten million forints… for eight million…., for some houses in worse 

condition about 6 million forints, but there was also someone who bought the 
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house through the internet, did not even come here to have a look at it before 

buying it… „ (Deputy Mayor).

Later these plans have not been realized, so the village still remains a quiet, 

secluded place.

Jesuit emblems on the mural of the Edelény 
Castle 

Abstract 
The Baroque emblems appearing in the Edele ny Castle emerged during the renovation 
of the historic building in the 2000s in research on art history and the history of 
mentalities. Count Istva n Esterha zy chose decorative emblems from a contemporary 
emblem book for his room, which was painted by the artist Ferenc Lieb. The emblems 
were originally published by Ja nos Vanossi SJ in his 18th-century book of emblems 
intended for Jesuit education, in which he explains the moral message of the mysterious 
images in lengthy moral-philosophical discussions. Count Vanossi chose the decorations 
for his bedroom from his work, but in Edele ny, the emblems largely lost their original 
moralizing intent and became more fashionable decorations in the private quarters of 
the lord of the castle. 

Keywords: Castle of Edele ny, emblems, emblem studies, Jesuits, Antonius Vanossi SJ, Count 

Stephen Esterha zy 

The castle in Edele ny is undoubtedly the most important architectural and 

artistic Baroque creation in the central and northern Borsod region, as well as 

the monument, museum, and event center with the greatest tourist appeal. At 

the same time as the restoration of the castle, scientific and high-quality 

popular science works were also published on the castle’s multifaceted past 

(Kra sz–Kurucz, 2014; Ja vor, 2019; Kusler, 2020). Using these works and 

scientific research, the castle, which is currently managed and supervised by 

the National Heritage Development Non-profit Ltd. (NO F), also publishes 

various information on its website as an institution, such as high-level forms of 

visitor education, together with a virtual tour of the castle’s rooms.48

Thus, emblems as unique literary and visual phenomena, as well as the 

diverse forms of elite thinking in the 16th–18th centuries, are also featured in the 

educational content presented at the Edele ny Castle Island exhibition and on its 

website: What exactly are emblems? asks the blog49 associated with the 

website, and answers: 

The appearance of emblems as a genre dates back to the 16th century. These 

emblems were part of scholarly fine art, in which an image was followed by a four-

line epigram, and the message was summarized by a motto. Emblems continued 

to play an important role in the 17th century, primarily in poetry and the fine arts. 

Emblem books also became increasingly popular and could be found in almost 

every aristocratic family. 

If you walk through the rooms of the Castle in Edelény, the more observant 

among you may notice a few emblems that did not end up on the castle walls by 

accident. In the count’s former room, they can be found on the door and window 

frames. 

Ferenc Lieb drew these emblems from the book “Idea Sapientis” by Antonius 

Vanossi SJ, who was of Italian origin. In this book, the author explains the most

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important laws of human life in three categories: ethics, politics, and economics, 

which represented family life. Lieb mainly painted from the political section of the 

book at the request of his clients, Ludmilla Forgách and Count István Eszterházy. 

This section contained emblems that referred to the virtues of the count’s family.

The research, mainly the excellent art history monograph on the painter of 

the castle (Ja vor 2019), has already dealt with Count Istva n (Stephen) Esterha zy 

of Galanta (1728–1786), who came from the so-called Zo lyom (Alt-Sol/Zvolen) 

branch of the Esterha zy family,50 which was elevated to the rank of count in 

1715, the second husband of Countess Ludmilla Forga ch, who inherited the 

Edele ny Castle and the small estate,51 with striking artistic emblems on the 

ceilings of his room, revealing the prototypes as well (Ja vor 2019. 32–37.). The 

so-called emblem book by Vanossi SJ, first published in Vienna in 1726 and then 

in several editions, contains the emblems appearing in one of the rooms of the 

L’Hullier Castle in Edele ny:

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The work of Antonius Vanossi (1688–1747),52 a Jesuit author born in Gyo r 

(Raab) who was also elected provincial superior between 1740 and 1744, 

contains emblems related to moral philosophy (Philosophia Ethica, Politica, 

Oeconomica), contains emblems on the three themes of monastica (i.e., 

personalized ethics), politica (i.e., the ethics of state leadership), and 

oeconomica (i.e., ethics related to the domestic and economic environment) (I. 

Doctrina ethica, II. Pars Theo-politica, III. Pars Oeconomica). This threefold 

division of ethics is not new in Jesuit philosophy, as it already appears in 

medieval ethics (Jankovits, 1998. 29–30.). From Vanossi’s book of emblems, 

which was also in Count Istva n Esterha zy’s library (Ja vor, 2019. 36.), the count, 

who was otherwise notorious for his violent behaviour towards his serfs, 

selected six images with moral content for the Edele ny Castle and domain 

(Kra sz–Kurucz, 2014).

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The emblems that appeared during the Renaissance, carrying moral 

messages but also presenting many mysteries and ambiguities, were originally 

literary genres, accompanied by a short slogan, motto, or inscriptio, usually in 

Latin. The “body” of the emblem consists of a pictura, or enigmatic visual 

representation, followed by a short epigram, i.e., a Latin (or possibly other 

language) verse explaining the image and motto, known in emblematics as a 

subscriptio. The Jesuits used emblems in education and wrote numerous 

emblem books for educational purposes precisely because they could teach the 

religious and moral message of the emblems through a variety of genres and 

forms with a kind of educational goal in mind, and because the short Latin 

verses were easy for the students to learn.53 

In the emblematics of fine arts, as can be seen on the seccos of the Edele ny 

Castle, they are usually depicted as a stump, containing only an inscription and 

a picture, which makes their message even more enigmatic without the verse. 

It is almost certain that Count Esterha zy first encountered Vanossi’s emblem 

book during his studies, as he attended the syntax class at the Jesuit grammar 

school in Gyo r (Raab) in 1742, where Latin syntax was already part of the upper 

grammar school curriculum (Fazekas–Ka da r–Ko ke nyesi, 2020. II. 823.).

Count Istva n Esterha zy who commissioned the ‘lord’s room’ of the Edele ny 

Castle borrows emblems from all three parts of Vanossi SJ’s three-part 

structure, these emblems are depicted by the painter Ferenc Lieb54on the 

seccos of his private room. From the monastica or personal ethics section of 

Vanossi’s emblem book, we see in Edele ny the emblem accompanied by the 

motto “Noscitur auditu et visu” [Recognized by hearing and sight],55 while the 

political section features the following emblems: “Minuit distantia formam” 

[Distance diminishes form], “Prae cunctis aptissima” [More suitable than 

anyone else], “Recreat concordia discors” [Harmony restores discord], “Pro 

meritis” [According to merit].56 While only one of Vanossi’s oeconomica 

emblems appears on the bedroom wall, namely the image depicting a pair of 

birds with the motto “Mutuis” [Mutually]. According to the paragraph of the 

text, it explains the mutual, i.e., shared duties of the father and mother of the 

family, and how husband and wife should jointly create the wealth necessary 

for the family’s livelihood (Mutua Patris et Matris familias munera. Eorundem 

modi parandi fortunas).57 

The emblems of Edele ny depict the spirit of Jesuit morality and moral 

philosophy in a secular environment, accompanying murals depicting the Count 

and Countess in almost frivolous genre paintings, i.e., images and mottos that 

once served to study and even teach Jesuit moral philosophy, ignoring the moral 

teachings of Vanossi’s emblem book. In Edele ny, they served more for 

decorative purposes than for moral contemplation, so it is unlikely that they

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appeared in the castle with the intention of deciphering the already enigmatic 

visual symbolism. 

However, in addition to the joint message conveyed by the image and motto, 

Jesuit emblems also convey the moral teachings of emblem books intended for 

school education. As a Jesuit author, Vanossi presents the emblem in the so-

called political section (Pars Theo-politica) of his emblem book published in 

Vienna, using it in the chapter on offices (De magistratibus) to express his moral 

philosophical opinion on the suitability of office holders (Vanossi 1725. 237.). 

The characteristic emblem depicted in the pictura—a hand reaching out of a 

cloud pointing to a crowned standing column, surrounded by fallen column 

fragments—is explained by the motto or inscription: “Prae cunctis aptissima” = 

MORE SUITABLE THAN ALL OTHERS, meaning that the column standing 

upright with the crown as its capital is more suitable than its fallen companions. 

The two Latin distichons in the subscriptio also explain the message of the 

mysterious inscription: “The divine hand chooses from among many pillars 

which one will be most suitable to provide a secure foundation for the crown. 

Not all piles are suitable for crowns; erect solid columns so that your countries 

may stand on this solid foundation.”58 According to the epigram, rulers must 

build on a solid administrative apparatus, as only this can keep the crowned 

column, i.e., the kingdom, upright. It is interesting to note that Count Esterha zy 

did not hold any significant office at the time, either in the government or in the 

counties, but only managed his own59  and his wife’s inherited estates, although 

he was one of the Knights of Golden Spur. Of his brothers (Antal, Sa ndor, Ja nos)

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who,—in recognition of the merits of their father, the late Istva n Esterha zy of 

Galanta, and the family’s ancestry— were granted the title of count in 1715.60 

In the book, the Jesuit author discusses the emblem at length, over six full 

pages, through the arguments of moral philosophy, educating the reader on the 

message of the emblems with an attitude that exhausts political science and 

political thinking, dividing the administration that assists the ruler into three 

parts: the advisory body or senate, the executive power and office or magistracy, 

and the judiciary (Vanossi, 1725. 238–243.). The task of the senate is to advise, 

that of the magistracy is to convey orders and exercise public power, and that of 

the judiciary is to enforce justice and fairness. This is how the system of 

government that the ruler relies on and builds upon is created. Vanossi’s work 

can also be understood as moral teaching, and thus, according to the rules of 

pedagogy, the author must also ask questions to be answered by students or 

readers regarding the individual emblems and related topics. After explaining 

the message of the emblem, the following question is asked: Which country is 

happier, one that has a good ruler but receives bad advice, or vice versa? The 

author answers this didactic question on the following three pages. Countries 

and their rulers can be well served by good advice based on the standards of 

wisdom and reliability, which can form the basis of good governance. If the roots 

of a healthy tree are cut off, the living tree itself will soon perish. 

The most important thing, however, is for a kingdom to have a good ruler, 

because even if the members of a body are weak, if its head is healthy, it can still 

be happy. Even if there are no offices, there must be a soul, the controller and 

mover of all things. The most serious epidemic is one that spreads from the head 

to the limbs, because the head is the source of life, prosperity, and survival, and 

only decay and destruction await a country with a bad ruler.61 Thus, the 

 
60 Granting of the title of count: King Charles III of Habsburg, Laxenburg, May 19, 1715.

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message of the emblem is clear: the crown can only be placed on a solid pillar, 

but the crown must also be the most suitable. 

The Jesuits appeared in the 17th century in the northern Borsod region, 

which was largely Reformed by religion and denomination during the Turkish 

era. In 1640, Ladislaus Roskova nyi, the Catholic captain of the border fortress 

Szendro , settled them in the market town belonging to the castle, providing 

them with valuable donations, but the Jesuit priests left ten years later (Gyulai 

2002, 222–223.).

Emblematics in the visual arts is very rare in northern and north-eastern 

Hungary, which is why the emblem collection in Edele ny is particularly 

valuable. However, we can see an exceptionally rich collection in the decoration 

of the staircase of the Jesuit College in Gyo r, made in 1697,62 where, as we have 

seen, Istva n Esterha zy also studied. Count Esterha zy must have seen the Calvary 

in Selmecba nya (today: Banska  S tiavnica, Slovakia), close to his estates in 

Zo lyom, which began to be painted in 1746, its emblems also taken from 

Vanossi’s emblem (Balix Sync a kova  2010). In our wider region, emblems 

appear on two city palaces from this period: in Pres ov (Slovakia, Hungarian and 

German names: Eperjes, Preschau) on the stucco of the street front of the 

Klobusiczky Palace from the mid-18th century (D urc ekova –Megyes i 2015), and 

in Spis  County (Zips or Szepesse g) in Iglo  (Zipser Neudorf, today: Spis ska  Nova  

Ves, Slovakia) on the facade of the Provincial House, which was completed at 

the same time as the estate owner in Csereha t Region and in market town of 

Szendro  and former provisional governor of Szendro  estate of the count Csa ky 

family: Paulus Tiszta of Selyeb and Lipstin (1717–1777), the royal 

administrator of the Province of Spis , which consisted of XVI towns in Spis  [XIII 

towns and the estates of O lublo , Podolin and Gne zda (Altlublau, today: Stara  

Ľubovn a; Pudlein, today: Podolí nec; Kniesen, today: Hniezdne, Slovakia)] taken 

back from Poland by Queen Maria Theresa in 1772. Paulus Tiszta of Selyeb died 

in Iglo  (Gyulai 2024. 101.).

Local knowledge in the Cserehát region 

Abstract 
In the study we present the elements of local knowledge identified in the settlements of 
Cserehát. Some of them are disappearing, others are (re)appearing, and we analyse what 
lies behind these changes. Local history writings and collections related to the place 
have been created in several settlements, which strengthen the local identity, but local 
traditions are disappearing. The reasons for the disappearance or non-use of knowledge 
elements are mixed, sometimes there is no demand for the final product or there is no 
capacity to take it to the market, but sometimes the laziness and lack of motivation of 
those involved are the reason. The existing or reborning knowledge elements are mostly 
related to agriculture; local enterprises and public employment programmes are 
typically related to this territory. Fishing and hunting are hobby activities in relatively 
many settlements - of course with a different social background. The results of the 
questionnaires showed that, with the exception of animal husbandry and crop 
production, a slope can be observed in all knowledge areas according to educational 
level, i.e., higher education groups have a higher proportion of knowledge of the given 
activities. Even those with higher educational levels are less knowledgeable about 
certain activities (banking and finance, foreign languages, running a civil society 
organization), while a significant proportion of those with higher educational levels are 
knowledgeable about animal husbandry and crop production. People would like to 
master and learn many different things, but it is doubtful whether they will have the 
opportunity to do so.

I. Introduction 

Our Creative Region research series, which started in 2018, first focused on 

27 Csereha t settlements of the Encs Microregion, i.e. part of the Hungarian 

villages of the historical Abau j county, and then continued in 25 settlements of 

the Edele ny district (ja ra s), using the same research methodologies. Our goal 

was to map the socio-economic-cultural situation of the settlements and the 

given regions, to identify local values and local knowledge and untapped local 

potentials. To this end we conducted questionnaires and interviews in each 
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settlement. In this study we present our research results on local knowledge, 

using the results of both our quantitative and qualitative methodologies. 

It should be noted that it was difficult to give the analysis a title regarding 

the geographical name of the investigated territory, since most of the 

settlements examined are located in Csereha t, but not all of them, meanwhile 

the research did not cover all settlements in Csereha t (like those of the Szikszo  

district). Nevertheless, we chose Csereha t as the frame. 

Csereha t is one of the most underdeveloped regions of the country, which 

has suffered several "traumas", for example, in 1920 the connection with its 

traditional economic, administrative and cultural centres was severed, as the 

new national border bisected its territory, suddenly turning the region into a 

peripheral position. After World War II, this region was annexed to Borsod 

County, which made its development even more difficult. The economic policies 

of the 1960s and 1980s did not care about areas like Csereha t, which were 

neither rich in mineral resources, nor suited to large-scale agriculture. Before 

the change of regime the inhabitants of the region lived from agriculture or 

found jobs in industrial cities and commuted. By that time the emigration from 

the area had already begun, certain villages were depopulated, while others 

underwent a gypsyfication process (elciga nyosoda s). (Doba ny, 2010) Doba ny's 

words express the beauty and sadness of the area: "Csereha t is, figuratively and 

in reality, the land of deep-dreaming valleys, with its winding, narrow roads that 

often end in dead ends between gentle hilltops, and with its increasingly quiet, 

slumbering villages." (Doba ny, 2010:7) 

Of the settlements we researched, only one has over 10,000 inhabitants 

(Edele ny), nine have over 1,000 inhabitants (Boldva, Borsodszira k, Szendro la d, 

Szendro , Encs, Forro , Me ra, Herna dve cse, Szalaszend), twelve have under 100 

inhabitants (Also gagy, Ka ny, Litka, Pamle ny, Gagyapa ti, Kereszte te, Perecse, 

Galva cs, Viszlo , Debre te, Irota, Tornabarakony) and twenty have a population 

between 100 and 1,000 inhabitants (Balajt, Damak, Hanga cs, Hegymeg, 

Nyoma r, Tomor, Ziliz, Abod, Irota, La dbesenyo , Szaka csi, Debre te, Galva cs, Lak, 

Martonyi, Meszes, Rakaca, Rakacaszend, Tornabarakony, Viszlo ). 
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II. What is local knowledge? 

Sa rosi-Bla ga distinguishes scientific knowledge, managerial-political 

knowledge and local knowledge within the knowledge forms, following 

Bruckmeier and Tovey (2008). Local knowledge is factual, experimental, can be 

acquired informally and is crucial for resource management and ensuring local 

livelihoods. (Sa rosi-Bla ga, 2020:61) Ilona Pa lne  Kova cs (2015) points out that 

local knowledge is a mixture of different types of knowledge and that 

knowledge about the place is an important part of it. In our research we adopted 

both approaches: by local knowledge we meant the factual knowledge acquired 

informally, which on the one hand helps to make a living and on the other hand 

contributes to the individual feeling at home, but we also identified the formally 

learned knowledge that locals possess as local knowledge – since they can also 

be utilized as a resource, either for making a living or for other activities outside 

of subsistence that affect the quality of life. 

III. Utilization of local knowledge – results of the 
interviews 

Based on our interview research, we have established the following 

categories regarding local knowledge: 

- Local knowledge develops and spreads. 

- Local knowledge is utilized locally. 

- Local knowledge is not used, it dies. 

Writings and collections on local history serve the preservation and local 

utilization of local knowledge, as knowledge about ourselves and our 

community's past is an identity-forming force, but it can be resource in many 

other ways, providing ideas for developing the present and future, helping to 

understand the present, and increasing the attractiveness of the settlement. 

Local history publications have been produced in Hegymeg and Meszes 

(see: Gyukits, 2023, Gyukits, 2024). There are several museums In Szendro , like 

a school history exhibition, a gymnastics sports museum, a blue painting 
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museum, a mining demonstration centre and in the so called American House 

visitors can learn about the lives of those who emigrated to America (see: 

Osva th, 2025). The Balajtian Tradition Preservation Association has established 

a local house presenting traditional village life, collects, preserves and cherishes 

the memories of Balajt on their website 

(http://www.balajtihagyomanyok.hu/). They organize a community day with 

cooking and cultural programmes every year, and they want to preserve at least 

a part of their once famous cellar village and transform it into a community 

space. In Abod the wife of the Greek Catholic priest was the driving force behind 

a research on the Ruthenian minority, which results can be seen in an exhibition. 

The practice of local customs is becoming increasingly rare, with chanting 

(e.g. in Damak, see: Rada, 2023) and living nativity scene being the most 

common living tradition. This latter usually takes a different form than in the 

past, e.g. a performance by schoolchildren in the local study hall (tanoda). New 

"traditions" are being created in some places, at least that's how locals 

experience the village days that are held at least once a year, and many places 

organize "seniors' days" where they entertain the elderly residents of the village 

and perform a small show for them.  

The case of the Gorals of Derenk is also an example of how it is possible to 

artificially create an identity-forming, “mythical tradition”. After living as a 

closed community for two hundred years, the Gorals of Derenk were 

transferred to other settlements between the two world wars, where they 

formed an immigrant minority. In the following decades the former residents of 

Derenk maintained contact with each other in the spirit of “Derenkiness” 

(derenkise g), turning the now empty settlement into a place of remembrance, 

a place of pilgrimage, a central element of their own historical consciousness, 

which every descendant should know if possible. (Szepessy, 2023) 

Folk singing groups (in Boldva a "dala rda" and in Szendro  a choir) preserve 

and nurture a segment of cultural heritage, while at the same time provide joy 

to their members and act as community-forming framework. 

Regarding local literature, our research colleague found the poet Ilona 

Szu cs and presented her work in several of his writings (e.g. Barna, 2022). 

Local businesses in smaller settlements are mostly related to agriculture, to 

the construction industry, and in the case of one or two settlements to

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hospitality and tourism (Irota, Abod, formerly Szaka csi), while in larger 

settlements there are also services, food and light industry businesses. There 

are many registered businesses in some small settlements (Abod, Borsodszira k, 

Kereszte te, Litka), but their number per capita is mostly well below the county 

average (in Encs this number is in line with the county average). Businesses in 

the region sometimes create outstanding quality, for example, the "Sa ppusztai 

Pa linkafo zo " (brandy maker) in Damak won the Best Pa linka63 of the Year award 

in 2018 and 2019 (Rada, 2021), and the "Anyuka m mondta" restaurant in Encs 

received a Michelin star in 2022 and 2023. 

Among the public employment programmes in the region - which are 

usually based on agriculture - there are some that work better and there are 

places where almost no value creation takes place. The mayor of La dbesnyo  is 

right when he says that "there are places where nothing works, there are places 

where nothing is done. But, where it works, it happens only when the mayor has 

some expertise in the given territory.” (Gyukits, 2024:87.) 

There are several hunting societies operating in Csereha t. Hunting is a 

hobby for many people, and in some places it is a tourist attraction, but there 

are also those societies, where only locals are their members, and their goal is 

partly to keep the game under control, as the damage caused by games to 

agriculture can be considerable. 

There are many different species of mushrooms in the region, and most 

people are familiar with and pick them. 

Good examples of the development and spread of local knowledge in the 

region are the various agricultural-related applications serving social 

integration (initially social land programmes, later public employment 

programmes), in the framework of which the participants gained a lot of 

knowledge and practice primarily in crop production, but sometimes also in 

animal husbandry. These efforts succeeded in somewhat reversing the moving 

away from agriculture and the land, which was primarily a consequence of the 

fact that a significant portion of the rural population worked in factories and 

mines and thus no longer cultivated their gardens and land.

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Local businesses are mostly built on existing local knowledge and 

resources, but there are examples of people acquiring the knowledge they need 

for their business through learning, and knowledge spreading. For example, the 

chrysanthemum entrepreneur from Herna dve cse (see more: Havasi, 2021) was 

instructed by another chrysanthemum producer in the region, besides he 

trained himself, and then passed on his knowledge to another experimenter 

(from Selyeb). 

The apiary in La dbesenyo  was also established with the help of a “mentor” 

who assisted the mayor, who launched the project with his advice. (Gyukits, 

2024) 

The reasons for not using local knowledge can be many. 

One of the fundamental problems is that the product produced with the 

help of local knowledge is not (or no longer) marketable, or if it is marketable 

but cannot be brought to market, because the necessary infrastructure and 

skills are lacking for that. This happened, for example, with the carpets woven 

by the Roma women of Fulo ke rcs. Here, looms were purchased as part of a 

project and some women learned to weave. But then they could not sell the 

products, there was no car to transfer the carpets to local markets, nor a person 

who was willing to do that. Several similar, promising projects in the region 

ultimately failed for similar reasons. 

Sometimes the reason of not using local knowledge is simply laziness or 

lack of motivation (sometimes with excuses, sometimes without). For example, 

we came across a case when a man with a car mechanic degree built a car for 

himself, but outside of that he does not pursue his profession, he lives on social 

assistance; a wicker weaver no longer makes anything, saying he does not have 

the raw materials (which can be found near the village). 

Traditional crafts disappear if the knowledge is not passed down. Of course, 

sometimes the reason for this is that there is no need for the given type of 

product, but for example, in the case of the wood whittler family from 

Herna dve cse, the reason was that no one in the family was interested in this 

activity (perhaps they didn't have the talent for it either). 

Regarding agricultural activities, it can be observed that previously 

vegetable and fruit growing region has switched to large-scale agriculture, 

which is simpler and more worthwhile in the given regulatory, support and 
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social environment (system of land-based subsidies, degree of mechanization, 

lack of adequate labour force). 

The history of local gypsy musicians cannot simply be included in the 

above-mentioned categories of local knowledge, because they provide 

examples for all of them. Traditionally, there were many families of musicians 

among the Roma in the county, in which musical knowledge was passed down 

from father to son. In socialist times playing music provided livelihood for many, 

playing in restaurants on the one hand, and at weddings on the other. At that 

time, many children also attended music schools and took exams – as it was 

necessary to play music in restaurants. The Rajko  Band and the 100-member 

Gypsy band was formed. According to our interviewees from Csereha t, many 

members of the latter come from this region. With the change in musical taste 

and music listening habits, there has been less and less demand for classical 

Gypsy music, and today there are two such bands in the county, one in Miskolc 

and another in Herna dve cse. They mostly play music at funerals and weddings, 

at village festivals and occasionally in hotels and restaurants, but they can no 

longer make a living from playing music. At the same time, bands playing 

traditional, “can” music have appeared alongside them, sometimes adding 

synthesizers to their musical soundscape. Thei income from their performances 

is sufficient just to supplement their income. The third type is the fusion music 

formations, which often combine jazz, wedding, Romanian and klezmer music, 

or play whatever the audience requests. There are many opportunities for 

performances abroad for those who are active in this style. New generations of 

musical families typically play music for their own pleasure and if they can 

afford it, hire private music teachers for their children; the children first go to 

study at the Be la Barto k Secondary School of Music in Miskolc, then to the 

University of Music in Budapest, and some to the Sne tberger Centre for Musical 

Talent. Music can be important not only as a source of livelihood and as a leisure 

activity, but also as a pedagogical tool, developing children who learn music in 

many ways. That is why some study halls (tanoda) have tried music education, 

initially with success, but unfortunately the experience is that the children's 

abilities, behaviour, and attitude make this less and less possible. The 

Symphony Foundation's music program was quite successful in Szendro la d and 

Tornana daska, probably due to its different methodology: the children are given 

an instrument from the very beginning, solfeggio is not separated, etc. (For 
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more on the Symphony program, see: Havasi, 2018, for the music schools: 

Havasi, 2015.) 

IV. Local knowledge in the light of the results of 
our questionnaires 

In the previous years we have asked the same questionnaire in all the 

settlements listed in the introduction, in which there was a section dedicated to 

the topic of knowledge. Depending on the size of the settlement, we asked 20-

100 people in each settlement, aiming to reach a wide range of people. In the 

first year, we tried to create a representative sample in terms of age, gender and 

educational level, but we could not realise this then, and we did not try to do so 

later. Regarding local knowledge, we were curious about how good people are 

at different activities. In Table 1. we showed, broken down by educational level, 

what percentage of respondents felt that they were well-versed in a given 

activity (rating 4 or 5 on a 5-point scale). In almost all types of activities, we can 

observe a slope according to educational level, i.e. higher educational level 

meant greater proficiency in various knowledge areas. The only exception to 

this was the issue of animal husbandry and crop production, but in the latter 

case too, a high proportion of those with higher education felt competent. 

However, it is striking that only a small proportion of even those with higher 

education were competent in certain activities, such as running a business or 

civil society organization, banking and finance, and foreign languages.

We asked about knowledge of traditional two-handed activities, and when 

and from whom the person concerned learned them. Most people can sew 

(42%) and embroider (31%), 18% of the respondents know how to work with 

wood (although some people meant wood splitting by this), 10% of the 

respondents know how to work with metal and textile, and 5% know how to 

work with fiber materials. 3% mentioned cane processing, 2% pottery and clay 
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processing. Almost all activities were learned in the family as children, besides 

sewing and embroidery were learned at school to an even greater extent. 

In our questionnaire we asked an open question about what else the 

respondent knew besides the aforementioned, and we also asked about his/her 

hobbies. From the latter we can also infer the elements of knowledge. Most 

often existing or newly learned knowledge of crop production and animal 

husbandry was mentioned (including, for example, horse breeding, 

beekeeping), as well as fishing and hunting. These latter two are hobbies and 

income supplements in the same time, since they put meat on the table in the 

family. Hunting was mentioned almost only by non-Gypsy respondents, while 

fishing is a more general passion. Hunting was mentioned almost exclusively by 

non-Gypsy respondents, while fishing was a more general passion. Many 

referred to the household activities of baking, cooking and canning, and it was 

common to mention skills related to the own profession of the respondents 

(painting rooms, masonry, upholstery). There was some example of mentioning 

traditional skills (clay casting, musical instrument repair, horse shoeing). 

Assembly, DIY, car assembly and handicraft activities (candle casting, glass 

painting, necklace making, basket weaving, flower arranging) were very 

common among leisure activities. Football and cycling were mentioned as 

sports activities in greater numbers, but only in certain settlements. In addition, 

knowledge related to the world of music was mentioned: playing music, 

dancing, rap, folk dance, folk songs. There were also - not too many - examples 

of knowledge of how to repair computer and electronic devices. 

We were also curious about what people would like to learn. Overall, 30-

40% of respondents in each settlement mentioned something they would like 

to learn, which we consider a good sign, but presumably these thoughts remain 

just thoughts in most cases. The respondents primarily want to learn foreign 

languages (mostly specifically English, in one or two cases the Gypsy language), 

computer skills, and internet usage, as well as to obtain a driver's license. These 

were mentioned everywhere, regardless of educational level. In addition, 

people mentioned a wide variety of professions (car polisher, nanny, machine 

operator, social worker, tiler, pedagogical assistant, electrician, security guard), 

some would like to graduate from high school, and some would like to learn to 

read. Several named certain musical instruments they would like to learn, or 

music in general. One or two special desires were also expressed: learning 
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psychology, winemaking, tile stove making, certain crafts, learning about the 

Bible, stock trading, and game management. 

V. Concluding thoughts 

During our research we found that although certain elements of knowledge 

are slowly disappearing from the lives of the residents of the Csereha t region, 

new ones are also emerging and people's openness to knowledge and thirst for 

knowledge are beyond dispute. It is instructive that as educational attainment 

increases, the availability of other forms of knowledge also expands, as does 

motivation and demand.One way to awaken the vitality of the currently 

declining region can definitely be the development of knowledge. Increasing the 

performance of the public education system should be a starting point, but in 

addition to this, any programmes that respond to local needs, expand and 

develop local knowledge would have a raison d'e tre.

Equity and Socio-Emotional Education: 
Opportunities in Primary Schools of Borsod 

Abstract 
This study offers recommendations to teachers in three primary schools in Borsod 
County on how to integrate social and emotional learning (SEL), equity-oriented 
pedagogical practices, and the development of independence into everyday school life, 
with particular attention to supporting Roma and disadvantaged students. Its 
theoretical framework is grounded in international research on Social and Emotional 
Learning (CASEL, 2020; Elias et al., 1997), which highlights the importance of these skills 
for academic success and mental well-being. In the schools examined, emotional 
education is recommended to be implemented through morning emotion check-in 
routines; equity through differentiated tasks and real-life projects; and independence 
development through activities that foster goal-setting, problem-solving, and 
responsibility-taking. The methodological framework includes the use of goal cards, the 
“Ask Two Peers First” rule, the organisation of community projects, the keeping of error-
correction journals, and monthly independence challenges. Expected outcomes include 
increased self-confidence, collaboration skills, and learning motivation among students, 
thereby supporting social integration and expanding future life opportunities.

I. Introduction 

Social and Emotional Learning (SEL) has received increasing attention 

worldwide in recent years, as research has shown that the development of 

emotional intelligence, self-regulation, and social skills has a significant impact 

on academic achievement, career choices, and later quality of life (CASEL, 2020; 

RAND Corp., 2023). Tomlinson (2014) emphasises that differentiated 

instruction and the promotion of learner autonomy are particularly important 

for disadvantaged groups, as they can help reduce academic underachievement 

and increase educational equity. In the long term, these approaches not only 

contribute to individual academic success but also promote social inclusion, 
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strengthen community cohesion, and support the development of a fairer and 

more inclusive education system. 

According to international literature (Elias et al., 1997; OECD, 2019), 

integrating SEL and equity-oriented practices into school life brings not only 

learning benefits but also enhances students’ mental well-being and social 

integration. This is especially true in areas where students face socio-cultural 

disadvantages and where the role of the school extends far beyond delivering 

the curriculum. Experience shows that targeted emotional education 

programmes, the involvement of the local community, and methods based on 

active student participation significantly increase motivation and strengthen 

the sense of belonging to school. The coordinated application of these three 

factors – emotional education, equity, and fostering independence – can, in the 

long run, reduce dropout rates and increase social mobility. 

In the three primary schools examined in Borsod County, most students are 

(60-90%) of Roma origin and come from disadvantaged backgrounds. For 

them, the school is not only a place of learning but also important safe 

environments, where they receive attention, support, and opportunities for 

development. The aim of these institutions is to ensure that the development of 

social and emotional skills, equity-focused pedagogical practices, and fostering 

independence are present in everyday teaching in a mutually reinforcing way. 

II. Theoretical Background 

Social and Emotional Learning (SEL) is a complex pedagogical process that 

develops skills in self-awareness, self-regulation, social awareness, relationship 

building, and responsible decision-making (CASEL, 2020). Research clearly 

shows that SEL plays a key role not only in improving academic achievement 

but also in strengthening students’ mental well-being. Nevertheless, in primary 

education, SEL often remains in the background, as tight timetables and the 

need to meet subject-specific requirements are frequently the teachers’ main 

priority, leaving less attention for students’ social-emotional development. Yet 

these skills determine students’ success and balance not only in school life but 

also in everyday situations, helping them to collaborate effectively, cope with 
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stress, and take responsibility for shaping their own futures in a changing social 

and economic environment. 

In the case of disadvantaged students, the situation is particularly complex. 

According to OECD (2019) data, many of them begin school with a smaller 

vocabulary, less knowledge, and fewer skills, which can already put them at a 

disadvantage in the early stages of learning. Early experiences of failure and 

low self-confidence can negatively influence learning motivation in the long 

term, which is why equity-oriented pedagogy is of particular importance. Its 

aim is precisely to reduce the differences stemming from social disadvantages, 

achieved through differentiated task design, the introduction of real-life 

learning materials, and personalised support (Tomlinson, 2014). Differentiated 

methods allow students to receive tasks suited to their individual abilities, 

which motivates them and fosters a sense of success in learning. Real-life 

learning materials help students apply what they have learned in their daily 

lives, thereby strengthening their attachment to school and their sense of the 

meaningfulness of learning. Incorporating local community elements—such as 

local history projects, learning about traditional crafts, or engaging in 

community service—can be particularly effective in strengthening students’ 

sense of identity and belonging, while also encouraging them to value their own 

cultural heritage and actively participate in community life. 

Fostering independence is closely linked to both SEL and equity. 

Independence is not limited to acquiring certain learning techniques; it also 

encompasses self-direction, self-reflection, and the ability to take 

responsibility. These competencies play a decisive role in both the labour 

market and life management, especially in a rapidly changing social and 

technological environment (Adams, 2022). Developing independence means 

enabling students to set goals, make decisions, take responsibility for the 

consequences, and, when necessary, seek help. In everyday teaching, this can 

be achieved through independent project work, designated responsibilities 

within the class, and consciously creating space for students’ initiatives. Such 

tasks develop problem-solving skills, collaboration, and adaptability. It is 

particularly important that fostering independence supports students not only 

on a cognitive level but also emotionally, for example, by allowing opportunities 

to make mistakes and learn from them. 
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These three areas—social-emotional education, equity, and fostering 

independence—can mutually reinforce each other to create a school 

environment that not only imparts knowledge but also prepares students for 

social integration and the challenges of the future by educating them for life. 

This complex approach ensures that students are present in school not only as 

learners but also as developing individuals. The long-term goal is for students 

to be able to take responsibility for themselves and their communities, thereby 

contributing to strengthening social cohesion and increasing equality of 

opportunity. In addition, such pedagogical practice boosts students’ self-

confidence, develops their critical thinking and problem-solving skills, and 

helps them become active, proactive, and cooperative members of the 

community. The resulting safe and supportive learning environment can, in the 

long run, lead to lower dropout rates, improved academic achievement, and 

expanded life opportunities for students. 

III. Practical Implementation Possibilities 

Social-emotional education, equity, and fostering independence can be 

implemented as an integral part of everyday school life if pedagogical practice 

consciously incorporates these areas into the daily routine, curriculum, and 

community activities. 

In daily routines, social-emotional education can begin, for example, with a 

morning “emotion check-in” activity.64 This not only helps teachers to promptly 

identify which students may require extra attention or support, but also 

develops emotional expression, empathy, and the quality of social 

relationships. Such regular emotional check-ins contribute to creating a more 

accepting and supportive classroom community, reducing conflicts and 

increasing the sense of safety. The method is particularly important in classes 

with a high proportion of disadvantaged students, as it strengthens community 

cohesion and reduces social isolation (K. Nagy, 2007).

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Equity-focused methods have a prominent role in the curriculum, 

especially where students come from socially, culturally, or economically 

disadvantaged backgrounds. Differentiating the curriculum ensures that every 

learner faces challenges suited to their abilities, thereby avoiding learning gaps 

and loss of motivation. Real-life projects65 not only deepen subject-specific 

knowledge but also strengthen local identity. In these projects, children 

conduct interviews with local adults or craftsmen, then create posters and 

presentations, which they present either in school or at the community centre. 

This work develops communication and digital competences, offers a sense of 

community, and provides students with the opportunity to feel that their 

contributions are valued. Project-based learning enables students to 

experience the benefits of collaboration and to learn how to share tasks and 

responsibilities effectively. 

The development of independence skills also requires conscious 

planning.66 Such practices are not only useful within the school community but 

also lay the foundation for essential long-term skills in the labour market and 

everyday life. Teachers’ feedback indicates that tasks aimed at developing 

independence increase student confidence, improve decision-making skills, 

and reduce excessive reliance on adult intervention over time. 

The deliberate integration of these three areas—social-emotional 

education, equity, and fostering independence—helps schools create a 

genuinely supportive, inclusive, and growth-oriented environment where 

every student has the opportunity to succeed, to develop personally, and to 

integrate into society. Experience shows that in schools where this threefold 

focus is consciously present, student satisfaction, willingness to cooperate, and 

academic performance all improve (K. nagy 2015).

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IV. Methodological Framework for Integrating 
the Above Areas 

Recommendation for Schools on Incorporating Social-Emotional Learning, 

Equity, and Fostering Independence into a Unified System 

 

Teaching Goal-Setting (once a week, 20 minutes) 

Objective: To enable students to formulate and follow short-term goals. 

Materials: Goal cards (coloured cardboard), felt-tip pens, a “Goal Tree” wall 

poster. 

Steps: 

− Discussion: “What do we want to get better at this week?” 

– Examples: “I will read the text without mistakes”, “I will not interrupt 

others.” 

− Each student writes their goal on a card. 

− The cards are placed on the “Goal Tree” on the classroom wall. 

− At the end of the week, a brief round of feedback: How did everyone 

progress, and what did they learn from it? 

Tip: The cards can be taken home so parents can also see the goal. 

 

Introducing the Rule for Asking for Help 

Objective: To encourage children not to turn to the teacher immediately, but to 

try to solve the problem on their own or with peers’ help. 

Method: “Ask two classmates before you go to the teacher.” 

Implementation: 

− Create a “Help Point” corner in the classroom where children can briefly 

discuss the task. 

− If two peers cannot help, they then approach the teacher together. 

Result: Strengthens cooperation and social problem-solving. 
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Emotion Regulation in the Morning Routine (daily, 5 minutes) 

Objective: For students to recognise and express their emotions. 

Materials: Coloured emotion cards (happy, sad, nervous, tired, enthusiastic). 

Steps: 

− Upon entering, each child selects a card that reflects their current 

mood. 

− In a brief round, they may say in one sentence why they chose it. 

− This helps the teacher identify who may need extra attention that day. 

Note: Particularly important where children often come from stressful family 

environments. 

 

Real-Life Project – “The Treasures of Our Village” (4 weeks) 

Objective: To develop confidence, communication, and cooperation skills. 

Task: Students conduct an interview with a local craftsperson (blacksmith, 

seamstress, musician, gardener), then present it to the class. 

Steps: 

− In pairs or small groups, select an interviewee. 

− Prepare a set of questions together. 

− Visit the person (accompanied by a parent or teacher). 

− Use photographs and notes to create a poster. 

− Hold an exhibition at the village cultural centre. 

Advantage: Parents can also be involved, strengthening community ties. 

 

Learning from Mistakes (ongoing) 

Objective: For children not to fear mistakes, but to see them as opportunities 

for improvement. 

Method: 

− Mistake-Correction Journal: For each incorrect task, students write how 

they would correct it. 

− Praise is given for the correction, regardless of the original grade. 
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Effect: Reduces feelings of failure and increases perseverance. 

 

Monthly “Independence Challenge” 

Examples: 

− Managing a library loan independently. 

− Planning a shared snack (creating a shopping list). 

− Making a decision on how to spend class funds (e.g., sports equipment or 

decorations). 

Objective: For students to feel they have a say and that their decisions have 

consequences. 

 

Teacher Communication with Parents 

Since parents often overprotect their children or shift responsibility 

elsewhere, it is worth holding a short monthly parent-teacher meeting where: 

− Teachers share in which areas the child has become more independent. 

− Positive examples are highlighted. 

− Ways of supporting responsibility at home are discussed. 

These methods are most effective when teachers apply them consistently, 

warmly, but firmly. In the schools of Borsod, SEL is not a luxury but a key to 

creating equal opportunities. 

V. Conclusions – Recommendations for Primary 
Schools in Borsod 

The findings from both practice (K. Nagy, 2024) and the academic literature 

(Lotan, 2024) clearly indicate that the deliberate and integrated development 

of social-emotional skills, equity, and independence can have a significant 

impact on the school and personal development of disadvantaged students, 

including those of Roma origin. Therefore, it is recommended that primary 

schools in Borsod adopt the integration of these three areas as a strategic 

objective in their pedagogical practice. 
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The first recommendation is the conscious integration of Social and 

Emotional Learning (SEL) into everyday teaching. International research 

(CASEL, 2020) confirms that the intentional recognition, expression, and 

management of emotions contribute greatly to students’ emotional stability 

and the quality of their social relationships. Morning emotion check-in 

activities, empathy-building tasks, and the creation of a safe, accepting 

classroom climate can help students become more open to new knowledge and 

more willing to embrace learning challenges. 

The second recommendation is the consistent application of equity-focused 

pedagogical methods. Differentiated task-setting, the provision of individual 

learning pathways, and the integration of real-life projects into the curriculum 

enable all students to develop in line with their abilities. For example, projects 

such as “The Treasures of Our Village” simultaneously strengthen local identity, 

deepen subject knowledge, and enhance communication, digital, and social 

competences. Such approaches are particularly important for Roma and 

disadvantaged students, as they strengthen school engagement, increase the 

perceived relevance of learning, and reduce the risk of dropping out. 

The third recommendation is the targeted development of independence 

skills. The ‘Ask Two Classmates’ rule, the monthly autonomy challenges, and 

the involvement of students in decisions regarding classroom rules are all 

practices that foster responsibility, decision-making skills, and self-regulation. 

These competences are essential for long-term success in the labour market 

and in everyday life. 

Both international and Hungarian literature (CASEL, 2020; Tomlinson, 

2014; OECD, 2019) emphasise that the integration of the three areas—SEL, 

equity, and independence—works synergistically, each reinforcing the others. 

It is therefore recommended that schools in Borsod, particularly those with a 

high proportion of disadvantaged students, primarily of Roma background, 

treat these elements not as separate programmes but as a unified, coordinated 

developmental strategy. 

Successful implementation requires the continuous methodological 

support, training, and inclusion of teachers in professional communities. 

Teacher collaboration, sharing of best practices, and peer learning strengthen 
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professional confidence and contribute to the long-term sustainability of the 

programme. 

It is also recommended that school leadership, parents, and the local 

community be actively involved so that students experience support, 

cooperation, and opportunities for growth not only within school walls but also 

at home and in their community. 

The coordinated application of social-emotional learning, equity-focused 

pedagogy, and the fostering of independence serves not only to improve 

educational outcomes but also to promote social integration, reduce dropout 

rates, and expand students’ future life opportunities. For primary schools in 

Borsod, the introduction and continuous development of these interventions is 

a long-term investment whose benefits extend beyond the school itself, 

exerting a positive influence on the entire local community.

Details from the linguistics landscape of Lak 
– The linguistics landscape of the Lak district 
primary school 

Abstract 
The article summarizes the schoolscape research conducted in the Laki Regional 
Elementary School, which is part of the linguistic landscape research conducted in the 
Abau j and Edele ny microregions within the Creative Region project series. The article 
seeks to answer the question of whether the diverse cultural (linguistic, ethnic) 
characteristics of the settlement, the source of dual identity, reflected in the school 
space? What linguistic-cultural values and communicative expectations do the walls 
convey? The article introduces the Creative Region project, which provides the 
background for the research, and the location of the school, highlighting the importance 
of schoolscapes research in communities considered monolingual. The fourth part 
analyses the Pedagogical Program of the institution, then supported by photographs, 
describes the school’s external and internal visual landscape elements, the signs 
displayed on the walls. The summary not only aims to answer the questions posed in the 
introduction, but also, similarly to previous schoolscape analyses conducted within the 
Creative Region project, draws attention to good practices and linguistics landscaping. 

Keywords: linguistic landscape, schoolscape, monolingual education, sign, Creative Region  

I. Introduction 

The study summarizes the synchronous linguistic landscape research 

conducted at the Laki District Primary School, located in one of the settlements 

in the Edele ny microregion. The choice of title reflects the view that the school 

linguistic landscape (schoolscape) is to be  interpreted as part of the complex 

linguistic landscape  of a given geographical unit (see also Shohamy, 2012; 

Szabo , 2016), and at the same time, the title’s parallelism  with the school 

linguistic landscape studies published within the framework of the Creative 

Region (hereinafter: CR) projects (Kecske s – Ille sne  Kova cs, 2023; 2025) also 
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indicates that it was prepared within the same research framework as these 

articles and follows the same set of criteria. 

The school as a “specific space of visual language use” (To dor, 2014:41) can 

be analyzed as an independent unit, which contributes to the definition of the 

linguistic landscape of the settlement as a whole. This approach is particularly 

important as the main objective of the CR I–III. project series is to provide a 

comprehensive overview of the economic, social, cultural and educational 

situation of the region through a complex resource assessment, thereby 

increase the social innovation potential in the region (K. Nagy – Ille sne  Kova cs, 

2022). 

Within the projects series the research on school linguistic landscape not 

only supports local educational innovations but also provides studies with the 

same structure (about Baktake k, Edele ny, Lak) that can be utilized by other 

schools in the CR regions for educational development. Their aim is to facilitate 

the adaptation of “good practices”, and by doing so, enable schools to progress 

towards innovative solutions from within – rather than through external or top-

down intervention. The main goal of describing the phenomena is therefore 

raising awareness, a point also emphasized by Brown (2005; 2012), and from 

which point the institution may move towards more reflected linguistic activity, 

the shaping of the linguistic landscape or, in the terminology of Isto k–Lo rincz–

To ro k (2025:41) towards the “linguistic landscaping”. The perspective adopted 

in the CR aligns with Szabo 's (2016) description of agency in the school 

linguistic landscapes: the initiative of the project/researcher implies the 

assumption that raising of the topic will potentially be followed by some 

relevant reaction” (Szabo , 2016:232). 

II. The Creative Region projects and research on 
linguistic landscapes 

The research target area of the CR I–III projects of the University of Miskolc 

was 25 settlements in the Abau j micro-region between 2018–2021, and then 25 

settlements in the Edele ny micro-region between 2021–2025. In the project 

series, which focused on social, economic, cultural and social innovations, 
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emphasized the importance of education and development, as highlighted and 

supported by data by the project leader, Ma ria Ille sne  Kova cs (2022). She 

pointed out that the number of schools in the small settlements of the region 

decreased proportionally to the decrease in the number of school-age children, 

and that the loss of motivation of students to learn and the regional 

transportation difficulties have contributed to the higher rates of school 

dropouts without qualifications, posing a significant challenge for the regional 

institutions. Therefore, “education is of fundamental importance for the future 

of the settlements,  and the effectiveness of the work carried out there, the level 

of dropout and leaving school without a qualification, the rate of further 

education, and whether the institution is capable of producing innovative young 

people who provide novel ideas for solving problems depend on its quality and 

the methodological preparedness of the teachers working there” (Ille sne  

Kova cs, 2022:623). In the projects that treated education as a potential source 

of innovation a dedicated educational working group was established, and this 

multidisciplinary team addressed various actors in learning and teaching, 

through institutional assessments, pedagogical-methodological training, to the 

organization of experimental classes and teacher exhibitions. Research into the 

school language landscape also formed an integral part of the educational 

support built on local values (Kecske s, 2023). 

III. The framework for school language 
landscape research in a supposedly monolingual 
environment  

Although the early studies of linguistic landscape research focused 

preliminary  on multilingual environments and sought to provide a more 

nuanced picture of multilingualism “by focusing on language choice, language 

hierarchy, regulations, indexicality and literacy” (Gorter, 2017:32), more recent 

research has extended to monolingual settlements where communities with 

different linguistic and/or cultural backgrounds live together (Bartha–

Laihonen–Szabo , 2013; Biro  2017; Kecske s – Ille sne  Kova cs, 2025). 
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The research area of the CR projects is the Csereha t region, whose linguistic 

and cultural diversity is related to the religious and denominational 

transformation of the 18th century, to “the depopulation of the region during 

the Ottoman era and the subsequent need for  resettlement, the arrival of Greek-

Catholic and Roman Catholic, Ruthenian and, to a lesser extent, Slovak settlers, 

and as well as  the acceleration of the re-Catholicization processes” (Gyulai, 

2021:19). And as the school linguistic landscape research in Baktake k and 

Edele ny (Kecske s – Ille sne  Kova cs, 2023; 2025) also pointed out, in addition to 

the historically established multilingual settlements, the 20th-century 

administrative mergers of villages created new communities with ethnically 

and culturally mixed backgrounds. In these settlements, linguistic assimilation 

did not necessarily take place simultaneously with ethnic and religious 

assimilation, however the dominance of Hungarian language use in education 

had and continues to have an extremely strong impact on linguistic assimilation. 

In communities with linguistically and/or culturally mixed backgrounds, 

the existence of dual identity can be demonstrated through statistical data, so 

school linguistic landscape research is also justified in settlements within the 

region that are considered monolingual67  

The selected schools meet the following criteria:  

• they are maintained by the state or by local municipalities,  

• monolingual, with Hungarian as the language of instruction, 

• settlement history research has revealed and/or currently shows 

multilingualism, as well as ethnic and denominational diversity (e.g., the 

presence of minority self-government in the settlement),  

• census data on ethnic affiliation show statistical values exceeding 100% in 

relation to the total population of the settlement, indicating the presence of dual 

identity  

The research is organized around three main questions:

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(a) To what extent are diverse cultural (linguistic, ethnic, religious) 

characteristics present in the school? 

(b) What linguistic-cultural values does the school communicate? 

(c) What communication expectations and values are reflected in the school's 

interior space? 

III.1. Location of the research 

The village of Lak is in the hilly region of Nyugati-Cserha t in Northern 

Hungary, in the valleys of the Vada sz and Ma nta streams. It is 11 kilometres from 

the seat of the Edele ny micro-region. Until 1950 the settlement served as a 

notary district, and since 1966 it has been a seat municipality with a joint 

council, however since 2013 it has been part of the Borsodszira k Joint Municipal 

Office, which also includes the municipalities of Hanga cs, Hegymeg, Irota, Lak, 

Nyoma r and Tomor (W1). The total population of the settlement was 641 in 

2025, and the number of residents has shown an increasing and then 

decreasing trend until 2015 (W2). 

The long-term existence of dual identity in the settlement, although with 

significant decline, shown in the 2011-2022 census data from the Hungarian 

Central Statistical Office (hereinafter: KSH) (see Table 1), in which the ratio of 

ethnic nationality to the total population is over 100%.

However, the KSH data are contradicted the statistics on the website of the 

local government, which state that “20% of the settlement’s population 

considers themselves   Hungarian, while 80% is identify as Roma” (W3). And 

this contradiction can best be resolved by the KSH data on minority language 

use. According to the 2022 census, 7.2% of respondents identified themselves 

as Roma (Gypsy) nationality; however, in the language use section of the 

questionnaire, no one reported using a domestic minority language as their 

mother tongue or within family or social community. Thus, my hypothesis is 

that the divergence between ethnic self-identification and actual language use 

accounts for the sharply differing figures. The relevance of school linguistic 

landscape research in this statistically monolingual community lies precisely by 

the ethnically and culturally mixed background and the presence of dual 

identity. 

IV. Empirical research 

The analysis follows the research criteria applied in CR projects: 

(1) analysis of educational management documents (Pedagogical Program), 

(2) examination of the school building’s external appearance, facade visual 

elements, 

(3) examination of the school’s interior space (entrance hall, corridors, doors, 

classrooms), 

(3.1.) permanent messages, 

(3.2.) updated information. 

IV.1. Linguistics aspects of educational management documents 

The Laki Regional Primary School, typical of district-level institutions, 

provides education both for lower and upper primary school pupils from Lak 

and nearby settlements (Hegymeg, Irota, Szaka csi, Tomor). Since 2013, the 

institution has been operated by the Klebelsberg Institution Maintenance 

Centre. At the time of the research, the school had a total of 106 students, 29 of 

whom came from nearby villages. Among the students, one  student was 

identified as having special educational need (SNI), and one student as having 
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behaviour and learning difficulties (BTMN), and although the institutional 

documents do not provide numerical data regarding disadvantaged (HH) or 

multiply disadvantaged children (HHH), the school's Pedagogical Program 

(hereinafter: PP) for the 2024/25 academic year, indicates that regular child 

protection benefits are requested for every pupil (W4). 

The institution is maintained by the Kazincbarcika Regional Education 

Centre. In its introduction, the PP presents the institutional context, noting that 

most of the students come from average or below-average socio-cultural 

background, consequently the mission of the school is to enable all students to 

reach the highest possible level of their abilities. Amidst negative 

environmental influences, their goal is to foster “balanced, happy adults who 

know and accept themselves” (W4:2). Chapter I outlines the basic principles, 

values, objectives, tools, and procedures of the institution’s educational and 

teaching activities. Along with the five values identified  here (values of 

biological existence, harmony of the self, value related to social relationships, 

social validity, humanized worldview), we also find additional values (e.g. self-

awareness, preservation of local and ethnic traditions) that can support 

students from communities with dual identities and different cultural 

backgrounds in a better understanding of the relationship between language 

and identity. Education is monolingual, Hungarian is the language of 

instruction. In Section 5.1, which describes the training structure of PP, specifies 

that considering the ethnic composition of the students body, one of the 

compulsory elective courses is the subject of Roma ethnography. Chapter II of 

the PP is the local curriculum, which lists the subjects and their weekly hours, 

including the Roma ethnography also as a subject taught one hour per week in 

each grade. 

IV.2. The exterior appearance of the building, façade elements 

The external appearance of the school building “is what first orients the 

visitor in relation to the institution, and the visual elements of the facade 

therefore play a decisive role in shaping the identity of the community 

operating there” (Bartha–Laihonen–Szabo , 2013:22). In accordance with the 

Act CCII of 2011, on the street front of the L-shaped building of the school the 

Hungarian and European Union flags indicate its function as a public institution,  

and below the flags are the mandatory visibility elements referring to the 
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sources of support (Hungarian language plaques), while the school’s coat of 

arms is displayed separately (see Figure 1).

The entrances to the institution open from the inner courtyard, and the 

entrances, in strong contrast to the asphalted area, are made inviting by 

colourful floral ornaments around the doors. On the door used as the main 

entrance, two monomodal communique s are posted: one is from the 

maintenance company about schooling in Hungarian, the other provides the 

name and contact information of the social worker. On the wall framing the 

door, one above the other, there are two identical- content sza jn/signs68, 

prohibiting smoking. The monomodal sign has an inscription in Hungarian only, 

while the other is a multimodal sign: a visual depiction (a cigarette crossed out) 

and a Hungarian-language text, with an indexical relationship between the 

graphic element and the text. Among the external visual features of the building, 

 
68 The research interprets a szájn as “any linguistic, visual or visual-linguistic unit that can be 
considered an independent whole from a content-logical point of view, i.e. one that can be clearly 
delimited (e.g. by frame, font size, spacing) from other similar units” (Isto k–Lo rincz–To th 2023: 40). 
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the colourful, floral ornamentation, i.e. the non-linguistic visual elements, are 

the dominant ones.

IV.3. The interior space of the school 

There is no classical auditorium in the building, the visitor enters through 

a corridor. Thus, while the central permanent visual element of the auditorium 

typically conveys the global or local values represented by the institution 

immediately to the student and the visitor, here the values intended to be 

communicated are composed of the permanent and updated communique s 

displayed along the corridor that runs the full length of the building. Therefore, 

the visitor needs more time to discover the highlighted sign, which is the 

updated message placed at one end of the corridor (see Figure 1).

The multimodal signs/sza jns placed in focus consists of a Hungarian-

language text (“those we are proud of”) and graphic elements (a family tree in 

the background, photos of the students), with an indexical relationship between 

them. The visual element conveying global values restates the goals of the 

institution’s pedagogical program. “Due to the geographical location, there is a 

high number of students who, lacking an adequate family background, face all 

the negative aspects of contemporary Hungarian society. They require more 

attention, care, patience and love than average” (W4: 2), therefore the declared 

goal of the teaching staff is to reflect the potential and values inherent in 

children. The family tree – as a visual element – responds to the possible 

deficiencies brought from home, in contrast to one of the pedagogical values 

formulated by the institution, the value of social relationships (W4:9). 

The walls of the corridors display, a dialogue between permanent messages 

and updated information, supports the organization of learning, teaching, and 

assessment. 

The boards – as permanent messages conveying local value – line on one 

side of the corridor, above the classroom doors, welcoming those who enters 

the corridor or a classroom. Meanwhile the updated visual elements, students’ 

work related to a specific thematic event, line on the opposite wall of the 

corridor, catching the attention of those leaving. 
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The fact that the  updated messages are displayed on a corkboard also 

draws attention to them. The messages created by students, usually related to 

the curriculum, holidays or changes in the natural environment (e.g. seasons), 

generally contain lexeme-level elements of the  Hungarian language and are 

dominated by visual designs, in contrast to the  primatily text-based 

communique s created by teachers (see Figure 4).

Alongside the elements promoting behavioural norms, there are also 

displays that provide positive reinforcement (see Figure 5).

In the example presented, the Hungarian text (Congratulations to you, Be 

diligent and persistent, Your work is beautiful, Well done) is complemented by 

visual elements (heart, piece of clothing, flower, bird) that carry symbolic 

meaning. 

The classroom door serves as a “passing through” making a transition from 

the corridor into the learning space, which is a distinct element of investigation 

at the CR research sites. In Baktake k, the doors were decorated with unique 

multimodal signs, typically organized around class community’s name. In 

addition to the information-sharing role of the updated communique s, they 

created a positive atmosphere, reflected the colours of the students’ own 

culture, and the community symbolically “occupied” the space through them 

already “at the doorway”. In Edele ny, the doors generally featured class labels 

(see B/4., 8. a. class) and some multimodal signs, with Hungarian inscriptions 

(e.g. Welcome, or Those who enter here bring out the best in yourself) expressing 

the school’s intended value. In Lak, the doors displayed permanent messages 

and uniform Hungarian-language information boards about each class, while 

the occasional addition of graphic elements (e.g. an owl) has a symbolic 

meaning (Figure: 6).

In the classrooms, as is typical of state-run institutions, the national coat of 

arms, the main national attribute, is prominently displayed above the 

blackboard. The most dominant communique s of these spaces – including the 

corridors – are the multimodal signs conveying the expected behavior norms, 

which, is no exaggeration to say, hang even from the chandeliers (see picture 6). 

The Hungarian texts and iconic graphic elements are colourful and visually 

engaging.

At the same time, the classrooms reflect the declared objectives of the PP 

and the institutional work plan: safe school environment (announcement in 

Hungarian about the school police officer), focus on health (illustration of fruits, 

iconic depiction of handwashing), partner-centeredness with parents and 

students. The partnership-oriented approach also characterizes the design of 

updated communique s, for example, the combination of student and teacher 

products form one sign. The updated messages within the classroom carry 

information related to holidays and the current phase of the school year. 

V. Summary 

The findings from the research can be summarized as follows: although the 

educational management documents reflect awareness of the ethnically and 

culturally mixed community, the Roma self-representation is not visible on the 

walls. The development of the students’ self-awareness and self-improvement 

– as well as the teaching of the Roma Ethnography Studies – would be supported 

if its visual interpretations were displayed monomodally or multimodally in the 

classrooms. The exclusive use of the Hungarian language is typical in the school, 
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and in addition to the transmission of Hungarian national cultural values, local 

values dominate the internal community spaces (such as corridor displays and 

children’s drawings). We suggest that the Hungarian-language “magic words” 

communicating behavioural expectations (e.g. Please, Thank You, Could you 

please) could be supplemented with equivalents of Roma/Bea s language and 

with the compulsory foreign languages taught in the school; the former would 

be beneficial from a linguistic revitalization perspective, while the latter could 

support foreign language learning. The values defined in the PP are exemplary 

reflected on the walls. There is a balance between the values conveyed by the 

teaching staff (such as community life, positive feedback to the students) and 

the expected values, for instance the norms of social interaction within the 

community.

Demographic processes and characteristics 
in the Edelény district and the settlements of 
the CR project 

Abstract 
As part of the Higher Education Institutional Excellence Program led by the Faculty of 
Arts and Humanities at the University of Miskolc, we have been researching potential 
areas and opportunities for social and cultural innovation over the past three years 
within the framework of a CR project that has been awarded and is currently being 
implemented. This is a social, economic, and cultural model based on a complex study of 
25 settlements in the Edele ny district. This involves conducting interviews with formal 
and informal leaders and trying to involve the local population through questionnaires 
to assess local knowledge, values, ideas for economic development, and opinions on local 
issues and public safety.

Similar to other countries in the European Union, Hungary's territorial and 

municipal division is governed by the Fundamental Law. Accordingly, the 

country is currently divided into a capital city (1), regions (8), counties (19), 

districts (174), towns (348) and villages (2807), while the capital city is divided 

into districts (23).

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Borsod-Abau j-Zemple n County is the second most populous county in the 

country, with an area of 7,247 km2. Its population density is 97.9 people/km2, 

which is slightly lower than the national average (103 people/km2). The 

settlement structure of the county is characterized by the dominant role of the 

Miskolc district on the one hand, and the multitude of small and tiny villages on 

the other. With its 358 settlements, the county ranks first in the county ranking. 

In terms of settlement density, Borsod-Abau j-Zemple n, with 4.9 settlements per 

100 km², can be considered densely populated in domestic terms. The average 

population of the settlements is 1,959, which is six-tenths of the national 

average. The small village character of the county is reflected in the fact that the 

average population of the villages is less than 900. Of the 330 villages, 142 have 

a population of less than 500, and 82 have a population of between 500 and 

999. (Miha lyi 2017) 

The distribution of the 16 districts is very uneven, as the Mezo csa t district 

has only 8 settlements, while the Edele ny district, which is the subject of our 

study, has 45 settlements, which obviously makes cooperation, coordination, 

and resource allocation more difficult. In terms of population (623,000), the 

Tokaj district is the smallest (13,000) and the Miskolc district is the largest 

(245,000). In terms of area (7,247 km²), the Tiszau jva ros district (249 km²) and 

the Miskolc district (972 km²) are the two extremes. In terms of population 

density (97.9 people/km²), the Miskolc district (252 people/km²) is more than 

seven times more densely populated than the Go nc district (35 people/km²). Of 

the 39 settlements in the Miskolc district, 7 are towns (Miskolc, Also zsolca, 

Emo d, Felso zsolca, Nye kla dha za, Onga, and Sajo ba bony), which represents 

17.9% of the total. Of the 45 settlements in the Edele ny district, Edele ny and 

Szendro  are the two towns, representing 4.4% of the total. The degree of 

urbanization is therefore a quarter of that in Miskolc, which has a significant 

impact on the degree of social integration, social inequalities, and, through this, 

the development of social and economic life. (Miha lyi 2015)

The population development of the Edele ny district has always followed the 

county trends, with the exception that while elsewhere it peaked in 1980, here 

it peaked in 1970. Since then, apart from a minor upturn in the 1990s, a 

continuous decline has been observed, as shown by the trend line. Over the past 

50 years, the district has lost a fifth of its population. The negative trend 
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accelerated most rapidly in the 2010s, when the decline was 9%, but in the last 

ten years it has halved and slowed down.

The settlements involved in the CR project account for 80% of the 31,615 

population of the Edele ny district, a total of 25,207 people. Looking at the 

changes over the past two decades, we see that only four of the district's 25 

municipalities have seen population growth during this period, with the largest 

increase in Szaka cs, where growth exceeded 40%. Ten of the 21 settlements 

experienced a population decline of at least 20% – three (Debre te, Abod, and 

Martonyi) nearly 50% – and another eleven experienced a smaller decline. 
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Overall, the area studied suffered heavy losses in the 2000s, and although the 

14% decline is slightly better than that of the B.-A.-Z. counties (16%), it is 

almost three times higher than the 5.5% decline in Hungary as a whole. We will 

try to find the reasons for this in the following. 

What we know and see is that the demographic composition and population 

trends, which were already unfavourable from a socio-economic point of view, 

have not changed significantly in recent years, and in some cases have even 

become more unfavourable. The components of this are briefly presented 

below. (Miha lyi, 2022) Demography is the science that uses specific methods to 

study population size, population composition from various perspectives, 

population phenomena, and population patterns, and applies this knowledge to 

socio-economic development through population policy. The composition of 

the population can be examined according to seven criteria—gender, age, 

marital status, linguistic, ethnic, and religious composition, cultural situation, 

and territorial and occupational composition—and can be placed in a temporal 

perspective using four demographic processes: marriage/divorce, birth, 

fertility, mortality, morbidity, and migration. (Miha lyi 2008) Of these, we will 

now mention those that have the strongest impact on the demographic 

processes and characteristics of the Edele ny district today. 

Unusually, we place the development of the Roma/Gypsy population ratio 

at the top of the list of factors examined, because the large presence of this 

ethnic group in the settlements included in the study has a strong impact on 

both the composition of the population and demographic processes, and thus 

ultimately on the demographic characteristics of the Edele ny district. Without 

providing a comprehensive answer to the question of "who is a Gypsy?", taking 

into account the various interpretations, we summarize as fact that there are 

two ways of interpreting the domestic Gypsy population. In the narrower sense, 

this group consists of those who identify themselves as belonging to the Roma 

ethnic group. We refer to them as the census Roma population. In the broader 

sense, a significant part of the larger group does not identify as Roma, but is 

considered Roma by their environment based on their lifestyle. We refer to 

them as the qualified Roma population. Pa l To th combined these two 

interpretations in his research, according to which a Roma is “someone who is 

identified as such by others (e.g., school, neighbours, etc.) and who accepts this 

classification as applying to themselves.” 
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The Roma population differs from the total population in almost every 

demographic respect and in terms of the characteristics observed therein.  In 

contrast to the total population, the number of Roma has shown a steady 

upward trend in recent decades. The most striking difference in terms of 

population composition is in educational attainment and participation in 

education, which also determines this group's social status, labour market 

opportunities, and livelihood. In terms of demographic processes, there is a 

huge gap between Roma and non-Roma in terms of both fertility and mortality.

According to their self-identification, Roma can be divided into three 

groups.  The first group consists of Hungarian speakers who call themselves 

Romungro, musicians, or musical Roma (71%). The second group consists of 

those who consider themselves native speakers of the Romani language and call 

themselves Olah Roma, Rom, or Roma (21%). This group is not uniform, but 

consists of twelve groups that are culturally and linguistically distinct from each 

other. The third group consists of native Romanian speakers, who call 

themselves Bea s Gypsies (8%). (Miha lyi 2016) 

The majority of the population in the Edele ny district belongs to the 

Romungro group. There are eight aging, depopulating settlements where, 

according to census data, there are no Roma residents. However, this is 

misleading because, while this represents 36% of the municipalities included 

in the study, their population is less than 1,000, i.e., less than 4%. In another 

eight settlements, the proportion of Roma is below 10%, while in the following 
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settlements – Balajt (33%), Martonyi (32%), Rakaca (70%), Rakacaszend 

(40%), Szaka csi (72%), Szendro  (33%), Szendro la d (61%), Tomor (26%) – the 

average is 46%, meaning that every second inhabitant is Roma. These eight 

settlements account for one third of the population of the CR area. These 

proportions also determine the composition by gender, age and educational 

attainment, and have a huge impact on demographic processes.

The age structure of the population and changes therein determine all areas 

of socio-economic life, from the size of the labour force and the number of 

dependents to educational, cultural, and health needs. In the territorial units, 

the proportion of children increases towards the lower levels due to their 

shorter life expectancy. This is exacerbated by the fact that the age structure of 

the total population in Hungary is onion-shaped, while that of the Roma is 

pyramid-shaped. There are twice as many children and five times as many 

elderly people among the Roma compared to the total population, and the 

average age of the Roma is 15 years lower than that of non-Roma. If we look at 

these data, we see that their current age structure corresponds to that of the 

Hungarian population in 1870, i.e., it reflects the age characteristics of that time, 

140 years ago. From this point of view, CR settlements follow the characteristics 

of municipalities with a high proportion of Roma: where there are many Roma, 
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the proportion of children is higher, and where there are fewer, there are more 

elderly people. 

• Below-average "proportion of children": Abod, Debre te (0%), Damak, 

Edele ny, Galva cs, Hanga cs, Irota, Martonyi, Meszes, Nyoma r, Viszlo  (3.6%),

The table shows that the smaller the territorial unit, the higher the 

proportion of men and, consequently, the lower the proportion of women. The 

reason for this is that, since there is a surplus of male births in every country, 

there are more men in younger countries. The ratio of the two sexes evens out 

between the ages of 4 and 45, and then reverses, meaning that there are more 

women among the elderly, as they live longer. Since the mortality rate of Roma, 

i.e., their average life expectancy at birth, is shorter than that of non-Roma, there 

is a surplus of men in this relatively young population. However, if we examine 

the gender ratios from different perspectives, we see other differences. One 

significant difference is that the proportion of women in the rural population is 

very high, which can be explained by emigration. Accordingly, the proportions 

in CR settlements are as follows: where the proportion of Roma is high and the 

population is young, there is a surplus of men, while in aging, depopulating, 

emigrating, and non-Roma settlements, there is a surplus of women.

As noted earlier, we confirm here that educational attainment is the 

demographic indicator that shows the greatest differences between the Roma 

and non-Roma populations. This is also confirmed by the relevant data from CR 

settlements. The Roma recognized the importance of schooling at the end of the 

19th century, but this was marred by high absenteeism, and only a small 

proportion of students completed the four years of elementary school. In the 

1970s, 26-27% of Roma youth completed eight grades of school—meaning that 

most of them remained virtually illiterate—a figure that rose to 75% by the 

1990s. Few Roma youth study for a high school diploma, and even fewer obtain 

a degree. In 2005, 2% of students in higher education identified themselves as 

Roma. (Miha lyi, 2016) However, two other factors also influence the rates of 

school completion. On the one hand, younger people migrate from aging, 

depopulating settlements, and the elderly who remain at home are less 

educated. On the other hand, larger, more populous settlements are more 

heterogeneous, and this also applies to educational attainment. Thus, even if 

the proportion of Roma is high, the large number of inhabitants increases the 

number and proportion of those with higher educational attainment.

In 1970, the number of live births per thousand people in the Roma 

population was more than twice that of the total population. By 1993, the 

difference had nearly tripled, with fertility among Roma women also showing a 

downward trend, albeit to a lesser extent than among non-Roma women. In the 

1990s, the number of children in poor families increased in more and more 

small settlements, which was a kind of response to unemployment. The poor – 

Roma and non-Roma alike – undertake to have children “strategically” in order 

to receive family allowances and other social benefits. On the other hand, as we 

have already mentioned, the life expectancy of the Roma population at birth is 

much worse than the already unfavourable data for the total population, being 

on average 8 years shorter, and they have a very high incidence of numerous 

disease groups compared to the total population, for which the deprived 

conditions of the Roma are primarily responsible. (Miha lyi 2016) As a result, 

most settlements with a high proportion of Roma population show a positive 

birth rate, while aging settlements without Roma population show a zero or 

negative birth rate.

By the beginning of the 20th century, most Roma had settled down. After 

1945, a significant number of those who had escaped Nazi persecution moved 

from villages to Roma settlements in large cities, where the unlimited demand 

for unskilled labourers in socialist factories provided them with a livelihood. 

They migrated primarily to the cities of Borsod-Abau j-Zemple n and Baranya, 

which were considered industrial strongholds, and more and more of them 

found livelihoods in Budapest and its surrounding areas. In the 1970s, there 

was a labour shortage, so the migration of the Roma toward job opportunities 

did not cause social tension. (Miha lyi, 2016) After the change of regime, the 

mass loss of jobs meant that unskilled and semi-skilled workers were the first 

to find themselves on the streets and unemployed, and this situation became 

increasingly permanent in the following decades. Those who could, moved to 

larger cities, the capital, or abroad, but the extremely poor financial situation 

kept most people confined to their settlements. In this respect, therefore, there 

is no significant difference between settlements with higher or lower 

proportions of Roma. The dividing line is poverty and distance from large cities. 

There are a few exceptions among depopulated settlements, where new paths 

and opportunities have been found in rural tourism.

Foreign Language Learning in Primary 
Schools in Northeast Hungary 

Abstract 
The importance of foreign language learning in primary education has received 
considerable attention in recent years, particularly due to globalization and the 
increasing interconnectedness of societies. In Hungary, the emphasis on foreign 
language acquisition has become a key element of education policy, especially in the 
northeastern regions, where we face socio-economic challenges that affect educational 
outcomes. This essay examines the current state of foreign language learning in primary 
schools in northeastern Hungary, exploring pedagogical approaches, challenges, 
regional disadvantages supported by real data, and the impact on students' future 
opportunities.

I. Introduction 

Foreign language competence has become a central element of educational 

development across Europe, especially in the context of increasing 

globalization, migration, and labour mobility. The European Union’s 

multilingualism goals call for every citizen to master at least two foreign 

languages, reflecting a broader continental expectation that foreign language 

learning must begin early and continue systematically (European Commission, 

2020). Hungary’s national curriculum aligns with this expectation by 

introducing foreign language learning in primary education and encouraging 

early exposure to communicative language instruction.69 

The importance of foreign language learning in primary education has 

gained significant attention in recent years, particularly in the context of 

globalization and the increasing interconnectedness of societies. In Hungary,

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the emphasis on foreign language acquisition has become a key component of 

educational policy, especially in the northeastern regions, where cultural and 

economic exchanges with neighbouring countries are prevalent. This essay

II. The Role of Foreign Language Learning in 
Primary Education 

Foreign language learning is recognized as a critical skill in the modern 

world, contributing to cognitive development, cultural awareness, and 

enhanced communication abilities (Cummins, 2000). In Hungary, the National 

Core Curriculum emphasizes the necessity of foreign language education, 

mandating that students begin learning a foreign language by the age of 10 

(Hungarian Ministry of Human Capacities, 2012). In northeast Hungary, where 

the population is often bilingual due to proximity to Slovakia and Ukraine, the 

integration of foreign language learning is particularly relevant. 

III. Pedagogical Approaches 

In primary schools across northeast Hungary, various pedagogical 

approaches are employed to facilitate foreign language learning. The 

communicative approach, which emphasizes interaction and practical use of 

language, is prevalent in many classrooms. This method encourages students to 

engage in real-life conversations, fostering a more immersive learning 

environment (Littlewood, 1981). Additionally, the use of technology in language 

learning has become increasingly common, with digital resources and language 

learning applications enhancing traditional teaching methods (Benson, 2013). 

Teachers in the region often utilize a combination of methods, including 

games, songs, and storytelling, to make language learning enjoyable and 

effective. This multifaceted approach caters to different learning styles and 
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helps maintain student motivation (Gardner, 2006). Furthermore, the 

incorporation of cultural elements from the target language countries enriches 

the learning experience, promoting a deeper understanding of the language in 

its social context. 

In recent years, several language teaching projects have been launched in 

the area. One such program was the project developed at the University of 

Miskolc, the main goal of which was to develop a methodology that would 

increase secondary school students' motivation to learn languages, thereby 

contributing to the development of their foreign language skills. 

The use of experiential learning methods has greatly contributed to the 

effectiveness of language learning and to increasing students' self-confidence, 

which is important for a successful life and well-being. A similar program could 

also be implemented in elementary schools, using methods adapted to the 

specific characteristics of that age group. 70 

IV. Regional Disadvantages in Northeast 
Hungary 

Despite the positive aspects of foreign language education in northeast 

Hungary, several regional disadvantages hinder effective language learning. 

According to data from the Hungarian Central Statistical Office (KSH), the 

northeastern region of Hungary faces significant socio-economic challenges 

that impact educational outcomes. 

IV.1. Economic Disparities 

The northeastern region has a higher unemployment rate compared to the 

national average. As of 2022, the unemployment rate in northeastern Hungary 

was approximately 7.5%, while the national average was around 4.1% (KSH, 

2022). This economic disadvantage often translates into lower funding for 

schools, affecting the quality of language education.

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If we have a look at the latest unemployment rate in the first 3 quarters of 

2025, it is seen that the national average is the same as it was in 2022, 4.1 %. 

But the figures of the north-eastern counties of Hungary have increased since 

2022. The unemployment rate exceeded 8 % in counties like Borsod-Abau j-

Zemple n, No gra d and Szabolcs-Szatma r-Bereg counties.

As one of the country’s least economically developed regions, Borsod-

Abau j-Zemple n (BAZ) County features high poverty rates, a largely rural 

population, and persistent infrastructural challenges. These conditions 

intersect with national policies, teacher shortages, and limited exposure to 

foreign-language environments to produce a distinctive and often 

disadvantaged landscape for foreign language learning in primary education. 

GDP gives a picture of economic growth.  It can be seen in Diagram 2 that BAZ 

County is under the country average. As it shows, Budapest, the capital is far the 

most developed part of the country with the highest GDP.  

Only 2023 figures were found in the KSH database.

IV.2. Parental Involvement 

The level of parental support for language learning varies significantly 

across socio-economic backgrounds. In regions with higher poverty rates, 

parents may lack the resources or language skills to assist their children with 

foreign language studies, further exacerbating educational inequalities (Baker, 

2011).  

IV.3. Educational Resources 

A significant disparity exists in educational resources between urban and 

rural areas. Schools in rural areas of northeast Hungary often lack access to 

modern teaching materials and qualified language teachers. According to KSH 

data, only 60% of primary schools in the region have access to digital learning 

tools, compared to 85% in urban centres (KSH, 2021). 

IV.4. Foreign language learners 

On the basis of data collected by the Hungarian Central Statistics Office 

(KSH), Diagram 3 shows the number of primary school students learning 
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foreign languages from 2010 until 2025. English is by far the most popular 

language learnt in primary schools, they exceed all the other languages 

altogether. As the number of students learning English is increasing, that of the 

students learning German is decreasing.  The number of students learning other 

languages is somehow stagnating in the last 15 years. 

There were no regional figures about foreign language learners in terms of 

the counties.

IV.5. Challenges in Foreign Language Learning 

In addition to regional disadvantages, several challenges persist in foreign 

language education. One significant issue is the disparity in resources and 

teacher training across schools. While some institutions benefit from well-

trained language teachers and modern facilities, others struggle with a lack of 
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qualified personnel and outdated materials (Kiss, 2015). This inconsistency can 

lead to unequal learning opportunities for students, particularly in rural areas. 

Another challenge is the pressure of standardized testing, which can lead to 

a focus on rote memorization rather than meaningful language use, 

undermining the communicative goals of language education (Hattie, 2009). 

The Eurostat issued the findings of an EU survey on the proportion of 

foreign language leaners in the primary schools in the European Union. It shows 

that regarding foreign language learning, Hungary is far behind most of the 

countries who took part in the survey.  We have to underline though that 

Hungary is the third country in the survey  regarding  the proportion of German 

language learners.

V. Implications for Future Opportunities 

The ability to communicate in multiple languages is increasingly viewed as 

an asset in the global job market. As Hungary continues to integrate into the 

European Union and engage with international partners, proficiency in foreign 

languages will be crucial for the younger generation (European Commission, 

2016). By fostering foreign language skills in primary education, schools in 

northeast Hungary are not only enhancing students' cognitive abilities but also 

preparing them for future academic and professional opportunities. 

Moreover, the cultural exchange that accompanies language learning 

promotes tolerance and understanding among diverse populations. In a region 

marked by historical and ethnic complexities, the ability to communicate across 

cultural boundaries is essential for fostering social cohesion and collaboration 

(Sercu, 2005). 

VI. Conclusion 

In conclusion, foreign language learning in primary schools in northeast 

Hungary plays a vital role in shaping students' educational experiences and 

future prospects. While there are challenges to overcome, such as resource 

disparities, varying levels of parental support, and economic disadvantages, the 

benefits of early language acquisition are undeniable. By continuing to 

prioritize and improve foreign language education, educators in this region can 

equip students with the skills necessary to thrive in an increasingly 

interconnected world. 

Foreign language learning in the area reflects broader patterns of regional 

inequality within Hungary. While national policies emphasize early language 

acquisition, communicative proficiency, and digital readiness, these goals are 
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difficult to realize in regions where structural disadvantages undermine the 

basic conditions necessary for effective learning. 

The challenges are multidimensional: socioeconomic deprivation limits 

home support; teacher shortages reduce instructional quality; limited digital 

access constrains exposure; and insufficient access to extracurricular programs 

limits meaningful practice. 

Yet the region’s challenges are not insurmountable. With targeted policy 

interventions, sustained investment in teachers and infrastructure, and a 

commitment to reducing regional inequalities, Hungary can ensure more 

equitable foreign language learning for all its students. Such investments hold 

long-term benefits—not only for individual learners but also for the region’s 

economic competitiveness and social mobility. 

Addressing the needs of the northeastern rural area is therefore not simply 

a local educational priority but a national imperative for promoting equal 

opportunity and aligning with broader European multilingualism goals.

Findings: Szendrő. The coexistence of past 
and present in a small town 

Abstract 
In my thesis, within the framework of the Thematic Area Excellence Program 2021 - 
National Research Subprogram, I present Szendro , one of the settlements examined in 
the project with the identification number TKP2021-NKTA-22, Creative Region III. 
project, I present Szendro  based on interviews with the town's leaders and the results of 
a questionnaire survey. The town has an exemplary system of education, with training 
that focuses on personal development, preserving values by connecting the past and the 
present, and building community through respect for and creation of traditions. 

Keywords: preserving values, connecting the past and present, creating traditions, the 

relationship between culture and community, education, motivations for learning and teaching 

I. Introduction 

Riding on the winding roads in the wonderful countryside towards the town 

of Szendro , you can almost immerse yourself in the marvellous sights in the 

surrounding area regardless of the season. You are still awestruck when you 

arrive in the town where clean, flowery environment, parks and tended 

residential buildings characterize the settlement. The building of the local 

government overseeing the town centre demands the same cleanliness and 

order proclaiming that this cosmos or atmosphere is expected from both the 

visitors and the town-dwellers. This is also emphasized with the building of the 

police station standing nearby. 

However, the most beautiful part for me is the Csa ky Castle – and not only 

its little tattered front – but also the intimacy, precision, joy and elegance that 

characterize the inner spaces, the park and its ’tenants’ as well. I am convinced 

that the cultural attractions, for the locals and visitors the numerous 

opportunities for reading, theatre and exhibitions give more than expected: 

they are welcome as guests and they gain insight into both the preservation of 
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value and that of tradition guaranteed and represented by the managers of the 

institution. Everyone gains attention. 

Isn’t that what we all desire?  

II. Short Description of the Settlement 

Szendro  is a transportation centre in the area. It ensures the connection 

between the county seat and the main roads of No26 and No27 and also two 

main cross-roads /2611 and 2615/. There are 12 intercity buses of Borsod 

Vola n running daily between Szendro  and Miskolc. The routes connecting the 

town and the surrounding villages run in very nice surroundings; among hills 

and valleys with clean air and forests travelling even by road or train. The town’s 

central role is increased by the Bo dva Valley Railroad built in 1896 connecting 

Miskolc and the settlements of the Miskolc-Tornana daska line.71

The number of inhabitants of Szendro  has not significantly changed in the 

past years (see Figure 1), it is 4090, out of which, 2108 women and 1982 men.72 

The settlement of Roma inhabitants in the town is typical here as well, as the 

purchase of houses from which are vacant due to death, are sold by the heirs at 

a lower price to them. Some of the Roma family members typically work in 

Miskolc and its surrounding assembly plants or locally as public benefit 

employees: 65-35%.

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IV. Institutional infrastructure – education 

There are two elementary schools, kindergarten and nursery as well, 

supported by church and private maintenance (Calvinist nursery, Calvinist 

kindergarten, Calvinist elementary school, Roman Catholic kindergarten, state 

elementary school and two private secondary schools). Beside the primary 

training, students can take part in vocational training and vocational training 

that also offer high school graduation: Abige l Elementary School, Primary 

School of Art, Vocational School, High School, Dormitory and Vocational School 

and the trainings offered by the ABAKUSZ Vocational School and Primary School 

of Art. 

The elementary school maintained by the local government has had almost 

the same number of students: 400 children study here. However, as the school 

director said, the ratio of Hungarian and Roma children has changed 

significantly in recent years.  

“In the early 2000s, the ratio of Hungarian to Roma children was 60-40%, but 

today our school is 100% Roma. We have a total of two Hungarian students, and 

for years there have been about 400 students in total. The number and ratio of 

births also clearly show this: there are about 60 births per year in Szendrő, of 

which 58 are Roma children" (excerpt from interview with the school director).  

The ratio of drop-outs is not too high, however, the attitude towards further 

education is changing among the parents and the students as well. 

“The ratio of drop-out is about 15%, which is not high, all of the students 

continue their studies, but there is drop-out from that stage. There are some 

weaker students who go to the Abigél or Abacus in Szendrő, and the others go to 

Miskolc and Kazincbarcika to learn a profession” (excerpt from interview with 

school director). 

At the same time, we can also find examples, when children – regardless of 

their better abilities – experience that the retracting force; they have to come 

home from the school to work, their money or income is needed. In this case, 

the school and the teachers are powerless, even though students often seek 

their help in such cases. But despite their encouragement, the family and the 

need arising from a lack of money prevail. 
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According to the school director, maintaining the enthusiasm and the 

motivation of teachers to teach must be as great as at that of the students to gain 

knowledge. 

“My belief is that 95% of Roma schools need the best teachers. There is little 

opportunity to replace retiring teachers; there are no teachers and no applicants. 

... 

Fifty percent of the teachers are from Szendrő, while others are from 

Kazincbarcika and Miskolc, and they commute to Szendrő.” (Excerpt from an 

interview with a school director) 

Therefore, there are many trainings, further trainings and programs 

organized and they join different possibilities, that serve the preservation of 

enthusiasm and motivation and also add colours to the teaching methodology, 

thus helping teaching the children. 

“Teachers receive a lot of further training, much of which is aimed at 

providing students with multiple disadvantages with fair and comprehensive 

personal development. Since 2005, we have been implementing targeted, student-

tailored development: competence-based education and catch-up programs are 

carried out simultaneously. We have also completed the Complex Basic Program, 

and we are working in accordance with it.” (Excerpt from an interview with a 

school director) 

In order for them to function, they need to brainstorm and think together 

about how they can maintain high-quality education, solve shortages of 

teachers of certain subjects, adapt to new demands, help children's personal 

development, and encourage each other at the same time. (Interview excerpt – 

school principal) 

“Teachers also contribute with their suggestions; our team is innovative. We 

have a total of 25 teachers, but no teacher is specialized in Mathematics, Crafts, 

Music, Art or Chemistry. We cover the education with overtime, and we have a day-

care school program and various activities, such as Christmas, Easter, and art 

projects. In addition, there are workshops with tasks related to everyday life: there 

is a kitchen where children bake and cook, another workshop for knitting and a 

bicycle tour and canoeing workshop in the Rakaca reservoir area. Several 

foundations support these activities, and we apply for every program that aims to 

develop children.” (Excerpt from an interview with the school principal) 
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They have 16 partner schools within the Erasmus program. The ’Let’s Teach 

for Hungary’ and the ’U travalo ’ Scholarship Program are also working. They 

have three sister-schools, with whom they have excellent relationship – in the 

form of meetings in singing, sport and academic activities. They also take part 

in the ’Hata rtalanul Program’, last year there was a trip to Transylvania73, and 

this year in April a trip to Upper Hungary.74 

There is an elementary school maintained by the Reform Church that was 

established by the initiation of the Reformed Church pastor and his wife, who 

had been serving here since 2007. Many parents enrol their children to a school 

maintained by a foundation in Szo gliget, some take their children to Edele ny to 

school. In order to overcome this, they first launched a Reformed family daycare 

centre in 2010 (combining a nursery, a day-care school, and a Kindergarten), 

and later, they wanted to see how the children attending there would develop 

and how successful they would be in their further studies, so they also started 

a primary school. 

“Launching this school was mainly influenced and motivated by a sociological 

poll made by the Péter Pázmány Catholic University and also a report aired on the 

Kossuth Radio – these had great effect on me and my wife, who serves in the 

neighbouring village Szendrőlád, that we decided to organize and authorize the 

school. Today there is a Kindergarten and a nursery maintained by the Reformed 

Church, altogether 12 groups…. In order to be able to help children still we needed 

to see their development after the kindergarten, too, so we started the Reformed 

Elementary School as well.” (Excerpt from the interview with the Reformed 

Pastor) 

There are no drop-outs, sometimes first graders repeat the grade but 

students here are ’a selected team’ (Interview with the Reformed Pastor’s wife), 

parents have goals with their children, they want them to study. We have 16 full-

time teachers but there are altogether 30 people take care of the children from 

daycare to school in the institutions. 

"The Abigél Elementary School, Elementary School of Arts, Vocational High 

School, High School, Boarding School, Technical College, and Vocational School in

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the town had poor training programs and low standards, which devalued the high 

school certificate. You could buy the certificate by bribing; it had no value, so the 

kids went to other towns and vocational schools to continue their education. The 

children did not believe in themselves and did not dare to attend a more serious 

secondary school.  The Reformed primary school we started helped with this, and 

some of our former students now attend schools to Herman, Lévai and Földes.” 

(Excerpt from an interview with the Reformed pastor) 

Another reason why the Reformed pastor couple decided to ask the 

Reformed bishopric for help in establishing the school was that they saw a trend 

in the community that was becoming increasingly common among Roma 

families: the head of the family finding work, fewer children being born, and the 

desire to create orderly living conditions (Osva th: 2023) are still present today. 

“Many Roma try to stand out from the crowd, going to work in factories and 

plants in the Miskolc area. Mixed marriages (Roma-Hungarian) are common, but 

not in Szendrőlád. Children from these families often attend Reformed schools, 

where they have classes until the afternoon, individual development programs, 

and programs to help them continue their education.” (Excerpt from an interview 

with the Reformed pastor) 

The couple is also committed to adult education: many of the women 

working in nurseries and Kindergartens are Roma, and they are able to find 

employment thanks to the qualifications they have obtained in various fields of 

adult education launched by the Reformed Church.  

“We offer a wide range of training courses that are necessary for the 

maintenance of nurseries, kindergartens, and schools. There are three groups 

working in the Roma neighbourhood (which we have renamed Újváros). The 

Roma women working here have also obtained qualifications requiring a high 

school graduation certificate with our support. The organization of retraining 

and further training for those working in the institutions we maintain is a major 

focus of our ministry.” (Excerpt from an interview with the Reformed pastor)

VI. Connecting Culture and Community 

There are several cultural institutions in the town – the most significant is 

the Csa ky Castle, where the Public Culture Centre and Library is placed from 

1990 as well. The institution works on six premises, all of which having their 

respective exhibitions: Ve gre-va r Visitor Centre, House of America, School 

History Exhibition, Felso va r Lookout tower, Kincses House, Blue Painting House 

and Museum and Torna Museum. 

The Public Culture Centre and Library has “worked in its present from 2014. 

The public cultural and library tasks are covered in the building of the Csáky 

Castle, one of its wings is devoted to the Community House. The Town Library is in 

its most honourable place of the halls of the castle. Readers enjoy the reading 

experience in a cozy and comfortable setting fashioned in the spirit of the castle. 

We also set up a playing area where the smallest ones can entertain 

themselves with toys, puzzles while the parents choose from the books. We have a 

thematic shelf where new books are grouped according to themes – readers like 

browsing through. A new feature is the shelf of periodicals, where new issues are 

placed.” (Interview with the manager) 

In the library there are about 21,000 volumes according to current data, the 

librarian maintains an immediate relationship with the readers, the substance 

expansion is always based on the needs of the readers. New books are regularly 

announced in the Facebook and TikTok accounts as well. 

“I believe that in the world of Internet, the book is of greater value than ever 

before. Schoolchildren, kindergarten kids come to library lessons or 

unconventional literature lesson, enjoying them thoroughly, looking at the pages 

of the books and they often come back to borrow them, too. Maybe not all is lost 

in this area…” (interview with the manager) 

The library is the place that provides the services which are not available 

for many families in their homes. They can use the computers, printer, they can 

also get help in drawing up a resume, they can print and copy documents. This 

service is essential in town. 

The Community House is the community area of the town (Farago : 2023) 

which welcomes larger indoor events, taking into consideration that “The love 
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and respect of the host should be felt at all times. I find it very important to pay 

attention to everything, including the small details, and to ensure the most 

comfortable location possible” (interview with the manager) 

One of the existing events is the exhibition, that is valuable from more 

points of view. “On the one hand, visitors can get to know the creator and 

creations of the given exhibition, and on the other hand, it offers unforgettable 

aesthetic and visual experience. Exhibitions are always accompanied by 

unconventional lesson for the schoolchildren, for which we prepare with quizzes 

and puzzles.”…”It is important to highlight the increasing number of renting this 

place as a wedding or other event venue that makes up an important income for 

our budget.” 

The Csa ky Castle has more and more functions. The designed and furnished 

salon is an excellent venue for the photo shoots, visitors prefer to use it to dress 

up in contemporary clothes, which were made reusable by the workers. 

Children are motivated to study and grow in a special way: Next to the salon 

in the blue room, donated laptops can be used by children who have a reward 

ticket. “Reward tickets are created here and send them to the primary schools 

with the request that it should be handed over to a student who has performed 

better than himself in some way. Showing their tickets, these children can use the 

laptops after school under adult supervision. There are all together ten laptops 

with Internet access.” (Interview with the manager) 

VII. Activities Developing Community 

The garden of the castle is also full with programs forming and developing 

communities: kindergarten children collect chestnuts; beekeepers gather the 

leaves of biloba tree. Crafters pick up the ever beautiful autumn leaves or people 

can just take a walk and rest here. 

One of the novelties of the castle is the Indigo Dyeing Workshop. Ideas and 

sample pieces that are highly popular in different markets and among the local 

people as well. “Inspiration is blooming here resulting in the decorations of the 

events and most materials are gifted to us by the locals… In the courtyard of the 

castle another initiation was made, a community table tennis program. In office 
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hours and occasionally table tennis can be played by anyone. We are delighted to 

find that everyone keeps the previously set rules, they play with joy and the 

courtyard is loud with the actual state of the play.” (Interview with the manager) 

VIII. Connecting Past and Present in Szendro  

Inviting back the descendants and their regular visits are ensured by 

cultural, touristic and hunting programs offered by the local government and 

other organizations in order to attract more and more participants every year.  

The return of the descendants and regular visits to the place of birth are 

carried out through cultural, touristic and hunting programs offered by the local 

government and other organizations. For example, Valiant Tour, Town Day, 

Farmers’ Day and Hunting Day 

At the Farmers’ Day or the Hunting Day there are usually 2-3000 people 

present where programs aim to prove it is worth returning home to Szendro . 

Cooking contests in groups, professional lectures for agrarians, local events like 

Peasants’ Olympic games, choir and majorette performances serve this goal. 

Another great community event is the Two-Day Sunday in the Castle 

Garden. The workers of the castle play important role in organizing the 

programs – they are the ones who make the huge cake in the colours of yellow 

and blue, which appears in the coat of arms of the town – it is updated every 

year with some motif and has a central role in the castle garden. Besides the 

first day’s typical program elements (awards) and performers (local clubs, 

students from the Art School) the second day is only about and for the children. 

It is a treat, where children are motivated and encouraged with the following 

motto: ’Excel yourself!’ – this is the goal no matter what you achieve.’ Last year, 

the students of the school of the sister town of Torna took part in the fun of the 

reward day besides the locals. 

“All our events are elegant!’ – this is important for the homecoming guests as 

well, but for myself, too. They need to see that they can be proud of their 

hometown, it is good to come home. We work for that actively.” (Interview with 

the manager) 
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Szendro  is a fine example for devoting themselves to preserving the past of 

the descendants of the town, respecting the locals and inviting back those who 

got further from the town to festive occasions. That is how they strive to 

maintain and preserve the heritage of the town, the surroundings connecting 

past and present.

The role of built heritage in the collective 
memory of local communities in the villages 
of the Edelény district. 

Abstract 
This study examines the visual identity-forming memorial sites and built heritage of the 
settlements in the Edelény district from the perspective of cultural anthropology and 
local memory politics. Based on the analysis of memorial sites discovered through 
fieldwork and documentation during the research – including the Albert Wass and 
Trianon memorials, Jewish cemeteries, religious objects, and secular monuments – it 
becomes clear how these elements are integrated into the collective memory of local 
communities and how they shape it. The study presents the conflicts arising from the 
divergence between official monument protection and community values, pointing out 
that the presentation of heritage for tourism and identity politics is often distorted by 
aesthetic and material preferences. Based on the results, local memorial sites are not 
only objects that evoke the past, but also active elements of social identity. 

Keywords: collective identity, visuality and memory, national narrative, local places of worship, 

social memory 

In the Edele ny district, the beauty and tranquility of the landscape on a 

human scale and the presence of the Blue Trail are intoxicating, but the region 

does not abound in natural attractions of national significance. What is constant 

is the built environment. However, not all settlements take advantage of this 

opportunity in the same way. There are places where there are monuments of 

national importance, and there are places where there are none. Some 

settlements consider their monuments important, while others do not see them 

as the material, symbolic elements of their identity. Regardless of this, every 

settlement has built monuments that are embedded in the community's 

memory, are important to the local society, have identity-forming power, are 

known to the locals, and are a source of pride. Even if this is difficult to justify 

to an outside observer, most often a tourist visiting the region. This text aims to 

supplement, nuance, and explain the image that has developed around this 

phenomenon. The study does not aim to provide a complete examination of the 
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settlements in the region, but rather makes an arbitrary selection among the 

localities in the district. The text was preceded by intensive visual fieldwork, 

during which I examined all the settlements concerned and visually recorded 

the existence and functioning of identity-forming visual elements. 

Judit Doba k has already carried out a pioneering cultural and visual 

anthropological study of the Jewish cemeteries in the Edele ny district, 

particularly in Edele ny (Doba k, 2024), Balajt, Szaka csi, Ziliz (Doba k, 2023b), 

Nyoma r, Hanga cs, and Lak (Doba k, 2023a), focusing on their impact, or rather 

lack thereof, on the identity and memory of the local community. Thanks to 

these publications, I do not need to talk about Jewish memorials that are falling 

into disrepair. Such as the Israelite gravestones becoming invisible under the 

mulberry trees in Martonyi, which can be accessed through the yard of a local 

family, or the Jewish memorial site on the outskirts of Lak, whose location has 

been forgotten and could only be discovered after lengthy research and 

searching through dense thickets. While this research is a source of professional 

satisfaction for social researchers and provides opportunities for interaction 

with locals, it certainly discourages tourists and those seeking to commemorate 

the past. In Szaka csi, on the other hand, the locals still know about the Jewish 

cemetery; everyone was able to identify it and show us the way when we asked, 

but it is inaccessible due to the dense undergrowth, and the graves are barely 

visible. The cemetery is not fenced in, it is not maintained, the graves have 

shifted, and the stones have fallen over and sunk into the ground. (Doba k, 

2023c:67; 80). 

The activity and visibility of the region's denominations are not equal. 

Greek Catholics are hyperactive compared to the seemingly passive Reformed 

Church. As a result, many important sites, such as churches from the A rpa d era, 

are relegated to the periphery of tourism. They are included in the national 

public consciousness of historical monuments, but not in that of the locals. The 

beautiful church in Rakacaszend is inaccessible (it can only be visited through 

an abandoned private gate, the gate of the old rectory), while the Romanesque 

Reformed church in Abod blends into its surroundings. In both places, the visual 

presence of Greek Catholicism is dominant, complemented by examples from 

Rakaca and Irota. Numerous roadside crosses with mass-produced corpus, 

renovated churches and buildings are clear signs of care.  
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In some places, the locals considered practicality more important than built 

heritage. The Church of St. Joseph the Worker in Balajt is slowly disappearing 

into the undergrowth, even though it is a handsome, characterful building. 

Eliade already pointed out that space is always imbued with meaning. 

(2019:15–55). They use a nondescript building, a former school building, as 

their place of worship. The majority of the Roma population prays there, while 

the older, non-Roma residents tend to attend the Reformed church. The 

Reformed church, like the Catholic church in ruins, is also hidden among lush 

vegetation, accessible through a garden gate and almost impossible to spot from 

the street. 

The change in Martonyi's collective memory spans several decades. The 

relay tower on Sza r Hill was built only a few decades ago. Anyone who visited 

the village pub in the early 1990s could see the characteristic mountain range 

with the tower on the liquor store's sign. The patrons inside told them that this 

was the village's new symbol. Little was said about the Pauline monastery 

hidden in the forest, its roof still pierced by huge trees. However, as visitors' 

attention clearly turned to the monastery, the collapsed roof was rebuilt, and 

the locals also rebuilt the building in their collective memory. 

Those who illegally approach the monastery ruins via the paved service 

road, rather than taking the hour-and-a-half walk through the ravine, will not 

be able to see the other hidden gem of the village, the carcass pit. Such a 

beautifully constructed, well-preserved carcass pit is a rarity in Hungary today. 

It is not marked on maps and is not mentioned in guidebooks. Since Hungary 

joined the EU, legislation has prohibited the disposal of animal waste in wells, 

and local authorities have had to close all carcass pits and carcass disposal sites. 

(NE BIH, 2014) In contrast, in the lime pit, I was able to discover a carcass still 

in decomposition in the fall of 2024. 

Tourist visits to Edele ny's built heritage have increased significantly in 

recent years, especially in the case of L'Huillier–Coburg Castle (also known as 

Edele ny Castle Island; Kaste lysziget), which is the town's main tourist 

attraction. Thanks to renovations, the Baroque building complex has become a 

nationally and internationally renowned destination. The original renovation 

program itself – „It was intended to meet the most modern representational 

expectations and local traditions” (To th, 2013:66) – is very similar to its current 

function as expected by the local community. 
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Among the many destinations for tourists are the Borsod Country House, 

which showcases local folk architecture and lifestyle, and the Borsod 

earthwork, which, despite its archaeological significance, is less visited. This is 

partly because the earthwork does not have such spectacular, „experience-like” 

elements as the castle, and partly because its marketing is much more modest. 

In general, earthworks suffer the same fate: visitors expect a castle-like 

structure, perhaps secretly hoping for some kind of romantic setting, wanting 

to experience the spirit of the historical site. However, the earthwork is nothing 

more than a collection of mounds and ditches that are barely visible to the 

naked eye. The earthwork in Edele ny is not castle-like and does not stand out 

from the other pastures and agricultural areas in its surroundings.  

The Miklo s–Go mo ry castle in Finke75 is barely visible, hidden by the foliage 

of the trees, and its architectural values and the view itself are thus lost. The 

employees of the institution behaved in a particularly hostile manner when I 

was there, loudly protesting against me taking photographs of the building, 

even though I was doing so from a public space. The hospitality I experienced 

at Kaste lysziget and the welcoming gestures towards tourists were lacking here. 

Similarly, on A rpa d Street, which leads to the castle, viewing and photographing 

several dilapidated, abandoned, but architecturally extremely valuable folk 

houses provoked anger, incomprehension, and questioning from the locals. 

Although these buildings are listed in the monument protection databases, the 

locals do not consider them valuable or desirable for tourists. The 

aforementioned houses are only of value to trained monument seekers or those 

arriving with a specific purpose. It is difficult to explain to locals why a 

characterless, unadorned house with peeling plaster is interesting or valuable. 

It is true that visitors rarely stray into this area, so an attitude similar to that 

towards Kaste lysziget could not have developed. 

The Gothic Reformed church in Edele ny, with its measured windows, is 

another exceptional monument that has been pushed to the periphery. The first 

written mention of the church dates back to 1332, making it the oldest surviving 

building in the town (MKL, 2024: Edele ny entry). It is under national monument 

protection, yet despite this, it is not part of the town's official tourist routes, has 

no regular opening hours or guided tours for tourists, is almost lost, hidden in

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the overgrown vegetation, and walking around it is a risky undertaking. The 

town's tourist communication focuses almost exclusively on the castle (Gyurko –

Bujdoso , 2019:14), and the church is less open to tourist use due to its active 

religious function. There is no visitor infrastructure, information board, guided 

tour, or digital content. The church's surroundings are less frequented and are 

not located along the main tourist routes. 

Considering its population, the village of Meszes has a surprising number 

of memorial sites. Most of them are located in a shady, flower-filled memorial 

garden. Here you will find a memorial stone with a plaque commemorating 

Albert Wass and the well-known refrain from his poem „Message to the 

Homeland,” made from limestone sourced from a nearby quarry; a cross 

commemorating 1956; a plaque listing the martyrs of Arad; a carved wooden 

headboard; a memorial column to St. Stephen, and a wooden plaque depicting 

the Trianon border demarcation with the date of the peace treaty. In the centre 

of the garden is a limestone monument commemorating 1,000 years of history, 

with a flagpole and wreath holders, as well as a World War II memorial plaque 

integrated into the column. 

The life's work of Transylvanian Hungarian writer Albert Wass is divisive 

from a literary point of view, yet after the change of regime he became a central 

figure in national memory politics, becoming a „place of memory” in both the 

material and immaterial sense of the word (Nora 2009: 7). They have little to 

do with the writer's literary work; the memorial sites have become part of the 

„local cults” of collective memory. The Wass and Trianon memorials in the 

settlements of the Edele ny district are not only the result of local initiatives, but 

also symbolic imprints of Hungarian national memory politics and identity 

formation.76 

The Holocaust memorial next to the cemetery is a large bust made of rough 

stone, with a black marble plaque listing the names of the victims, a menorah 

welded from reinforced concrete on top, and a Star of David cut from a metal 

plate. Both elements are rusty, but it is unclear whether this is the artist's

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intention or the result of a lack of maintenance. However, it suits the memorial 

well and is also fashionable, as abstraction using rusty metals is a common 

solution in 21st-century memorials. The municipality's website, updated in 

2012, shows another, older memorial with a stone base and a black marble 

column with a Star of David. 

The church hill of the settlement commemorates a unique event. According 

to the wooden plaque, „This trench was dug in January 1945 by the people of 

Meszes and the surrounding area as part of their “ma lenkij robot (forced 

labour). RE 2002 SZS.” There are other interesting features on the church hill, 

such as the types of carved headstones used in Reformed burials and an 

explanation of their symbolism. What does the headstone of a young man or 

woman look like? At the bottom of the hill is a black marble memorial plaque 

with a portrait of La szlo  Jo zsef Attila Kala sz, winner of the Jo zsef Attila Prize, 

and a plaque placed on the same limestone pedestal by the Reformed parish of 

Meszes in 2001, commemorating the operation of the Reformed school between 

1764 and 1948. All of the marble plaques resemble cemetery marble works, 

reminiscent of them in terms of the formal design and typography of their texts, 

as well as their visual appearance. They are presumably the work of a local 

stonemason.  

The plastic plaques of the Szendro  memorial, the polystyrene components 

of the Galva cs memorial wall, and the series of inexpensive plaques made of 

cemetery marble in the style of cemetery works raise questions about the 

contradictions between cost-effectiveness and noble ideals. As early as 1901, 

Ka roly Lyka wrote that one of the basic principles of modern industrial art is 

not to disguise materials as something else. Thus, „plaster should not be painted 

to look like bronze, and wall plaster should not be painted to look like wood” 

(1901:195). The implication of this is that noble ideas can only be represented 

by noble materials: precious or non-ferrous metals, marble, in the words of 

renowned artists. Simon Meller, on the other hand, believed that artistic intent 

could override even the most basic rules of material use. (1913:284) The 

underlying content is decisive, not the value of the material used. If a principle 

that is important to the community can be authentically expressed in 

Styrofoam, then it should be valued, not rejected. 

The architectural character and heritage of Meszes are defined by its 

traditional village appearance, which blends into the landscape, and the 
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architectural layers that have developed over the course of its history. The 

village is located in the valley of the Rakaca stream, in front of the reservoir, and 

was originally established as a single-street valley village. The settlement has a 

uniform, harmonious appearance, and according to the image manual, the 

entire village should be treated as an area recommended for the protection of 

architectural heritage. The village's mini Coop store building, contrary to the 

expectations set out in the manual (Meszes TAK, 2017), leaves a lasting 

impression on visitors to the settlement as an inexplicable scar on the 

landscape. The metal-coloured trapezoidal sheet metal cladding, which 

contrasts with the village's image in every respect, frames the store's 

tympanum portico and impressive shop window. The contrast is difficult to 

process due to the significant value of the typical folk architecture and 

residential buildings surrounding the store. 

Its built environment is defined by two main architectural layers: on the one 

hand, the distinctive public buildings built at the beginning of the 20th century, 

such as the Reformed church (Va rady, 1991:294) and the „school chapel,” i.e. the 

Chapel of Our Lady – and, on the other hand, the remains of folk architecture, 

many of which still stand today. A special feature of the village is that the 

transformation of the village landscape in the second half of the 20th century – 

the mass appearance of cube-shaped houses and large multi-storey buildings – 

was only limited here. This may be due to the village's isolation from traffic, its 

economic hardship, its remoteness, and the fact that young people tended to 

move away. 

In Szendro , on Heroes' Square, there is a relief memorial stone of Albert 

Wass made in 1998 (Hadoba s, 2018:103) and a quote about Trianon engraved 

on a marble plaque in the square in front of the Town Hall. Above Galva cs, on 

the Greek hill, the 1956 memorial in the Bo dva Valley quotes lines from Wass's 

best-known poem: „For the water runs away and only the stone remains, but 

the stone remains.” In Lak, the Trianon memorial, created as part of the National 

Flag Movement born out of the revisionist mood following the Trianon peace 

dictate, stands in the village center (Hadoba s, 2018:68). The Turul bird can be 

found in several places, including Damak, Edele ny, Galva cs, Hegymeg, Lak, 

Martonyi, Szaka csi, and Szendro .  

The primary purpose of the Trianon memorials is to express national 

mourning, loss, and perhaps most strongly, a sense of injustice. Incidentally, 
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over the past decade and a half, such monuments have appeared en masse in 

our settlements (Po to , 2020:329), „Trianon […] is burned into the nation’s 

memory” (Molna r 2022: 67). The monuments are erected on the initiative of 

local communities, civil organizations, and often local governments or political 

parties, and they serve several functions. They help preserve memories and 

experiences related to Trianon, which have now disappeared, for future 

generations. Memorials are physical symbols that remind the community of 

historical events, proclaim the unity of the entire Hungarian people, and 

symbolize the injustice of the peace treaty and the grievances suffered by the 

Hungarian nation. The regional distribution of these memorial sites – including 

those in the Edele ny district – also represents a kind of lower-level historical 

consciousness-raising. 

The imprints of local communities' memories are memorial sites that have 

limited spatial validity and appeal to only a few, but are valuable to locals and 

unique to outside observers precisely because of this. Examples include the 

memorial plaque to Colonel General Ge za Lakatos, Prime Minister of Hungary, 

in Nyoma r; the 1910 memorial cross to those who worked in America in 

Borsodszira k; the memorial stone in memory of Cursillo in Edele ny; the 

memorial plaque awarded by the Minister of the Interior for the title of Safe 

Settlement in Damak; the memorial plaque in Tomor commemorating the 

rescue and renovation of the Reformed church in 1775; the memorial plaque in 

Balajt erected by Jo zsef Ro czei's sister, a soldier who disappeared in World War 

II; the Derenk Memorial House in La dbesenyo ; the 1962 plaque in Abod 

commemorating Abod residents who lived far away and have since passed 

away; the plaque in the Reformed Church commemorating the priests who 

served in Szendro la d from 1840; the Szendro  miner memorial, or the memorial 

plaque to local doctor Dr. La szlo  Dely; the Bo dvavo lgyi O tvenhatosok Tano sve ny 

(Bo dva Valley Fifty-Sixers Educational Trail), which evokes the formality of the 

crossroads, where wooden headboards were erected for the seven convicted 

district workers' council members, featuring their portraits and biographies. 

The centuries-old wall paintings of the so-called Ra ko czi cellar in Hanga cs, 

hidden from view, were processed by La szlo  Farago  (2024) and are unknown 

to the wider public. Today, only a few old photos preserve the memory of a T34 

tank and a towed gun that once stood next to the Youth House in Edele ny. 
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Although the locals do not know what happened to them (Hadoba s, 2004:83), 

their memory remains. 

Szaka csi presents some peculiar contradictions. While a new, spectacular 

public artwork, the statue of the Protective Tiger, greets visitors at the entrance 

to the village (kozterkep.hu, 2023), the village's real heritage treasures are 

neglected and in a state of disrepair. Szaka csi is difficult to access and its 

transport infrastructure is underdeveloped. The entire settlement can be 

considered a segregated area, where 95% of homes lack basic amenities. 

(Lakhata si diagno zis... 2022:4–8.)  

The Protective Tiger is a colourful, unconventional sculpture created in 

2012. The huge wooden tiger was created as part of the Hello Wood creative 

camp, which aims to promote the cultural and social development of 

disadvantaged settlements. (epiteszforum, 2012) The purpose of the sculpture 

is to protect Szaka csi, which is perhaps one of the most disadvantaged villages 

in Hungary. The work is currently listed in the „endangered” category on the 

Ko zte rke p.hu website (Ko zte rke p, 2023), as it is in a very poor condition. When 

I asked one of the village leaders about it, he said that they consider the 

restoration of the sculpture to be important, even more so than fixing up the 

dilapidated living environment. 

One of the village's most valuable monuments is the 13th-century 

Romanesque-style Reformed church (TAK, 2017:7). The building is now in an 

appalling state of disrepair. The doors and windows have been torn off, the 

interior has been looted and vandalized, the churchyard is overgrown with 

weeds, and someone has broken into the roof. The stream in front of the 

building is littered with everything from household waste to a holey ball and a 

bicycle frame. Volunteers from the Maltese Charity Service, which also operates 

a presence point in the village, began cleaning up the area and working to save 

the building in 2023 (maltai.hu, 2023), but progress is slow. It is also significant 

that, according to the still and moving images of the renovation, locals are not 

participating in the work; the pictures only show participants from outside the 

village, who appear to be part of a „construction camp.” (Juha sz, 2024; Videa, 

2024) 

The built heritage of the village – according to TAK (2017) – has been 

preserved in part because the poverty of the population has made 
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modernization impossible. However, this has now turned into deterioration 

rather than preservation. The condition of residential buildings, churches, and 

public spaces is deteriorating, while attention is focused on elements that are 

spectacular but have no heritage value. 

The example of this village clearly shows that the appearance of a 

settlement and the preservation of its heritage are not only a question of money, 

but also a matter of priority. The tiger statue is a nice gesture, but the village's 

real treasures – the church, the Jewish cemetery, the traditional houses – have 

fallen into quiet and hopeless decay. Preserving them would require not only 

resources, but also conscious attention from the community and local 

government, as well as civic courage.

Analyses of the settlements in the Edelény 
district based on four frameworks 

Abstract 
The analysis of the socio-geographical and settlement environment covers the 
interaction between society and geographical space, as well as the formation, 
development, and functioning of settlements. This article presents certain elements of 
this complex system of relationships within four frameworks. The natural features of the 
Edele ny district are diverse, and the district comprises a combination of several different 
types of micro-regions. Most of the 25 settlements studied (12 settlements) belong to 
the Western Csereha t micro-region. In each of the settlements studied, interviews were 
conducted to collect information on historical, landscape and cultural values, special 
attractions, and unique characteristics. The distribution of settlements by size reflects 
the characteristics of the Edele ny district, with its small villages, as 16 settlements have 
a population of less than 500. Between 2020 and 2023, the population of the 25 
settlements in the Edele ny district decreased by a total of 265 persons, and the positive 
natural growth (17 persons) was unable to offset the negative migration loss (-29 
persons) in 2023.

I. Introduction 

The study of the settlements in the Edele ny district was carried out in a 

complex manner during the "Creative Region III" research, based on a sample 

of 25 selected settlements. The research on the Edele ny district required a 

unique and varied approach in several respects, as the district ranks first among 

the districts of Borsod-Abau j-Zemple n county in terms of the number of 

settlements (45 settlements) and its landscape is also complex (7 micro-

regions). During the research, in addition to compiling databases containing 

statistical indicators presenting the general socio-economic characteristics of 

the settlements, primary data was collected using empirical methods, 

questionnaires, and interviews. During the field research, in addition to the 
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current functioning and provision of services in the towns and villages, the 

memories of the past and their cultural and architectural uniqueness were also 

explored.  

The analysis of the socio-geographical and settlement environment covers 

the interaction between society and geographical space, as well as the 

formation, development, and functioning of settlements. This article presents 

certain elements of this complex system of relationships within four 

frameworks: the natural-ecological framework, the historical-cultural 

framework, the transport-communication framework, and the settlement 

framework. In this article, was analysed data from 25 settlements belonging to 

the Edele ny district that were included in the Creative Region III research 

project, using these four frameworks.  

II. Theoretical background 

The transformation of rural areas has attracted the interest of an increasing 

number of researchers in recent decades, with three main factors—increasing 

urbanization, changing agricultural conditions, and migration—increasingly 

transforming the countryside and posing numerous challenges. The population 

decrease of rural areas, the increase in average age, changes in level of 

education and employment indicators, the lack of job opportunities, and 

changes in services and provision require a complex approach and research 

attitude from researchers. This is why international literature features research 

methods that are complex and interdisciplinary. 

The socio-geographical environment encompasses the spatial distribution 

of human activities and all social and economic processes that transform and 

change the physical geographical environment. It also explores the temporal 

evolution of differences and interactions between cities and rural areas, and 

classifies the types, locations, and structures of settlements.  

The main factors of the settlement environment—infrastructure, built 

environment, social differences, environmental characteristics, and land use—

are related to the size of settlements.  
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One of the complex methods is resilience theory, i.e., the study of resistance 

to change. According to F. Zhu et al. (2025), resilience theory plays an important 

role in explaining the interactions and outcomes between rural systems and 

external environmental systems. The main goal is to make rural resilience a key 

issue in addressing global challenges in rural areas and to identify its central 

role in mitigating the rural population decreasing, reducing urban-rural 

productivity gaps, and addressing environmental changes and social problems. 

Another frequently used complex method is the use of complex indices. 

International research has identified the fundamental factors influencing the 

development of rural settlements, which are economic, technological, 

administrative, geographical, historical-cultural, and socio-demographic 

factors. Based on these indicators, E. Shcherbina and E. Gorbenkova (2019) 

developed four frameworks that can be used to perform a comparative analysis 

using a regional development index.

Table 1 shows some examples of indicators that can be assigned to each 

framework, which have already been modified based on the findings of the 

Creative Region III research. The natural-ecological framework consists of 

interconnected landscape elements and natural areas that determine the

The historical 

and cultural framework encompasses the historical development and 

formation of settlements, as well as cultural resources and elements that are 

decisive in terms of tourism potential. The transport and communication 

framework includes the characteristics of the area's accessibility, transport 

network, and the increasingly important information and communication 

network. Certain elements of the settlement framework also serve as indicators 

for revealing spatial inequalities, such as demographic, employment, 

educational, or even economic data.  

The natural, historical-cultural, transport and settlement frameworks, 

relating to different levels of public administration, determine resource 

conditions and development opportunities, thus the potential of the 

settlements in the Edele ny district can also be determined by examining the 

individual elements. 

Research involving the settlements of the Edele ny district has a long history, 

as researchers have been studying the potential and problems of small village 

regions since the 1970s. Going beyond simply assessing the situation, the 

studies also sought to formulate proposals for solutions for the future, 

considering the social and settlement environment. 

Research exploring social processes affecting the settlements of the district 

has drawn attention to those demographic processes that have a strong 

influence on other social characteristics, such as increasing emigration, natural 

decline, and the resulting population decline, emphasizing that we also 

encounter mosaic-like demographic enclaves with opposite situations in the 

area, where natural growth is high and the age structure is younger (Beluszky 

P. 1982). Looking at the labour market situation, the situation is not easy, but 

complexity and networking may offer a solution (Beluszky P. 2019). Ba nyai O. 

(2017) considers sustainability to be important and examines the extent to 

which the current legal environment supports the creation and maintenance of 

sustainable settlements. The research of Varga A . and Jeney L. (2020) also 

emphasizes sustainability, highlighting that in the case of small villages, the 

successful economic development of settlements can only be based on local 

resources (natural and cultural, local knowledge, property) and a new concept 

of work, integrating the economy into society and setting clear social goals, 
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where work plays a key role in community building, self-development, and 

increasing self-esteem. 

According to G. Fekete E . (1995, 2001), in the case of small villages, 

development aimed at restoring self-sustainability must focus on creating 

economic foundations and establishing and then strengthening the economic 

functions of the settlement that ensure its viability. In this case, the essence of 

development is to find potentially viable functions and create the conditions 

necessary for their operation. The main recommendations are exploring local 

values, integration, and networking. 

The "Creative Region III" research project covers both the assessment of the 

current situation and the examination of local values in the 25 settlements of 

the Edele ny district, seeking to identify the characteristics and strengths that 

can contribute to social sustainability. Within the scope of this article, it is not 

possible to go through the research results in detail for each municipality, but 

an analysis of each important factor will be presented according to the four 

frameworks described above. 

III. Natural-ecological framework 

The characteristics belonging to the natural-ecological framework are 

those that determine the resources, environmental quality, and land use of a 

given area through its landscape features. 

The natural conditions of the Edele ny district are diverse, and the district is 

made up of several small regions of different characteristics. Most of the 25 

settlements studied (12 settlements) belong to the Western Csereha t small 

region (Figure 1), located on its western side.

The micro-region is a hilly area sloping from north to south, with an altitude 

between 125 and 340 meters above sea level. The proportion of forests in land 

use has decreased since the 19th century, and today the area is mainly used for 

agriculture (arable farming, meadow and pasture farming). 

The 13 settlements in the research area are divided into six micro-regions, 

which are summarized in Table 2. The district centre (Edele ny) and 
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Borsodszira k belong to the Sajo  Valley, and the terraced river valley merges with 

the terraces of the Bo dva in the eastern part. The micro-region was one of the 

main areas of brown coal deposits in Borsod County, so the area was previously 

characterized by significant mining activity. Only one settlement (Galva cs) can 

be classified as part of the Szendro i Hill country, which is a Paleozoic hill range. 

The micro-region is divided into two parts by the Bo dva Valley, which are 

fragmented basin hills in terms of their type.

The Rakacai Valley Basin is located between the Tornai Hills and the 

Csereha t, with an altitude ranging from 154 to 287 meters above sea level, 

extending to the valley of the Rakaca Stream, which flows into the Bo dva. Two 

settlements (Szendro  and Szendro la d) can be classified as part of the Bo dva 

Valley micro-region. which covers a 30-kilometer section of the middle Bo dva 

Valley (stretching from the national border to Szendro la d), consisting of two 

wider tectonic valley basins and the gorges connecting them. The long, narrow 

micro-region is much more densely populated than average. The Tornai Hill 

micro-region is a basin-shaped hill country with an altitude of between 185 and 

300 meters above sea level, consisting of hill ridges and slopes. Most of the 

settlements in the area are small and tiny villages. Of the settlements studied, 

only Boldva belongs to the Sajo -Herna d plain micro-region. 

Overall, the land use of the 25 settlements studied is characterized by 

forests, arable land, and meadow-pasture farming, with varying soil conditions 

and productivity.

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IV. Historical and cultural framework 

The historical and cultural framework includes the historical processes that 

shaped the everyday lives of the inhabitants of these settlements, as well as the 

unique cultural values that could be exploited for tourism purposes. 

The settlements in the northern part of the Edele ny district belonged to the 

former Abau j-Torna County, while most of the district belonged to Borsod 

County. In the town of Edele ny, on the site of the former settlement of Borsod, 

stands Borsod earth fort, the remains of an earthwork fortification from the 

time of the Hungarian conquest. This part of the settlement was the former 

centre and namesake of Borsod County. The castle is located on the left bank of 

the Bo dva River, on a hill rising 15 meters above the river. 

Many of the tourist attractions are linked to the historical past and the 

natural environment. The 25 settlements feature castles, palaces, museums, 

examples of folk architecture, churches, and natural treasures. Table 3 provides 

an overview of the outstanding and characteristic values of the district, without 

claiming to be exhaustive. In each of the 25 settlements surveyed, interviews 

were conducted to collect information on historical, landscape, and cultural 

values, special attractions, and unique characteristics. The descriptions of the 

settlements will be compiled in the Edele ny application and will be available to 

all interested and affected parties.

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V. Transport and communications framework 

The elements of the transport and communications framework determine 

the accessibility of the area and the development of its information and 

communications infrastructure.  

The transport axis of the Edele ny district is formed by main road 27 and the 

Miskolc-Tornana daska railway line running parallel to it.

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Accessibility plays an important role in the development of population and 

business numbers, as settlements in traffic shadow areas lag behind those along 

the main traffic axis in terms of size and economic activity (Figure 2). 

Services and larger cities (Kazincbarcika, Miskolc) are also more easily and 

quickly accessible from settlements through which main road 27 passes. 

In recent years, it has become important to have adequate internet coverage 

and, related to this, an adequate level of digital activity, as during the COVID-19 

pandemic, the flow of information and work has shifted to the online space. In 

terms of the digital activity of the population of the Edele ny district, in 2022, 

22.97% of the population did not engage in any digital activity; 32.73% engaged 

in basic activity; 31.19% performed intermediate-level activities, and 2.82% 

performed high-level digital activities.  

VI. Settlement framework 

The settlement framework is the most complex, as it includes the 

characteristics of the settlement network, the territorial distribution of 

demographic and economic processes, and factors influencing quality of life and 

employment. 

The Edele ny district covers an area of 717.85 km2 and has a population of 

31,948 (2023), with a population density of 44.5 people/km2. It is the district 

with the most settlements (45) among the districts of Borsod-Abau j-Zemple n 

county. Its settlement structure consists of small villages, with two towns, 

Edele ny and Szendro . 

Table 4 shows the classification of the sample settlements according to 

population size. The distribution of the 25 settlements by size reflects the 

characteristics of the Edele ny district, with its small villages, as 16 settlements 

have a population of less than 500.

There is a significant difference between the population of the smallest 

(Debre te, 14 inhabitants) and the largest (Edele ny, 9,198 inhabitants) 

settlements, which also affects the development of service and demographic 

characteristics. Figure 3 shows the natural growth and migration balance in the 

25 surveyed municipalities in 2023.

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Some of the municipalities are characterized by natural population decline, 

with Edele ny (-78 persons) showing an exceptional value; however, if we 

examine the data in proportion to the population, this represents a decline of 

only -0.85%. The natural decline values range from -0.85% to -3.28% for the 25 

municipalities, with the highest rate of decline in Viszlo . 

There are municipalities where natural growth was characteristic, with 

natural growth values ranging from 0.2% to 2.04% in relation to the population. 

There are settlements where natural growth was characteristic, with natural 

growth rates ranging from 0.2 to 2.04% in proportion to the population, with 

the highest growth rate in Abod in 2023. There are five settlements where the 

number of deaths was equal to the number of births: Damak, Debre te, 

Rakacaszend, Tornabarakony, and Zizliz. In terms of migration balance, in 2023, 

emigration was higher in 10 settlements, ranging from -0.68% to -4.36% of the 

population, with the highest value in Martonyi. Nine settlements had a positive 

migration balance, ranging from 0.22% to 6.1% of the population, with the 

highest value in Irota. 

In the 25 settlements of the Edele ny district, the population decreased by 

265 between 2020 and 2023, and the positive natural growth (17 people) was 

unable to offset the negative migration loss (-29 people) in 2023 (KSH). 

In summary, we can conclude that the 25 settlements examined in the 

Edele ny district have a diverse natural environment, national and local values, 

and a single main route, based on their frameworks, socio-geographical and 

settlement environment characteristics, diverse natural environments, national 

and local values, traffic shadow situations (except for settlements located along 

the only main route), declining populations in recent years, and a small village 

spatial structure. 
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
